Industry
and earnest effort and gentlemanly and lady like behavior, characterized the students. We can not
too highly commend ihe moral tone of the s.rhool and the unusual attention to the cultivation of
polite, manners. Both the semi-annu- and thi: annual examination" were impartially and rigidly
conducted by committees, apointed by tbe Board ef Trustees. These examinations were largely
attended, and gave. so far rs we have heard, universal satisfaction. The Institution, in its general
organization, seems to work admirable. The citizens of H'intsville. and vicinity, are

Dear Brethren: By an act of the Jjst association it is made the duty of the Secretary cf
i Executive Dojru, to m ike a iun report to tne Association, at ner regular session, of the acts
of tlie Board and the work of the Missionaries within tlieir respective fields of labor. It it also
made the duty of the Board to meet quarterly in the town of Roanoke, for the transaction of bu-
siness. In obedience to said duty, the Baaid convened at Roanoke on the 14th day of October,
1857. Tlie first business being the election of a Missionary, whereupon brother John'M. Robinson,
was elected, who declined the call. Tlie Board liidotftlie association into four distric.sj in the
following ordcr'viz: First District to embrace Booae ami Monroe, U churches. Second District,
Howard. New Hope and Pleasant Hope, of Chariton, IX churches. Third District, the remainder
of Cbaritou, 6 churches.. Fourth District, Randolph county. H churches. Elder T. S. Allen vas
appoin:ed to perform Missionary labor from tlie I4ih Oct. till the 13th Jan.. (his whole time to bo
employed in the county of Chariton.) At the expiration of which time, Cider B. Anderson was
elected Missionary, and in entering the field, was required t deTote his whole time and, energy to
the cause, until the present meeting of your body, at the rate of $0X0 per year.

Sow. iloar Hretkrea, that we ha-.- e furnUhed a concise statement of the acts and doings of the
Board, duringour administration, wc will proceed to lay before your body the manner in which
the Missionaries have cultivated the fields assigned them by the 'Board. However, yoa will per-
mit us here to surmise (before subm tting the reports of tlie filUsionaries,) that after an experience
of some ten months, we are happy to say, that the present plan i3 much more eiikient than any
heretofore adopted, from tlie fact that we have never tailed having a regular meetinj; of the
Board, and the report of the Missionary. We do believe the Missinnaay Work the most important
part ef thebtrsincss of the assceia'ion. and a work, the successful execution of which, must have the
cordial and hearty support of all the churches, both by their prayers aj.it contribution:-- ; hence the
passage of a resolution at your last association, rcrommemting tiie anpoitment, by each church, of
a solicitary committee of two, who shall collect by subscription, from the churches and others-- , nil
they can for Missionary purposes, iu this association; also, recommending or requesting the pastor
of each churrh, to preach a sermon on missions, at t once a year, in earh church. We are sor-
ry to say, that we are not aware that the above resolution has been complied; with.

We herewith submit the following reports of our Missionaries, vizr Elder T. S. Allen reports
labor as Missionary and Colpoituer, in the county of Chariton, 4S days; traveled ti8 miles; sold
Uti volume?; granted 9 volumes; preached sermons; held 6 prayer meetings; baptized 2; visited
H'l families--; found 7 families without the Bible; supplied 7 with tne Bible. He reports great des-
titution on Porche's PrairU, and in the vicinitv of Buckland, and that the Macedonian err is
heard from those destitute portions of our associational district, and says the cause of religion to
be wanemg. just for the want of a shepherd to go in and out belore tin flock.

Elder B. Anderson reports 2U3 day's labor as Misrior.ary. from (lie 13th Jan., (when his labor
commenced) 'till the 3rd Sep.; traveled 1527 miles; delivered 141 sermons; 193 exhortations; re-

ception of oil by experience and baptism; restered 3; received by letter 5; attended 40 prayer
meetings. Tlie above labor was performed in the 1st, 2nd and 4th districts. Bro. Andersen re-

ports striking manifestations of deep religious feelings, without any outward move. Oil the whole,
is of the opinion that the prospects are cheering.

Elder A. Woods, who was appointed by the Board, on the July, to labor in conjunction
with Hro. Anderson , until the present meeting of your bodv. reports as follows: that he has

days; preached 30 sermons, and delivered 22 exhortations; received by experience and
baptism 11; traveled IAS units.

SUMMARY.

The Mis;tnaries employed by your Board, report th.it they hive labored 23 days; preached
219 sermon-'- ; witnesed'the rece'piion of 53 persons into the ciiurchi -; travelcd2553 nii'ies. In con-
clusion, we so employ ourselves in this glorious enterprise by sending tbe gospel, not on!y
to tlie des'itute portion of our own associational district and State, but may our desires for the sal-

vation of those who in heathenish idolatry, constrain ns to furnish them with the lamp of life.
YesJ Yes! let us all begin anew, a life of and labor for t ie advancement of the Re-
deemer's cause, that we may have a conscience void of otfence in the siht of God and man, and
when our earthly pilgrimage shall be wound up. receive the welcome plaudit of done, good
and faitliful servant, enter thou into the joy of thy Lord.''
