IUTERESTING HISTORY OF THE "You will in a few day a Declaration
Dtclara'ion of Independecce-- A Gen-Nrfm- g- fourth the causes which impelled u
eral Error Corrected The Second of
July the national Birthday.

, In the JVofionaZ Intelligencer of the 4th
inst., we find the subjoined interesting his

lory of the Declaration of Independence.
It will correct some popular errors that
have long prevailed in regard to this impor-

tant subject: '.. i ..
We have reason to believe that already

some misstatements prevailing to the sur-

roundings of the great Declaration have
deeply seated in the national mind

For instance, it is common to read in nearly
all the histories which recite the success-
ive steps of the Declaration tnsde in 1776,
"that it was finally adopted on the 4th of

July, and signed by every member of Coh- -

gressthen present, except only Mr. Dick,
inson of Pennsylvania." In point of fact,

the real "Declaration of American Inde
pendence" was not made in connexion with
the paper which passes under that name'

The real "Declaration" Was uttered in the
shape of a aerie of' Resolution to that ef
fect, which, having been introduced into

Congress on the ?ih of June, 1776, by

Ricbabd Hchry Lf.x, of Virginia,, formed

the rallying point around which this great
contest w waged; The nominal Decla-

ration was entirely subsidiary in it pur
pose, as it was wholly secondary in its ori
gin when compared with the 'Resolutions"
we have named. These Resolutions were
a follows:

"Resolved, That these United Colonic

are, and of right ought to be, free and in

dependent State; that they are absolved

from all allegiance to the British Crown,
and that all political connexion between
them and the State of Great Britain is and

ought to be totally dissolved.

"Resolved, Thai it is expedient forthwith
to take the most effectual measure for form

ing foreign alliances,

"Resolved, That a plan of Confederation

be prepared and transmitted to the respect
ive Colonies for their consideration and ap

proval."

These were the Rolu'inni which first
brought to a focus the scattered ray of re-

volt, and formed the nucleus not only of the

subsequent paper known under the name

of the Declaration, but also of the Articles
of Confedsration to which they pointed.

How entirely subsidiary and secondary was

the paper draughted by Mr. jErrERsoft

will apj-ea- r from the very terms of the res
olution under which the committee tppoio

ted to draw it was raised.

A kind of cushion and powdered ice kept
to the entire scalp, has allayed violent in--
fhiroaialions of the brain, and arrested fear
ful convulsions induced by too much blood

Water as cold as ice can make it, applied
freely to the throat, neck and chest with a
sponge or cloth, very often affords. an al

most miraculous relief, and if this be fol-

lowed by drinking copiously of the ssme
icecold element, the wetted part wiped
dry and the child be wrapped up well in
the bed-clotb- it falls into a delightful and
life-givi- dumber.

All inflammations, internal or external.
re promptly subdued by the application of

ice or r, because it is converted
into steam, and rapidly conveys awsy the
extra heat and also diminishes the quantity
of blood in the vessel of the parts.

been known to induce the most dangerous
internal congestion. . .

If ice is put in . milk or on butter, aod
these are not used at the time, they lose

their freshness and become sour and stale,'
