In these times, which have perplexed
(rood men with bo many threats levelled at
the Union el the Stales, it will be well,
ihormore, to reflect that it is the same sin

ister and unnatural policy in Uclialt ol our
geographical limitation of free men,' and an
indefinite expansion of slave soil, which
breeds the spirit of revolt. And yut it is
one interest only, and that an aggressive in-

terest that Disunion finds favor. Il is with
one party only, and that the party in pow-

er, that such ideas have been enoouraged
for party purposes. Predicated upon de-

votion to the slave system, both for States
and Territories, such a policy as secession
attaches to itself chiefly those who are in

that great interest ol persuasion, and while
the large body of the people of the United
States are hostile to all uch projects, yet
it will devolve more immediately upon the
free laboring men of the slave Stales to en-

counter the heresy at home, to strip it by

opposition ef the importance that would at-

tach to it as an unchallenged State indorse-

ment, and to unmask in every township a

treason that owee ill toleration to a cunning
duplicily as to its own ends, combined with

falsehoods aa to the purposes
of others. Primarily, therefore, it is the

oo
work of the Republicans of the slave
States to save this Union, if it shall need
saving, by evidencing the falsehood of those
calumnies used to excite a sectional dis-

cord, and by firmness in vindicating their
own citizen privileges, as the essential ba-

sis of any democratic government. These
sentiments I know to be strongly prevalent
w ith you in this the inception of a State and
National canvass, and I trust your political
fellowship may compass their full realiza-
tion.

Again, they who affirm that the party
which you tiiis day organize in Missouri,
hs its vitality solely from the so called ''ne-
gro question," little know, or else blindly
ignore the more perilous aspects of the sup-
pression of free principles now going on in
this Repnblio. We have all seen so much
of legislation affectinglhe slave race, borne
with indifference by the nation, that

Still more, when
the a'lendant issues, provoked by a militant
slave propaganda, involve the rights of free
intercourse with one half the States, then
docs peril arise involving the integrity ol
the nation. That Federal Government
which cannot or will not protect its citizens
in the rights of speech, of domicil, and ef

' transit as ellectually in Charleston as in V i- -'

enna its citizens ef one nativity .as fully
as another that government, I say, is im--
beetle and otters a premium for its own dis-- ;
solution. It is to cover the broad ground
of proteotion te American citizens in all the
rights guaranteed by the Constitution in all

' the Slates of the Union, abroad as well as
at home, that the Republican party has been
called into being. That is its logical future.

; The danger of the time, consisting chiefly
' in the insensibility of the Government, de--

bandied as it has been by rpiates, to the
rights of citizens in the several sections;
and if it be not remedied, will lead to State
intervention and reprisal, the fruitful germ
of civil feud. Is it not worthy of the am- -
bition of any political association that looks
to power in the present and honor in the fu- -

During tlie ubtt-nc- of the committee

several gentlemen addressed tha Conven-

tion. The committee reported the following

resolutions:
1. That the Republicans of Missouri, in

Convention assembled, do most heartily in-

dorse lhe principles of the National Repub-
lican parly as the same are set firth in the
call for the Naiionul Convention, to be held
at Chicago, and hereby pledge themselves to
support the nominee of that Convention.

2. That the Republicans of the State of
Missouri hold to the principles which gave
birth to the grand confederacy of States
which compose the Union, and deem
it their most glorious privilege to reiterate
and affirm tlie sentiments of the founders
of the Republic as truly embodying the po-

litical doctrines which they cherish and in-

tend lo maintain at hazards and to the
last extremity that the following language
cantaiued in a letter addressed by George
Washington, the "Father of his Country,"
to General Lafayette, in the year 17DS, em-

braces the great and fundamental principles
upon which the Democratic Republican par-

ty of Missouri is founded, to-w- it: ,l I
with you cordially in veur views in re-

gard to negro slavery. I have long consid-

ered it a most serious evil, both socially and
politically, and I should rejoice in any fee-sib-

scheme to rid eur States of such a bur-

den. The Congress of 1787 adopted an or-

dinance which prohibit the existence of in-

voluntary servitude in our north-wester- n

tefritory forever I consider itja wise meas-

ure. It met with the approval aid assent
of nearly every member of the States more
immediately interested in slave labor. The
prevailing opinion in Virginia ia against the
spread of slavery into the new territories,
and I trust vx shall halt a tonjtderacy of
7restates."

