towards our commissioners. The Presi-
dent ineidentally refers to the prudent eau-
tion observed by the fleet of Charleston
during the bombardment of Fort Sumter,
and pays a high compliment to ihe Carolin-
ians for their farbearsnes befere. hercism
duriog, and magnanimity ;alur, the bom-
bardment. He says commissioners have
been sent to England, France, Rusgia aad
Belgium to ask our resognition az & mem-
ber of the family of matiens snd (2 make
treaties of amity and commerce. ' He rec-
cmmends the appointment of other il)lo-
malic agents. He has satisfactory assur-
snces that ether Southern States will seon
unite their fortunes with ours. He says
that most of the Exesutive departments aré
