Particular! of the Battle at Florida and
Monroe Station.

The officers and passengers of the train
that arrived at 12 o'clock last night, on the
North Missouri roal give the following
particulars of the affair at Monroe, which
being gathered from parties that were pre-
sent, mav be considered substantially cor
rect. On Monday; CoL Smith hearing thai
the State troops, under Gen. Harris, were
encamped near Florida, left Monroe station
with a force of 500 men. to disperse them
After passing Florida, and when a shnrt
distance North of one of the fords of Salt
river, on the other side of which the State
troops were encamped, his fcrce was sud
denly fired upon from the road side, by a
bout 200 ot Harris' command. At this spot
there was an open field, lying to the right
of the road, and about 80 yards in width.
The State troops who were a thoiinted
scenting party, had left their hor-
ses a short distance back in the woods, and
fired in aihbush from the opposite side of
the field. .The only person injured by the
fire was Capt. McAllister, of the sixteenth
Illinois regiment who was mortally Woun
ded. The Federal forces returned the fire
without effect, and retired towards Monroe
station to wait reinforcements, the balance
of Harriv command having crossed the ford
and commenced a system of guerilla war
Tare. After retreating a few miles the
Federal forces encamped until the next day
wken they again retired towards Monroe
Station. A short skirmish here engaged
in, without loss to either side. In the mean
time no guard having been left at Monroe,
Capt. Owen entered the place with about
Mt oi the Mate forces, and buroed the de
pot and some cars.

The officers on the Hannibal and St. Jo-

seph road report thirteen passenger and 17
Ireight cars destroyed, and another station
house burned a short distance from Mon
roe. Colonel Sihilli, as soon as ha reached
the latter place, threw his en'ire lorce into
a large building used as at academy. Har-
ris' command, some 2.500 in number sur-
rounded him and brought two six pound
cannon to bear on the building.
