Methods In wood pressrvation have
undergone s marked change In the
last few years, however, and ‘he work
which n few years ago wan limited to
n foew axperiments carrled on in sont-
tered parta of the United Sintes has
grown with such rapldity that wood
preservation has become a business
which figures most prominently In the
industrinl life of this country.

Each year rallroads are treating an
Increasing portion of thelr cross tles,
miners thelr mine props, farmers thelr
fence posts and the men of many
other Industries are bringlng preserva
tivea Into play o close the pores and
prepara the tUmber they use to resist
the fungl which cause decay.

For It
Is well known that thoroughly sea
woned timber I8 both stronger and
mora durable than the same timber
when greon, Timber which was killed
by fire or Insects, and which Is still
in & sound eondition, differs from
green Umber chiefly In bLelng thor
oughly seasoned—that Is to say, It s
stronger, more durable and lighter,
And so not only are the freight rates
considerably reduced, but o  Dbetter
grade of tmber in secured,

Even in a thoroughly seasoned con.
ditlon, lodgepole plne, Engelmann
spruce, and the other species men-
tloned above, aré sy no means dara-
ble woods when compared with Doug
Ins fir, Oregon oodar, and the olher
kinds of wood which are used so ex-
teasively In construcllon work. And
before they ean sucoessiully compate
with such timbers, In apite of their
lowor pries, they must be made o
lnst Youger under uwnfavorable condl
tiona,

strate beyond any doubt that the
process s adapted to eommercial
trentments, the service has arranged
to erect pmall treating plants—seml-
commercial in slze—on several of the
natlonal forests. Tests will be made
on the local timbers, and eareful
rocord kept of the cost of the work.
The treated timber will then be placed
In permanent position, where its fi-
ture durability can be compared with
untreated timber of the same or other
kinds,

Three such plants will ba erected,
and 1t Is expected that they will be
In suceeanful operation during the
summer, According to the pressnt
plans one plant will be srected at
some loeality on or near the Black
Hills National forast, SBouth Dakota,
another on the Holy Cross National
foreat In Colorado; and the third om
the Henrys Lake National forest, near
St. Anthony, ldaho,

The Investigations in wood preserva-
tion by the use of creomote, which Ia
nothing more than the dead oll of coal
tar and zine chlorld, are considered of
such Importanee by the government
that one branch of a bureau In the
department of agriculture—tha "“Of-
fice of Wood Pressrvation" in the for-
ext service—in glven over entirely to
the work of experiments In co-opera
tlon with rallroad companies, mining
corporations and individunls who de
sire to prolong the lfe of the timber
which they use.
