SMITH PLEADS GUILTY

Armstrong 13 titers Plea of
Not Guilty

HI I'aso, Sept. 25 -- Albert C.

Smith pleaded guilty to a charge
of murder in connection with the
death of Juan Romero, an HI

t'aso service enr driver, yesterday
at his preliminary hearing before
Judge Kdwiii Mecheui at Las
Cruccs, N. M., and was held to
the grand jury without bond,
Judge Mechcm had not made his
decision last night in the case of
Floyd Armstrong, arrested in
connection with the case, who
entered a plea of not guilty to the
charge of murder made against
him.

Romero, a driver on the 1010

stand, was called on Saturday
night, September (, to take two
men to Demiug, He is said to
have been killed on the south
Demiug road, three miles west of
the Borderland Inn. Smith later
led officers to the spot where
Romero is said to have been
killed.

Judge Mechem will hear some
legal argument Friday as to
whether Armstrong's case is
bailable.

MINE SALE AT WHITE OAKS

A. II. Hudspeth became the
owner this week of the Harrison
group of mines at White Oaks.
Among the group arc three prop-

erties with which all old-tim- e

miners have a close acquaintance.
They are the "Lady (Jodivu," the
"Solitaire" nn' the "Rita," the
latter giving the name to the
group, the organization being
known as the "Rita Consolidated
Gold Mining company.

These properties were acquired
in the early days of mining at
White Oaks by John W. Harrison,
of St. Louis, and II. II, Dye, now
of Jopliu, Mo. During the period
these properties were held by the
above-name- d gentlemen, more or
less development work was done
and an occasional mill run 'was
made on small quantities of ore.
Rich pockets of ore were encoun-
tered on each of these properties,
but the lead lacked continuity
and much of the wurk was done
in an attempt to locate the main
lode.

Notwithstanding these condi
tions, Mr. Hudspeth, by his pur
chase, showed his faith in the
old camp, and many well informed
mining men feel that he made a
very attractive "buy." Tlie deal
Involved $5,000.00, and with a
little additional development
either of the properties of the
group should quickly produce that
amount of the precious yellow
metal.

Look Out for the Flu"
"Commenting on the pos-

sibility of a recurrence of epidemic
Inlhieiua in the near future, the
State Health Department ex-

presses the view that at least
local outbreaks may be expected
during the coming fall and
winter. The department advises
that preparation should be made
'now, to meet possible emergencies
arising from such outbreaks, by
the previous organization of each
community in such manner as to
make the best use of available
resources,

"While the epidemic which oc-

curred last fall and winter ex-

hibited some peculiarities which
justify the hope that influenza
will tiotswcep the country again,"
states Commissioner Waller, "it
is not Improbable that local out-

breaks will occur in the near
future- - This view is based on
the history of previous epidemics,
of which recurrences have been
characteristic.

"Willi the return or the disease
a probability no community
should fail to prepare itself to
meet a possible emergency, by
previously organizing its local
governmental agencies, civic
societies, and other forces and
resources, for the purpose of com-

bating the spread of the disease
aud caring for the sick. The
State Department of Health has
prepared a program for such
organization which is being sent
to the local health officers
throughout the state."

"We appeal to you to withdraw
your opposition," the telegram
said. "We arc confident that in
this we speak for the overwhelm-
ing majority of the people of
California and that your present
position does not represent them
trul."

Amendments are Defeated

The three proposed constitu
tional amendments, voted on by
the people of New Mexico last
Tuesday at a special election,
were defeated, according to tin- -

ufllciul returns from over the state.
The proposed amendment for a
centralized board of control for
ill stale institutions, was over
whelmingly beaten; the proposed
road bond amendment, also was
defeated by a big majority, and
even the proposed amendment to
permit soldiers to vote when away
from home, was lost, many people
believing that this amendment
was a political "joker."

Considering the apathy dls
played toward the election, the
vole cast throughout the county
wni larger than expected.

Won by Six Americans

bestows on a soldier for valor,
ha been won by six American
"doughboys," which entitles the
soldier to place V. C. after his
name. The despatch dated Lou
don, Sept. 20, states:

"Six Americans, serving with
Canadian troops, won Victoria
Crosses during the great war.

Urltish troops, numbering 5,
000,000, were given 177 of the
medals.

Fivoof the six Americans lived
to receive the cross from the king
the sixth died in the performance
of the deed that won him the
honor.
