Socorro, Sept. 19. When the con-

vention meets (Wednesday)
there will drop in the camp of Luna a
bomb shell that will create a howl all
around and prove the true inwardness
of the ring's corruption. Doctor Lap-ha-

who has been one of Luna's
heaviest and most efficient strikers has
made an affidavit proving that the call
for a convention was a forgery, con-

cocted by parties whose names will ap-

pear in the future. The "dead sinch"
is on them and when the affidavit is
read to the convention it will show to
what straits the Luna crowd have been
pushed. I have a copy of the aff-

idavit made by Doctor Lapham but do
not ask you to publish it as it will
sound better in the report of the con-

vention. In case the San Marcial out-

fit do not claim a place in the conven-
tion you can attribute it to the fact
that their game is known and The
Journal "did it."

A LAST APPEAL.
The miners, tha business men, the

farmers, the Americans who are build-

ing up the country, the Mexicans, who
for centuries have defended their homes
against savages and who have here
laid the foundation for the civization
that follows, beg yes demand of their
iOpresentatives at the convention not
to nominate any man for delegate who
is connected with the grant steal.. Is
it not outrageous that two or three
men should appropriate all this portion
of New Mexico and render homeless
the hundreds of poor Mexicans who
suffered so much for what little they
have? Luna would steal their homes
would drive them from the country
that their forefathers bled and died
for, and steal froni them that which
they own by all the laws of God and
man. That he'is in with the grant
ring as far as his limited amount of
brains will allow him to go he does
not and dare not deny. He is willing
to reserve the minera1 to the miners,
but this is done for mere effect, for
he knows that the miners will hold
their mineral in spite of him or the
men who work for him. We do not
ask the convention to nominate Judge
Prince, but we do demand an anti-gra- nt

man and suggest none other.
There is no halfway business about
this, and your convention should un-

derstand it. Luna, nor any other man
who favors the confirmation of the so- -
called Socorro grant, that blackest
steal ever attempted in the annals of
American rascality, can get the vote of
our people through fairness, and they
will wish they were in China if they
attempt fraud. If your convention can
find in tho city of Albuquerque to-da- y

The result of the campaign in Ohio
may depend upon how many temper-
ance Democrats vote the Republican
ticket.

CONTESTS IN CONVENTIONS.

The rule as to contesting delegates
may be briefly and distinctly stated.

Where two delegations appear from
one County, each beiDg regular accord-

ing to the papers they present. It
makes a contest which is decided by a
committee on credentials, and the
claims being apparently equal, both
delegations are properly excluded un-

til a decision is reached.
But where one delegation comes

with regular papers, and another with-

out them, the latter cannot pra vent the
delegation which is apparently regular
from taking their seats and acting at
the opening of the convention. The
contestants in such case can present
their claim and have it acted
upon, but have no right
to prevent those having the exclusive
apparent regularity from having their
right to vote, and act pending the in-

quiry. ,
Were this not so it woula be impos-

sible to hold conventions at all.because
any three or four persons could get to-

gether and elect a bogus delegation,
without any show of right or title, and
yet thereby keep the regular delegates
out during the organization, which is
really the important period.

This might be done in every county,
and so block the convention entirely.

It would have been very easy for
Judge Prince's friends, iu Valencia, for
instance, to have held a meeting anu
elected persons as delegates, after the
regular convention was held, but it
would be ridiculous to say that the
regular delegates should be kept out
by such means.

The cases in Socorro and Rio Arriba
are of this character. There are no
real contests, only bogus affairs meant
to create confusion. They have no pa-

pers making a show of regularity from
San Marcial and El Rita, and it would
be an outrage to have such sham affairs
prevent the regular delegates from
acting. -

THE SAN MARCIAL FRAUD.

Dr. Lapham, the Socorro postmaster,
was one of the most enthusiastic of all
the Luna crowd, and spent so much
money in the interest ol the Bread &

Butter brigade that he was unable to
make his remittances on time. For
this the government sent a special
agent to investigate his accounts, and
he has been put under arrest as an em-

bezzler. Now, instead of receiving the
substantial sympathy of the crowd in
whose interests he involved himself, he
finds that he is the recipient of nothing
but the cold shoulder. It is very nat-

ural, under such circumstances, that he
should feel a little sore; and while
smarting under the ingratitude of his
former associates, he "gives away" one
of the secrets of the gang, and answers
the great conundrum in regard to who
called the . fraudulent convention at
San Marcial. The Doctor has trade
an affidavit lo the effect that the call,
purporting to have been issued over
the name of Mr. Breeden, was a for-

gery ! The real delegates from So-

corro county having this affidavit with
them as one of the documents with
which they propose to back up their
credentials., ."

But then a simple forgery will not
amount to much, compared with some
of fhe tactics which have been resorted
to in order to support the Luna cause,
forgery is quite respectable.

