beer bottling establishment and
saloon, the Palace salojn. and the Chi-nes- 3

warehouses and outhouses in
their rear were a mass of flames
Everything was uproar and confusion,
and the screams of frightened women
mingling with the shouts of excited
men, made a perfect pandemonium.

The hose company answered the
alarm with wonderful promptness, con
sidering the latenes3 of the hour, and
exerted strenuous efforts to stay the
progress of the flames. All ths availa-

ble hose was brought into requisition,
and the frail buildings immediately ad--

joivng-th- e burning buildings were,
promptly torn down.

The roof of the Topeka House
caught fire several times, but was
promptly extinguished by the bucket
brigade.

At onetime it was feared that O .

L. Houghton's hardware store and
Locke & Bond's saloon building would
fall victims to the devouring element,
but thanks to the efforts of the fire
men, ami an intervening adobe wall
they were saved.

The losses are heavy, but the exact
amount is not yet known. The origin
of the fire is supposed to have been in-

cendiary.
