A DESERT DUELLY.

A Bloody Afiray In the Wilds of Nevada
The Inyo Independent tells of asin-
gular ard bloody shooting affair which
oceuried recently between Gordon Ellis
and Pat Shea, at Bennett’s runch, Lin-
coln county, out toward Colorado. A
short time before the fight Ellis sold
some borax location to the Coleman
Borax Company, receiving 25,000 there
for. On the day before his last he got
into & dispute with a Mexican with
whom he was gambling.  [le notilied
the Mexican that le should then and
there shoot him, but only through the
leg, as a warning of what would 11;:11-’
ped if he (the Mevican) did not con-|
duct himself in a proper manner.
Thercupon he did shoot the Mexican
through the leg, and things went on
smoothly until the following day.
Elis then had some diMculty wilh
Shea, with whom he was gamblingand
told Shes that he ment to shool him
through the leg, as he had the Mexi-
can the preceding day, if Shea did not
mend his ways. Skea dared him to
shoot an unarmed man, as he then
was, Ellis bluzed away at Sheu's leg,
sending a ball through it below the
knee. BShea began abusing Ellis,
whereupon, after due notice, Ellis per-
forated Shea's other leg. During the
shooting some men present had started
to their camp a short distance away, to
get their Henty rifles, whether Lo mere-
ly proteci their own legs, or with a

view of intecfering in the behalf of
the wounded man, can only be sur-

mised. While relurning with their
rifles they met Ellis, and with
drawn rifles, compellel him

to go back with them. Coming up |
to where Shes was, the latter, applying |
a foul epithet to one of the men with |
the rifles, added: “You cowandly
——, you want to shont un un-
armed man. too, do you?" Atthis the
man addressed replied; “If you thiuk
I'm a cow ard come out here, you ——
Colltludmb the remuurk Ly
throwing lus gun down on the uu:mul
near Shea and brandishing hl"« fists.
Shea, though with a pistol- -shot through
each leg, advanced in a threatening
manner toward the man, but got no
further than the rifle, which he imme-
diately snatched up.

Up to this point Ellis had remained |
sitting on his horse, apparently a dis- |
interested spectator; but w heén he saw
Shea pick up the gun he instantly slid
off his horse on the side farthest frem
Shea, The latter then eried to Ellis:
“Now, if you want to shoot at my legs
any more, step out from behind tlmtl
horse and blaze away, you cowardly
ete. Ellis held his
position behind the horse. Shea told
him that he did not want to shoot the
horse, but that if he did not come out |
at once, and “come u shootin'” he!
would drop the horse so that he could |
shoot the man. Ellis saw Lhere was
no help for it, and dodging under his
horse’s head came “a shootin'" sure
enough, his first shot striking Shea (al
ready twice wounded) in the groinand |
ranging upward. Shea, however, re-
mained standing long enough Lo lire
two shots at Ellis, the first with trifl-
ing effect, but the second knocked him
in death throes to the ground, Shea |
fulling at the same instant, Recover- |
ing, Skea rose to a sitting posture and
called to the men who had in the
meantime rushed in to“stand oul of the
way till 1 give the ——anoth-

er shot.” The dying man hearing the |
remark, whispered, “Don't let him
shoot; I've got enough.” Shea wus as-

sured that there was no need of anotl-
er shot and lay down satisfied, KEilis
almost immediately beeathed lhis last. |
Decensed had $100 on his person which
was used to defray burrial expenses.
He also had #1800 on deposit with
Harris & Rhine in Independence, Cal®, |
which sum is now under elaim of the
Public Administrator. The Indepen-
dent does not say whether Shea sur-
vived or not.
