The only really important issue that

the election has not completely dis-

posed of for good or evil is the Kenne-

dy difficulty. Xow that, a William
H. Kennedy has been elected coroner,

fie rival namesakes fall on each other
with a fury that threatens disastrous
results. They agreed at least upon
one point, and that is that one office is

not enough for the two Kennedys, and
so each stubbornly refuses to yield or
to compromise tha vexed question by
agreeing to a fair "divvy" of the spoils
of office. Mutual friends have tried
hard to heal the breach, but the Kenne-
dy chieftains have nailed, their colors
to the mast. The Kennedy who keeps
the hotel has made the only sensible
proposition so far. He offers to make
th Morgue Kennedy his deputy. That
would seem to be a satisfactory solu-
tion of the difficulty. The funereal
fellow kus had some original and prac-
tical experience that would help him
along a good deal in poit-mort- em in-

vestigation. His fees in this . direc-
tion alone would aurotint; to quite a
considerable sum, and then, too, Mr.
Kennedy, of Pearl street "could' work
in his buisness of undertaker with ad-

vantage to the office and profit to him-

self. The other Democratic Dromio,
who runj tao hotel, expresses himself
conti ht with the raking in the salary
and letting his namesake skirmish for
the perquisites.

It is understood that the legal ques-

tions involved as to which is the one
that was elected will b8 left to bi
decided by a committee of legal rights
who, in ttie interest ot puonc justice
and fair play, have agreed to act.
There will be no returning board ana
no such thing as going behind the
returns. Judge MjAd.im and (Joun- -

selor Kintzing have agreed to act for
the Hotel Kennedy and Counselor
Oiiver and Judge Callshan have
greed to be umpires for the man who

hails from the downtown districts.
The four will adopt means to decide on

referee. Thir decision is to be
final and binding.
