On their joumey to thal
region the stage coach in which
Mrs. Truombull and her daughter
were seated was overturned and the

chitd reccived a severe fright and sus-
tained a great shock to her nervous sys-
teni. From the latter she suffered for
some time, but after the family had been
in Kingston for a few days the little girl
np[x:artd to be decidedly improved.

Un Saturday moming just before break-
fast the child accidentally came in colli-
sion with Miss Bieeker, the elder lady
carrying the time a apanese tea pot in
her hand, filled with boiling hot tea, The
teapot struck the little one in the fore-
head, and so great was the jar that the
bottom of the teupot fell out and scalding
the child very badly from the lower lip
doan.

Pr. Henry Van Hovenbeig was at once
summmoned and found the person of the
little girl very badly scalded. The child
was also sufi‘ermg very wmuch from the
shock.

At midnight the suffering of the patient
was so intense that the doctor was again
called and a ledative was administered.
At 3:30 a. m, on Senday the little girl ex-
penenced a convulsion. During the
morning she sufiered a second convulsion,
At noon death came to her relief. She
died very peacefully, just before the end
a quiet and a calm coming over her. The
rause of death was stated 10 be paralysis
of the brain and nerveus system.
