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NEGRO DISFRANCHISEMENT

Delegate Rodey Did not Have Time 1o Consider It--S0
He Told the New York Post,

The New York Evening Post recently sept
to all members of congress o circalar lotter asks
g for their opinion in the matter of the dis-
franchisement of  the negroes in the southern
states.  Delegate Rodey along with other mam-
bors of congress received this eirenlar and with
his usual readiness seized the opportunity to tell
of a diglranchisement of another character, His
reply to the Post's letter is as follows:

November 6, 1903
Rollo Ogden, Esq., Editor “The Evening Post,”

Dear Sir: | have your cireular letter of
October 19th last, with reference to what should
be done to correct the matter of the disfranchise-
ment of negroes in the southern states. 1 hope
vou will excuse my delay in answering, as 1 was
s0 busy at home before coming on to attend the
session of congress that 1 found no time to attend
to the matter,

The territories modestly refrain from taking
any part in the discussion of such national ques-
tions.  As delegate from New Mexico in the 57th
congress, | listened with interest to the argu-
ments in caucus of the republican members of
that congress on what was popularly known as
the “‘Crumpacker resolution” which as you
know. is a proposition to reduce southern repre-
sentation in the house, because of the allegation
that these states prevent negroes from voting,

It appears strange to us that the people of
the United States should pay so much attention
to this matter, while neglecting a condition
equally bad as to disfranchisement in our case,

If your great newspaper would also include in its|
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eireular letter, questions requesting he «pinion
of members of congress on the disfranchise-
ment of a million and a half of citizens of the
Unit«d States in the territories and which, as to
that paition of hese citizens living in New
Mexivo has ens'ed since 1850, it would surely
he of equal in‘crest,

Our people are too busy endeavoring to be
come enfranchised themselves to have any opin-
nion exeept one of sympathy in such mattors, and
therefare I wo d 1z ther notexpress my personal
views on the subject at this time.

ust, as compared with the preceding month, rep-
resents a shrinkage of less than $100,000 in
value. Practically all of it occurs in the crude
forms of ingots, blooms, slabs, billets and bars,
For the eight months ending with August the
imports represented a  value of $32,289,525,
against a value of $23,456,750 for the same eight

monthsof 1902, and $12,210,382 for the same!
