\,' Another Self-Propelllng Vehlcle for
Highway Travel—A Simple bur Usefual

Contrivance—General Notes of Doings
In Industrial Flelds.

HE LATEST AND
apparently most
practical self-pro-
pelling wvehicle yet
produced in this
country has just
besn perfected at
Springfield, Mass,
after three years
of experiment. This
improved motor
carrlage Is dally
traversing the road-
ways of Western Massachusetts. The
total welght is 600 pounds. The wheels
are rubber-tired and run on ball-bear-
Ings,

The front wheels turn on thelr own
pivat, located In the hub, the axle being
firmly held by the gide bars. The lever
In front wholly controls the carriage.
The lateral movement turns the wheels,
the vertleal motion starts and stops the

i vehlcle, changes {ts rute of speed and
‘ also reverses Its movement, driving It
backward when desired. The lever con-
nectiong all have ball joints, which can
never become loose and cause lost mo-
| tion. A brake drum of peculiar construc-
tlon Is placed under the seat and con-
nected with a thumb button located at
l the front corner of the seat, By pressing
the thumb upon this butfon, the car-
rlage If running twelve miles an hour

] can be stopped within « distance of four
feet,
J The varlable spead ranges from three

to sixteen miles an hour, the normal
rates belng three, six and ten miles. To
obtaln these different rates the motor
\ does not change its speed. The Increase
ig made In the gearing, which is alter-
nately rawhide and Iron and runs
quite stlll,. To obtaln greater speed
than ten miles an hour, the pressing of
the button at the front of the seat will
Increase the speed of the motor. The
mechanlsm runs upon  ball Dbearings
wherever possible, and otherwise metal-
ine bearings are used, rendering olling
UNNecessary.
3 The motor has a driving capacity of
1 four-horse power and s what is usnally
\ termed 4 gasoline motor. It 18 compact-
ly located in the box of the body, welghs
i 120 pounds and {8 of an improved type,
1 double eylinder and self-regulating
8s to work required, Pecullar and in-
It genlous devices are employed in  the
y ' mixture of gasoline with alr to produce
the proper quantity of gas, only a sinall
drop of gasoline being used at one time,
The gas so produced comes in contact
with an elegtric spark, thereby produe-
ing an expansion of the air in the eylin-
der, which {s already very much com-
pressed by the actlon of the piston.
The cost of running this carrlage Is
one-fourth of a cent a mile, A supply
*an be carried sufliclent for 150 miles
ind ean readily be replenished at any
town ea‘route,

A Btudy of Mayn Hieroglyphles.

Amerliean students have not made
much progresa in Central Ameriean
ywehaelogy as those of Europe; and it
g only recently that the Peabody mu-
1eum of Harvard university hns under-
Aken to carry on extensive and exhnus-
dve researches in what Mr. Marshall
4. Saville styles the most prolific source
sf Wieroglyphle inscriptions of what we
wve knowledge, The anclent inhabi-

tants of Copan, Honduras, Mr. Saville
says, In his paper read bYefore the
American assoclatlon, appears to have
been more lterary in character than
even those of Palenque. There have
been found there twenty-four stelas, all
of which have inscriptions, besides al-
tars, slabs, and hieroglyphle steps In
large numbers. Pottery vessels and
potsherds have been found: bearing
glyphs, elther painted or engraved.
These potsherds have been found in
such quantities as to show that thou-
sands of thelr vessels had hleroglyphle
inscriptions, The Inscriptions are In-
timately connected with the symbolism
almost Invariably found with them, and
an understanding of the symbolle marks
and ornaments will largely ald in de-
ciphering the glyphs.
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Simple but Usefal

The Cont of thn Gnat.

The gnat 18 a tiny, tiny Insect, but
sometimes just as annoying and hard to
get rid of as our better known mogqulto.
In warm weather plenty of thesa crea-
tures are to be found In the woods and
near the water, where when the proper
time comes they deposit thelr tiny eggs,
leaving them to float abiout In the pool
unti] they are hatched.

Nuow the gnat, smnll as she 18, has a
wonderful {nstinct which teaches her
just what {s best to do In order to keep
her eggs safe untll they are hatched.
She Joins them all together, sticking
them fast with a sort of glue which she
furnishes herself. And she formg them
Into the shape of & hollow boat, which
would not upset even If It got filled with
water. The upper end of ¢ach egg 18
pointed, and they are jolned with the
pointed ends upward.

There are from two hundred and fifty
and three hundred eggs in these llttle
agg-boats, They are to be found upon
the surface of nlmost any pool in sum-
mer time. When the young are hatched,
they come from the under glde of the
eggs and the empty shells stlll float
about on the water.

These tiny, tiny grubs are at first
white, changing to a darker color, and
In n few days changing aguin into a
sort of chrysalls, In about n week this
sheath bursts open and the winged mos-
quito or gnat comes out. It Is already
hurigry, vou may be sure, and quite
ready to attack the fat legs and arms of
little children who yenture too near its
haunte,

When we think how many thousands
of these lttle pests are hatohed out each
summer we hegin to be quite grateful
to the birds and larger Insects who
make meals of them and so prevent
them moking meanls of us.

Gove n Lion Strychnine.

One of Barnum & Balley's llons re-
cently Injured his paw in such a man-
ner that it became o Kindnesa to kil
him. A piece of ment filled with strych-
nine was glven him. He greedlly swal-
lowed the meat with 1ts heavy dose of
polson.  The onlookers expectad to see
the strychnine operate at once, but they
were mistaken. The great brute lay
down econtentedly and seemed to go to
gleap. For twenty minutes or so he lay
st11l,, Then, with no warning, he leaped
high into the alr and fell with a thud
to the floor of his cage, He was dead
by the time he struck, and had prob-
ably suffered no pain except at the very
fnstant before he died.

Trout Flahing at Night,

Night fishing for trout nns suddenly
become the rage, and hereafter many
anglers may be found beslde the brook
enjoving the nocturnnl pastime. The
theory advanced by experts 18 that the
speckled  beautles wander from their
fireside more safely and suceessfully for
food In the night time. It is very plaus«
{ble that in securing Its victims the
trout moves about with more freedom
in the darkness, Henee It should pay
the angler to gpend a little time with his
fly in the evening.
