their own, It may be that the diplo-
mat who moves the machinery of the
Indian department does so om behall
of others who see In the withhelding
from location and use of this portion
of our lands, a chance for 8 monopoly
of its treasures at some future period.
That it is rich in coal there isno
doubt, and it is asserted that valuable
marble is to be found there in quen-
tity. The land reserved includes Nav-
ajo Springs and is just north of West-
water. It alse enfolds the Meadows, a
strip of very fine, caltivable lands,
possessing artesian water.
