The paper's edition to-
morrow morning will  be printed at ihe
Press, office, Both the Post nnd Commer-
olal were promptly tendered the use of mn-
cnines, presses and the offices of the other
newspapéers in the city. The Fost will be
{ssued - from the office of the Leader until
o new plant can be established. The cause
of the fire 1£ not known. It broke out nhout
% o'cloek and had made a flue of Lhe freight
elevator shaftf, getting under big headway
before the watchman dise it. It Is
supposed thiat electric wires dre responsibie
for the conilagration. The flames shot up
the ejevator shaft from, the firet floor, and
in a very short time had communicated to
the entire bullding, which was soon beyond
hope of being saved. On the fourth floor
wus the composing room, where the lino-
type machines were all so badly damaged
that they will have to be rebulit. Type and
uther material were also 8 mmglete loss,
In the editorial rooms, on the third floor,
the complete files of the papers were de-
#troyed  aud everything in the room
drenched with wuater or consumed by the
flames, The business office is a wreck. The
large safc broke through the floor and
crushed down upon one of the presses,
which was .immedistely under it in the
basement. What damage the safe and
press have gustained <annot be known be-
fore to-morrow,

BRILLIANCY OF FORMER 0OCCASIONS
TO BE OUTDONE.

ABOUT THE INAUGURAL BALL.

PRESIDENT ANXD VICE PRESIDENT
WILL ATTEND,

Decorations to Be om a Magoificent
Svale=No Invitations Necessary—
Series of Five Innugural
Concerts—The Parade
to Be Large.

Washinglon, ¥Feb, 14.—The arrangements
for the [nsuguration of President-elect Me-
Kinley two weeks from next Thursday are
rapldly nearing completion, and the indlca-
tions are that, in paint of brilllancy and at-
tractiveness, the ceremonles, the decora-
tions and the festivities incldent to inaugu-
ratlion week will be more lavish than those
of former years.

In the decorutions of the ball room, finer
results are expected than ever before. All
spectucular eficcts will be avolded and a
more artistic and harmonious arrangement
of flowers, lights and bunting will ‘be se-
cured. About $13,600 will be spent by the in-
sugural committee in decorating the main
ballroom #nd the private rooms set apart
for the use of the presidentinl and vice

presidential parties. The great height of
the court of the pension. building, where
the ball will be held, will be overcome by
buntlng festooned from tha ecenter of each
of the three divisions of the court to the
top of the sccond gallery. The bare walls
everywhere and all of the ¢ ialler pillars
will be covered with bunting as & hack-
ground for the flowers and greens which
will be the prominent features of the dec-
orations. The buniing and thousands of
tiny electrie fairy lemps will be used prin-
cipally to bring out in greater reliel the
floral designe.

The president and vice president, with
their familler » ' attend the ball and will
be in charge of ‘a reception committes, of
which Major General Nelson A. Miles is
chairman. =

No Invitation Necessary. .

The cost of tickets to the ball has been
fixed at $ for each person and $1 extra if
supper lg desired. In answer to many In-
quiries recelved at headguarters, it may be
stated no Invitations to the ball are npc-
ezsary to secure tickets, and none are Is-
eued except to forelgr ministers. Tickets
are now on sale, and may be had by any
one nt the price named.

The promenade concert will consist of six
gelectlons, and the dance programme con-
tains twenty-three numbers, The ball will
bo held on Thursday night, and, in addi-
tion, a series of five inaugural concerts will
be given In the ballroom on the following
Friday and Baturday. The bali gecorations
will remain in place. The first concert will
be glven at 10:30 o'clock Friday morning, in
honor of the United Btates army, repre-
snteq by et A psaft, At this
¢onceért the Republican Glue Club, of Col-
umbus, O.. will sing o number of patriotic
alrs. At 2 o'clock on Friday afternoon a
concert will be given In honor of the Unit-
ed Biates navy, represented by Rear Ad-
mirals Walker and Ramszey, and at night
the concert will be given In honor of the
states of the Unlon, represemtod by the
governors of the states and their staffs,
The concert Saturday afteynoon will be In
honor of congress, represented iy the pres-
fdent of the sennte and the speinker of the
hovse, The last convert, Saturday night,
will ba in honor of the people of the Unit-
ed States, and will consist of munaic by the
Twenty-second Regiment band and a cho-
rus of 500 volees. Admission to each con-
cert will be & cents.

Parade WIill Be Large.

JOLLY SNOW STORM.

STEADY SNOWFALL ALL YESTER-
DAY, BUT TRAFFIC NOT IMPEDED.

FIVE INCHES Ok THE GROUND.

STORM IS GENERAL OVER BOTH

HANSAS AND MISSOURL

Nelther Rallway Nor Street Car Treafl-
fic Has Been Impeded, However,
and the Fall Will Plense
the Farmers Im-
mensely.

A heavy snow storm settled down on
Kannsas City yesterday. The flskes bogun
fulling sometime before noon, snd kept it
up away Into the night.

The
occasional one or two patrons of this line
were forced to wade home through the
snow or resort to carriages, After the
gnow had fallen an hour or so another
mule wos added to each of the two cars
on this lina, giving each car a motive power
of three mules. For a while the patient
animnls floundered through the snow, but
finally, after the cars had several times
left the ralls, they were relugtantly com-
pelled to abandon the unequal contest.

The Metropollitan Btreet Rallway Com-
pany I8 always prepared for just such a
storm 8s that of yesterday and the snow
had just gotten a fulr start when sweepers
were senl over the lines.
