(Speciilj)
If the reeling- or the-stoc- shippers- - at
Leavenworth and vicinity-ca- be taken as
an Index ot the, general sentiment through-
out the, state of .Kansas as, to the commis-
sion men or tho Kahsas City stock yards,
those gentlemen are most certainly held in
high esteem and there are no well founded
complaints and criticisms that can be laid
against them.- On all sides they are spoken
of In the highest terms, the shippers here-
abouts clearly drawing the line' between
this fraternity and the stock yards com-
pany. Tho following interviews, had to-
day with well known shippers, are o in-

terest at this particular juncture:
Ex-Sta- te Senator John W. Hirst, who.

bslde being an extensive shipper of cat-ti- e,

bears the distinction of having been
elected as the successor or Lucien Baker
in the Kansas senate, said: "Those w;ho
inaugurated the movements hostile to the
Kansas City stock yards have confounded
the Stock Yards Company with the

men; believing them to be identi-
cal. 1 believe, It the shippers understood
the situation, they would have no com-
plaint against the commission men. For
Instance, let them eliminate the charges
that appear in .their account sales, except
the actual brokerage and they will con-
clude that the commission men are not
overpaid. The average commission man
is a very sociable, man and great entertain;cr and I have known ot instances where a
broker has expended his entire broiterage
In taking care or the shipper's interests.

"I believe that' the commission men will
continue to tight for this proposed legisla-
tion moivment, in favor of the shippers' asagainst the Stock Yards company. I donot know a broker who has not expressed
hlmseir as believing the present Stock
Yards company's charces to be excessive.
The shippers may be right in demanding'
me restoration oi me oiu iieignt rates anaa reduction of stock yard charges, they
ctrtalnly have no complaint against the
brokers' charges"

States Senator Caldwell: "Ican see no reason whatever tor any ship-
per to complain against the commission
men or stock yards brokers ot Kansas
City. Their charges are not at all out or
the way; they are, in faut. very reasonable.
I have never had the shadow of reason for
complaint, but all of my dealings have
been in tho highest degree satisfactory.

"There may be excessive charges on thepart of tho stock yards company for yard-
age and other accommodations, but I can-
not find fault with the charges and treat-
ment received at the hands of the brokers."

John W. Spratley, .who perhaps Is' con-
nected With tho heaviest consignments of
stock to the Kansas City yards trom this,
neighborhood, said: ".'I have always been
sion men ot Kansas City, :tnd always found
them straight and honorable in all their
dealings. They sell the stuff In the interest
of the shippers, and their charges arc: not
out of tho way. They furnish many- - ac-
commodations that they ought not to, and
these favors, of course, come out of their
profits. They furnish market quotations,
advice, papers, etc., which is expensive.
If they should cpt off these little things
their cxpenso accounts would bo greatly
curtailed.

"I believe n mistake is being made in
attempting to interfere with the commis-
sion men. They' have' a superb" organiza-
tion' and a shippv is absolutely certain, of
getting' his- - money. This organization' Is
tor the purpose ot guaranteeing security
to the shippers. 1 believe it the thing was
cut loose, free for all. demoralization
would ensue, irresponslble3 would multi-
ply and the shippers would suffer and
have no protection. I am willing to pay
th commission man's charges and think
them none too heavy."

D. N. Barnes "I have never believed tho
commission men's charges anything out of
the way until 1 read some ot the evidence
adduced before the legislative committee.
Any system, custom or regulation that re-
quires the expenditure ot 50 or CO per cent
ot the charges to retain the patronage of
the customer Is.entirely wrong. Naturally,
the' brokers should and will stand by the
shippers as against the stock yards com-
pany in this legislative investigation and
people's fight. The thing for tho commis-
sion men to do is to break oft from the
system of regular charges and do business
on their individual merits;"

Colonel Jep Rice "I can find no fault
with the commission men of the. .stock
yards.- Their service has been cntlrely'sat-lsractor- y

to mo and their charges most
reasonable. I have round them upright and
honorable in all their dealings."

It is the general opinion ot tho shippers
here that anything the Kansas or Missouri
legislatures do to reduce ,the extortionate
charges of the Stock Yards Company will
improve the Kansas City market and give
Kansas City live stock business a marked
impetus, and thus be of corresponding ben-
efit to the business Interests or that city.

The general complaint and dissatisfaction
caused by the Stock Yards Company man-
agement is causing many shippers to figure
on a way to dispose ot stock without being
sandbagged by the Boston concern. Some
ot them, naturally enough, do not dis-
tinguish between Kansas City and the
stock yards, and 'hold Kansas City guilty
or mistreating them. when, in fact, the
business men of Kansas City are simply
being Imposed updn by the foreign corpora,
tlon.

There is a general demand for legisla-
tion to foreo the Stock Yards Company to

'be" decent In its charges, and should this
bo brought about' a great favor will have
been conferred on, tho commercial interests
pf Kansas City. V

GENERAL PLEASANTON DEAD.

One of the Most Distinguished Cav-
alry Commanders of the Ite--

belllon Passes Array.
Washington, Feb. 17. General Alfred

'PIcasanton, one of the most distinguished
cavalry commanders of the late war, died
at his apartments in the Grcacon house
in this city about 3 o'clock this morning.

