SENATE PASSES SENATOR HOHEN-
SCHILD'S BILL,

BUILDING AND LOAN CONTROL.

STATE TO HAVE CLOSE SUPERVISION
OVER ALL ASSOCIATIONS,

Bill Creates Several Fat Appointive
Ollives—Governor Strongly in Fa-
vor of Endowing the Uni-
versity — Militin  BIL
Passes the Sennte,

Joflerson Clity, Mo,  Feb., 18—(Special.)
Beputor Hohensehlld's bill ereating a4 state
burgau of building and loan supervision
wis passed by the senute to-day. This biil
creates several fat jobs for supporters of
the boy orator amd Governor Stephens. The
chief officer of the burean which the bill
proeposes to create is to be known as the
supcrvisor of building and loan associu-
ticns, He I= to be appointed by the gov-
crnor, hold oflice for four years and draw
a salary of £.00 and have his traveiiog
cxpenses nald. He Is to be the judge of
the number of clerks thut he reguires.

All bullding and logn associntions will
be compelled to publish semi-unnual state-
ments In newspapers of general clredla-
tion in the counties tn which their principal
offices ure locatéd, In case he finds that
any bullding or losan assoclation is notl con-
ducting its business according to its char-
ter, or the law of the stute. the supervisor
must notify the pfficers or directors of the
nssociation. They are to be wllowed sixty
days in which 1o do away with the iliegal
featured of fthe assoclation’s business.
Should hé become convineed thit it is up-
fide or juexpedient for any  bullding or
loan assoviatlon to continue transacting
business, ‘he shall institute procesdings in
the clrcult court In the ¢ty or counly In
which the assoctution has its principal of-
fice to enjoin or restrain such assoclation
from further transaction of Its business,
either temporarily or perpetually,

SENATE PASSES LYONS’ BILL.

Pats Kansas City Juostice Courts Un-
der Control of the County
Court.

Jeflerson City, Mo., Feb., 18.—(Special.)
In the séenate to-day Lyons' bill amending
the act fixing: the salaries to be paid to
justices and constables in townships hav-
ing & population of 100,000 and less than
300,000 was passed without the emerzency
cliuse. Benator Young then caused its re-
cepslderation and had it luid over in order
that it might be compared with a similar
bill pending before the senate. This bill
is of interest to the people of Kansas City,
as it applies exclusively to Kaw township.
It contains five sections, the first of whica
requires (hat the county provide proper
oflices for the justice courts and take care
of the same. This section also requires
the county to provide Hght, heatl, proper
books of arccount, ddckets and printed
forms of writs and stationery. “‘and whaut-
ever ¢lge may be deemed necessary Ly Lhe
cﬂunly court for the proper conduct of
hhkiness liy such™courts.,” There I8 more
in this section than appears at first glance,
1t mives the county oourt absolutely unlim-
Ited authority to spend money upon the
justice courts, and i{f the bill becomes
Inw 1t will doublless kaddle s large and
unnecessury expense upon the people of
Kunsas City., Bach jJustice Ir empowered
to appeint « clerk at & monthly salary of
£75, ta be nuid out of the county Lreasury
at the end of euch month.

AT CHARLESTON LAST NIGHT.

SECRETARY HERBERT RESPONDS TO.
“OUR COUNTRY'S NAVY.”

Payn General Tribute to the Men and
Women of His Native Sinte=The
Changes Thnt Have Come
Sinve the Great Re-
belllon.

Charleston. 8. ., Feb. 18.—There waz a
grent guthering at the Charleston iotel
to-night, where the chamber of cominerse
gerved thelr mnnual banquet, with Ses-
retary Herbert as the guest of honor. Tno
seeretary, with Admiral Bruce and his
stafl, the captaing und executlive officers
of the waurships and the governor of South
Carolina were the Invited guests. The ban-
guet room was beautifully decorated, and
covers were luld for 200 guests. A Jdeligh-
ful collntion was served. After the lust
course, President MeGahan, of the cham-
ber of commerce, made a short address
of welcome and concluded by introducing
Mayor Smythe, who responded o the
toasts “Charleston’'s Greeting to Her Hon-
ored Guests.” The toast, “Our Country,"”
wits  drurk  standing. *Our  (Country's
Nuvy" was responded to by Becrelary Her-
bert. He wuas glven the closest attention
and was frequently interrupted with cn-

thysiastic appluuse,

After thunking the chamber of commerce
for its welcome to his native state, Bee-
retary Herbert said:

“Bouth Carollna Is not great In the ex-
tent of her territory or in the number of
her people, or in the development of her
natural resources, nor. is she vet a leader
among her slster states in manufucturing,
though In fhis regurd she is fust forging
to the front, but her pride is. has always
been, and, I trust, will ever be, her men
und her women. Here was the home of
the soldiers who fought at The Cowpens,
#t Molino del Ray and Chapultepec, of
those who carried the palmetto emblem in
s0 many battlefields for the Confed=racy,
and of those who held this city of Char-
leston and Fort Sumter against soldiers
and sallors as brave as ever shed blood
in the cause of thelr country. 1 am jroud,
my fellow citizens, of South Carolina. 1o
czll to mind that 1 am by birth a Caralin-
fan; but 1 am more grallfied still Lo ba
reminded by the toast which you have
proposed, and to which T responid, of the
broader fact that you and 1 are Ameri-
cuns, fellow countrymen of all those who
live under the flug that §s carried by ‘our
country's nuavy.'

"It 1s but # generation ago when a feet
floating the stars and stripes lay off
Charleston harbor. You greeted that fleet
with shot and shell and torpedoes. To-
night another fleet bearing that same flag
lies off your harbor and you welcome its
gillant officers to this magnificent ban-

uet, and not all the ses«rchlights in that

et could find-in the city of Charlesion a
Hinile enemy to the unlon of the states.

“All of us here this evening, wherever
we may have gtood durismg the clvil war,
love to reeall the deeds done around
Charleston in the brave days from 1861 to
1865, whether by Federnls or Confederatss,

“Victor Hugo extols as beyond compari-
son the contempluous answer given by the
French officer to the English general, Pic-
ton, when he rode up and asked the sur-
render of a hollow squure of thoe old guard
that was melting away under a deadly fire
from all sldes, and writers never tire of
telling us of the discipliné and devotlon of
the Roman soldler, as INustrated by the
remaind of a venturion dug out from the
ruins of Herculaneum, where, standing
erect at his post, he hud been overwhelmed
by the lava; but beyond and above these,
It seems to me, stand the herolsm of Lieu-
tenant Dixon and Captain Carlton and the
five men who, with a little torpedo boat,
sunk the Housatonic In these waters.

“Five times this boat had sunk before she
could be brought to bear upon the ené-
my, each time all her crew, except one at
one time, and three at another, had per-
Ished beneath the water, but there were
always volunteers to man the little craft.
The sixth crew was successful. They sank
the Housatonic, but for the sixth time the
torpedo boat went down with her crew.
When, after the war, the wrecks were be-
ing removed, the little boat was discovered
on the bottom, about 1M yards from the
Housatonic. very man was at his post.

MHow happens it that the fleet that
blockades Charleston harbor in 1897 is sent
here by a secretary who s an ex-Confed-
erate goldler., and how does It happen that
the people of the North and South are bet-
ter friends, and that the prospects of «
perpetual union are more assured to-day
than at any time from the foundation of
our government down to 15607 This change
has grown out of the nature and character
of the Issues that were at stake In the clvil
war, and out of the broad-mindedness of
the Amerlcan people. With secession and
sluve: both out of the way, there was
nothing left to divide the North from the
South but fon and prejudice. Mutual
respect and admiration took the place of
the hatred and Ignorance that had inspired
the combat.

“The people of the North came to see
that the government of the fathers could
not endure with some of the states in sub-
jection to othern, and they saw also that
the men who were capable of such heroie
sacrifices as the Confederates had displayed
would bhe honest and true when they re-
newed thelr allegiance to the Union.

“Our couniry’s new navy. which typifies
the might and majesty of the unlon of the
states, was bullt up by the joint efforts of
those who had mmﬂeﬂ the Confederacy
and those who ‘helped to maintain the
TUnion. It= ships, its guns, its torpedoes
are equal to any In the world. Its officers
represent every congressional district in the
land;: they represent the bravery and devo-
tion that made such resplendent recorgds for
the armies and navies of the Unlon and of
the Confederncy.”

“*The North Atlantic uadron” was re-
sponded to by Admiral Bruce. The final
toast, *"Our Btate,”” Governor Ellerbee was
expected to reapond to, but, belng ill, Lieu-
tenant Governor MeSweeney replied.