I860:
3. That we most cordially approve the

Iangunge and sentiments contained in the fol

lowing extract of a letter written by Thom
as Jenerson to Mr. Sparks, pointing out
"a feasible scheme to rid our States of the
burden of slavery," and in which he de-

clares, "that the second object and the most
interesting to u, ns entning home to our
physical and moral characters, to our happi-

ness and safety, is to provide an asylum,
to which we can by degrees, send the whole
of that population (the negroes,) from

us, and establish them under our pat-

ronage and protection as a separate, free
and independant people in tome country
and climate friendly to human life and hap-
piness.

4. That the colonization of the free blacks
thus distinctly pointed out byJMr. Jefierson
as the truo solution of lhe slavery question
in this country, found emnng its defenders
the illustrious Clay of Kentucky, amnrg the
greatest ef tha second generation of states-

men of the Republic. We bestow his elo-

quent language to rebuke those whrmain-tai- n

that our government was instituted for
no other object that to perpetuate slavery;
''If (said this great statesman and patriot-
ic,) they would repress nil tendences to-

ward liberty and ultimate emancipation,
they must do more than put down the be-

nevolent efforts of this society. They must
go back to the era of cur liberty end inde-

pendence, and muzzle the cannon which
thunders its annual joyous return. They
must revive the slave trade, with all its
train of atrocities. They must repress the
workings of British philanthropy seeking
to ameliorate the condition of the unfortu
nate West India slaves. Tbey must arrest
the career of South American deliverance
from thraldom. They must blow out the
moral lights aaonnd us. and extinguish that
greatest torch of all, which America pre-
sents to a benighted world, pointing the
way to their rights, their liberties and
their happiness, and when they have achiev-
ed all these their work then will be incom-
plete, they must penetrate the human soul,
and eradicate the light tof reason and the
love of liberty. Then and not till then,
when universal despair and darkness pre-
vail, can you perpetuate slavery, and repress
all sympathies, and all humane and benev-
olent efforts among freemen in behalf of the
unhappy portions of our face who are
doomed toiiondage." ' '

5. That the Republicans of Missouri,
knowing that Edward Bates has, throughout
his life, held the Tievvs and senti nents of
the founders o'the Republic, upon this vi-

tal subject, now the great and overshadow-
ing issue befure the country and honoring
him for the cotirnge and constancy with
which he has remained faithful to their
principles in the worst of limes, as well as
for the elevation andptiritv of his character
hereby commend him. to Tlie great Repub-
lican party of the- - Union as one worthy to
bear their banner in the contest for the re-

storation of the government to its ancient
policy of honesty, humanity and freedom.

G. That the threats of the leaders of a
corrupt party to destroy Ihe Government,
if the principles upon which the Uuion was
formed shall egain prevail in its administra-
tion,, should be regarded with scorn and
contempt until an overt act shall be made to
put this treason into execution, when it
should be met in the spirit of whioh our
iore-tathe- set us an example by the pun-
ishment of the traitors, and an unreserved
pledge of "our lives, our fortunes, and our
most sacred honor," to the defense of our
liberties and our country.

7. That the free citizens of Missouri, in
reclaiming for themselves and their poster-
ity the fields of employment here dedicated
to the encouragement of slavery, do recog-

nise, in the fullest sense the irrepressible
character of the conflict between free and
slave labor, anJ announce themselves pre-

pared to maintain in that conflict the cause
of free labor.

S. That we recognize it as the duty of
the Government of the United States to
protect the rights of free intercourse and
domicil between the citizens of ihediffer-en- t

States at home, as fully as in foreign
countries, and to maintain iu all respects
the equal rights of oitizens of all nativi'.es
under the Constitution of the United States
and are opposed to any change ot the nat-

uralization laws.
9. That as the ardent friends of free labor

and the devclopement of the West, we hail
with delight the action of the Republican
party in Congress in favor of the bill to
grant a free homestead of 1G0 aores of the
public land to every person, who is of ege
who shall settle upou and cultivate the same
knowing that the primary effects of the
measure would be la attraot immigration
to the West and to exclude tlavery from the
Territories.

10. That (he construction of a national
railroad across tha continent to the Pacific
Ocean upon the central route, by way of

Pike's. Peak, is a national necessity net less
than a national duty, and that we are in fa-

vor of its immediate construction under the
inspection of the General Government. . .