A great many people have
the impression that New Mexico is
composed entirely of quartz mountains
and arid plains. Such a display as we
are able to make of grains, vegetables

Boston, Sept. 19. The Democratic
state convention was held here to-

day. General Butler receiveed the
nomination by acclamation. The re-

mainder of the ticket i3 S. W.
Bowerman for lieutenant governor;
Geo. F. Verry, attorney general ;W;
A, Hodges, treasurer; J. Boyle Reilly,
secretdry of state; J. P.-- Sweeney,
auditor. General Butler will not be
present at the convention. No letter
of acceptance is expected from him
until after the Republicans put their
ticket in the field. Modified free trade
resolutions will be reported declaring
for tariff for revenue only and tariff
for the necessary expenses of the gov-
ernment. All protection of the river
and harbor bill will be condemned.

The platform will be.strong in civil
service reform and against assessments
of any kind whatever.

J. G. Abbott was chosen permanent
chairman and committees appointed.

A speech was made by the chairman
on reforms.

Resolutions were then read.

THE SOC0RB0 FRAUD.

Affldarit oí Dr. Lapham Regarding the
Orlela of tha Bogue Call.

Territory of New Mexico, )

County of Socorro. J

Personally appeared before me, the
undersigned notary public, Dr. E. L.
Lapham, of lawful age, who, being
duly sworn according to law, says that
early in the month of June, of this
year, he personally circulated among
the Republicans of Socorro and vicinity
a petition calling a meeting of the Re-

publicans at the city hall for the pur-

pose of organizing a county central
committee, which said call was pub-lishe- d

in The Daily Sun. That on the
assembling of said Republican meeting
I was unanimously elected chairman
of said meeting, and presided as such,
and was duly elected a member of the
central committee of said county, and
at the time of the circulating of said
petition for call, at the time of said
meeting and subsequent thereto, af
fiant was an outspoken Luna man.
and so expressed himself, publicly and
in committee meetings, and that at the
meeting of said county committee for
the purpose of calling or lixing the
time of holding county convention
was opposed to a mas3 convention and
m favor of a delegate convention
knowing full well that a delegate con
vention was to the interest ot lion. T
Luna, and that upon the calling of
said mass convention my attention and
efforts were ' in the direction of some
plan or scheme that should result in
carrying the county for Luna. That
on or about the 22d of August Luna
came to Socorro and I told him of my
efforts to secure a delegate convention
and now that the call h id been made
our only chance lay in having a suffi
cient number to capture the conven
tion, and that my understanding was
that such would be the program
that a few days afterward, Pete Simp
son came to me and told me that Mr,
Breeden would not recognize our cen-

tral committee, and that he (Breeden
should issue another call for a conven
tion, and that said call would be sent to
me (Lapham.) That a few days later I
received a telegram from Hon. T. Luna
saying that the call had been made and
forwarded me by that aay s man. mat
said call did not reach me by said mail,
and I telegraphed Luna, at Santa Fe,
of the non-arriv- al of said call; but by
aext morning's mail received a call for
a mass convention to be held at bocor-r-

at 10 o'clock A. m, of the 11th. 1

immediatelv took said call to tha office
ef The Socorro Miner and delivered the
ame ta the editor of said paper, per

instructions by telegraph from Luna;
and upen reading it in the office I
found it so ungramatically written and
Mr. Breeden's signature so poorly writ
ten that I did not think it was a genu
ine call, issued by Chairman Breeden
and Secretary Frost ; and so expressed
my opinion. Parties present Captain
Cooney and Pete Simpson, said that as
it was it would do them no good, capt,
Cooney said that he would rewrite the
call and make it read a delegate
convention to be held either at San
Antonio or San Marcial. That if they
did, I would have nothing to do with
it, but would stick to the original sug-
gestion made by Mr. Luna to capture
the Socorro convention, and so advised
them to do; that on the next day I met
John P. Corsey, of whom I inquired if
Mr. Luna was yet in Santa Fe. Ho
replied that he was at his home in Los
Lunas. He says. "I telegraphed you m
Mr. Luna's name, in regard to the
call." I said to him, "Who signed that
call sent me?" He answered, "I and
Frost signed Breeden's name to the
call sent you.

I told him that the call as it was
did not amount to anything, and that
our only resource as Luna men was to
congregate a sufficient number of Mex-
icans, capture the convention called by
the Republican central committee, and
that he, Peter Simpson, would get the
call fixed so as to have the convention
at some other point ; that I at once
went to see Mr. Simpson and told him
that I would not stand in with any
fraudulent convention.but would stand
by the regular central committe, of
w'hich I was a member; andfurther af
fiant says that the call sent me wa3
wrirten in pencil on printing paper,
and Breeden's name signed in red ink,
and further sayeth not.