General Pieasanton tor the past seven
years had lived an almost hermit's life in
Washington, not moving out of his apart-
ments. He felt that he had not been well
treated by the government after his dis-
tinguished services in the war and this, to
gether with ill health, made him rather
eccentric his only attendants were nts
private secretary, Mr. .Murphy, and Hen-
rietta Roase. a faithful colored nurse, who
were with him when he passed away.

GencrarPIasanton was born in the Dis-
trict or Columbia and served throughout
the .Mexican war. He was brevetted tor
distinguished gallantry at Palo Alto and
Resca .dc ,1a Palma. Hp became a major
In the regular army in 1S(72. a. year later
becoming a brigadier general In the vol-
unteer service. As a cavalry commander
lie was eminently brilliant. He rendered
distinguished services at Antietam and
age.inst Price In the campaign in Missouri,
but his most distinguished service, per-- 1
haps, was at Gettysburg, where he was
the chief of Mead's cavalry forces.

General Pieasanton rendered most valu-
able service at Chancellorsvllle, where, aft-
er Howard's corps had been routed, he, by
a bold cavalry charge into the woods, de-
layed Jackson's advancing columns long
enough to enable the gathering and throw-
ing into position of all the artillery avail-
able. With these guns. General Pieasanton
met Jackson and his forces as they
emerged from the woods with a storm of
grape and cannistcr that no troops could
pass through.

General Pieasanton resigned rrom the
service soon atter tho war. He was ap-
pointed major In tho regular army by a
special act of congress In 1SSS and Imme-
diately placed upon the retired list, but he
telt the rank: accorded to him to be short-
lived. He lived the life of a recluse and
up to three weeks ago he would not even
have the attendance of a physician. Drop-
sy, the effects of wounds and age and the
grip caused the end. It was the wish of
his army friends that he should be buried
with appropriate honors at Arlington, but
his last directions were that he should be
buried with the other members of his fami-
ly-

Rear Admiral Cnlhonn Dead.
Washington. Feb. 17. Rear Admiral Ed-

mund R. Calhoun (retired) died suddenly
at his residence here of heart

failure, aged 73 years. Ho appeared well
and hearty almost up to the moment he
was, stricken and passed away before a.
physician could be summoned. Admiral
Calhoun served valiantly In the Mexican
ana civil wars.

Klene Landrum and Davisson spoke
against the bill. They argued that the
trust companies were great benefactors,
because they cared for the funds of widows
and, orphans and promoted the building of
great lines of railways, lighting and indus-
trial plants in various sections of Missouri
and adjoining, states. There was no evi-
dence, they said, that the trust companies
were carrying on an unlawful business or
were engaged in defrauding any one. Sen-
ators Brewster and Lyons joined with Sen-
ator Gray In advocating the bill.

Intlng tn Justice nf the Peace
ami Conntnble.

Jefferson City. Mo.. Feb. 17. (Special.)
Senator "Young Introduced In the senate
to-d- an important bill that applies ex-
clusively to Kansas City. It repeals the act
fixing the salaries of Justices of the peace
and constables In townships In which there
are or hereafter may be cities of 100,000 and
less than ffiO.OOO inhabitants and substi-
tutes a new act. This hew act provides
that tho county court shall decide how
many justices of the peace are necessary In
the township having a city of the specified
population. The court can limit the num-
ber to four, and it cannot provide tor more
than eight .justices. These Justices are to
meet In one building, like the justices ot
the circuit court, and there Is to be but one
constable in the township. The county
court can also fix the number of deputy
constables to serve under thte one consta-
ble. This bill will doubtless prove unsatis-
factory to tho Justices and constables ot
Kaw township, and It Is "quite likely that
considerable pressure will be brought to
bear upon the senate to defeat It.

With others, ho would like to get at thoTimes and its editor; Wiley O. Cox, whowas formerly a police commissioner, unitexpose the animus for the fight made on
Stone's appointees at this place. It Is
claimed Governor Stone has a number of
letters bearing on that point that would
be "mighty Interesting" reading.

Washington, Feb. 17. A discussion .over-th-o

Insurance system of the order occupied
most of tho first session ot tho supremo
council of. the National Farmers Alliance
and Industrial Union y. Tho commit-
tee on changes in the constitution reported
in favor of allowing the. National Alliance
Aid. now in session at Dallas, Tex., to voto
on the-- proposition to contlnuo to operate
under the control of the executiva commit-
tee of tho supreme council or to become an
independent organization under a charter
of its own.

Tho
council declared In favor of the McCook
bill, now before the house, to regulate tho
importation and sale of seed grain and
other seeds, and the Allen senate bill, to
protect public forests. It also declared In
favor of a strict quarantine against the im--

of fruit, fruit trees and shrubs
nfected by scale, orange worm or other

diseases threatening the fruit growers.
Other resolutions adopted were: Calling

on the senate to defeat tho Loud postal
bill (already passed by the house); recom-
mending tho Rochdale system:
protesting against the ratification of the
pending arbitration treaty, and declaring
tho council opposed to the releasing of the
government Hen on the Pacific railroads,
either by legislative or executive action,
without the payment In full of both prin-
cipal and Interest.
