Her actions since birth have been like
those of any ordinary baby, say her par-
ents. She cried a good deal for the lirst
twenty-fou- r hours, out since she has slept
and eaten regularly-a- . drop at a time
and is apparently- - a perfectly normal and
healthy child. Her tiny mouth is so smaU
that she is unable to nurse in the usual
way, so the mother's milk Is placed in a
little sugar spoon and given to her in thatway. For the flrst three days she had no
nourishment except three drops of catnip
tea given each day. Since the third day
the has taken her milk at regulai Intervals.
When Bleeping, as she usually Is. she
breathes regularly and does not cry except
when she Is hungry or cold.

When the little one canie the father and
mother were almost paralyzed with aston-
ishment. Several children had been born
to them before and with one exception,
they liad been about the average size. This
exception wns when, eight years ago. Sirs.
Chandler gave birth to triplets, the small-
est of which weighed four and one-ha- lf

pounds. AH were perfectly developed. One
died at the age of 6 month, one at 2H years
and the other Is living now, a hearty,
healthy boy.

The question of how to clothe the midget
baby was the first problem which had to
be solved. The mother had prepared tho
usual infant's wardrobe, but the baby
would have been lost in any of the gar-
ments. For one day she remained
wrapped up in flannel cloths. Then Miss
Josle Kclley, who lives vith the Chandlers,
had a happy thought and borrowed from
a neighbor's little girl a complete doll's
wardrobe which Just filled the bill. The
little doll dresses and skirts were a trllie
too large, but by pinning them up and
lnrrlng them where necessary they were
mado to do admirably.

Now little Bessie has a wardrobe of her
own, which was completed Saturday. Miss
Kclley wote to a dressmaker in Kansas
City, asking ir she had any patterns for
such a little baby. The dressmaker "re-
plied that her smallest baby pattern called
for a bust measure of nineteen inches.
Thur would not answer at all for Baby
Chandler. The drehsmaker then took an-
other hunt among her patterns and found
that she had wmo Tor doll clothes run-
ning down as low as tight inches for the
bust measure. Miss Kelly nt once ordered
a set of the smallest size patterns and the
loving hands of a neighbor set to work
at once to make little Bessie a completo
outfit. One advantage of this is that when
Bessie reaches tho doll stage she won't
have to make clothes for her "dollies,"
but can use her own.

Gomez Sentences to Deatlt Cnbnn
Leaders In Snntn Clara "Who Do

Not AttncU VIUnRes In Their
Localities In :t() Dnys.

Key West, Fla., Feb. 28. General Julio
Sangullly has arrived from Havana by the
steamship Mascotte. He was at flrst In-

disposed to say anything further than
what would express his lasting gratitude
to Consul General Fitzhugh Lee, whom he
described as a truly noble American and
a man who should long ago have been In
Cuba.

"Had he been there three years ago,"
Sangullly exclaimed, "there would have
been less shedding of American blood."

Ho was very much agitated as ho ex-
pressed his, feeling toward Consul General
Lee. Asked how he was treated 'during
his confinement, he begged earnestly not
to be compelled to recall his experience
during the last two years.

"Why," said he. "I have not been al-

lowed to read one solitary newspaper ex-
cept those published on the island. When
I heard of the death of bravo General
Maceo, it almost made me collapse, not
because I thought the death of any one
man would check the progress o the Cu-

ban cause, but because I knew then that
the Butcher Weyler would not bo recalled,
as Baain would try to pacify the people
by pointing to Maceo's death as a great
victory for the government."

Speaking of his plans for the future. Gen
eral sangullly saw: "i ao not Know uiem
myself, but I am now going to Washing-
ton to attend the inaugural parade, hav-
ing been invited by the old veteran boys
to parade with them. I have been given
a place of honor in tho parade. After that
I shall go to New York to see my broth-
er, who has worked so faithfully for my
release, and then I shall keep my promise
to the people of Key West to return and
pay them a visit, as I am always happy
to see my fellow countrymen."

ing to the Spaniards, tho Gazette, which
announces his pardon, announces at tho
same time the settlement, of some old
standing claims.

Tho government denies that the United
States has made a further peremptory de-
mand for inquiry Into the death of Ruiz.
Other demands by the United States govern-
ment have not been complied with, because
sufficient grounds existed for sending pris-
oners for trial. For the future, foreign
residents accused of assisting the home
rule movement would bo summarily ex-
pelled.

Havana, Feb. 2S. It is understood that

documents have been forwarded to tho
state department M Washington for ex-
amination with respect to' the cases of
Ruiz. Scott and other Americans similarly
maltreated by the Spanish authorities.

The palace at Pinar del Rio has been
fired upon by the insurgent leaders, Moto
Suarez and Cordova Alejandro. General
Rodriguez will succeed the late General
Agulrre in command of the insurgents in
tho province ot Havana. General Rodri-
guez comes from the eastern end of tho
island, and is appointed by General Max
imo Gomez.

A train was derailed by the insurgents
between Miguel and Jeruco, in the province
of Havana, and a fight between the Insur-
gents, who were in ambush, and the train
detachment followed. Miss Crulz,' of To-
ledo, was killed.

General Rafael de Cardenas and Judge
GcnTalo Jorrln, well known citizens of Ha-
vana, are now In the San Chrlstobal hills,
PInnr del Rio. at the camp of General Ruiz
Itlvtra. offering terms of peace. The guide
who took them there has returned, and re-
ports that the Interviews were of a friendly
character.

It is stated that General Gomez has sen-
tenced to death tho Cuban leaders in Santa
Clam not attacking the villages In their
localities within tmrty nays.

Hot fighting Is expected In the Remedois
district. Tho Insurgents are reinforcing
their strongholds at Palo Prieto. over. 2,000
reinforcements having arrived in that vicin-
ity and gone into camp ready to make a
joint attack with General Gomez.

Captain Santa Maria recently reconnolt-rre- d
In the vicinity of San Antonio, de las

Vegas, Duran and Calmln, In the province
of Havana. After three hours' search Cap-
tain Santa Maria succeeded In finding a
band of insurgents In the vicinity of tho
Delta river. The Cubans were defeated,
according to official advices, thirty-on- e of
them being killed. Of the troops, thirteen
soldiers were wounded, including Captain
Santa iiana.

It is officially announced hero that the
statement to tho effect that Captain Gen-
eral Weyler has resigned is absolutely
false.

Sirs, needier Still Lire.
Stamford, Conn.. Feb. 2S. Notwithstand-

Topeka, Kas., Feb. The
appleUcic lobby has arranged a new deal
by which it expects to accomplish the de-

feat of all stock yards legislation this ses-

sion. The scheme Is to have the senate
pass the Hanna bill and then "arrange af-

fairs so that the conference committee will
not be able to agree. In this way nothing

will be accomplished to relievo the shippers
of Kansas from the extortionate charges.

The lobby expects Lewelling to use his

influence Tuesday for the Hanna bill. If
it should accidentally become law, then
the as railroad commissioner,
would have a soft snap 'of it. Lewelling's
old supporters are talking tor the Hanna
bill ht and everything indicates that
ho will do just what 'the lobby expects of

him. Senators King and Crossan will lead

the fight against the lobby and they are
hopeful of breaking down the lire by their
heavy assaults. They will lay particular
stress on the fact that this legislature has
done nothing In the interest of the farmer
and shipper and that here Is an opportuni-
ty to redeem themselves, partially.

The lobby has spent the Sunday in legis-

lative and other dissipation.

night The insurance lobby has been very
active during the past week and it declares
that the bill will be defeated. The com-
panies object to only one feature of the bill
and that Is the provision that requires
them to leave their securities on deposit
here. Almost all of them ihave more than
DO per cent of .their Kansas reserve invested
in Kansas securities now;' some have five
times the amount of the reserve. The sec-

urities-are all right, but they want them
close at home, where they, can handle them.

A LOBBYIST FROM BOSTON.

Agent of Gnrflclil Unlvemtty Oimer

WICHITA THDG SHOT.

WEST INTO A JOB THAT WILL COST

1I13I HIS LIFE.

INTENDED VICTIM HAD A GUN.

WAS KNOCKED DOWN, BUT SUDDEN-

LY REGAINED HIS SENSES.

Shot One of His Assailants Through
the LnngH and the Other, After a

Straggle, Ran Awny The
"Wounded Robber la

Red" Price.

Wichita, Kas., Feb. 2S. (Special.) Early
this morning Charles Wllklns was waylaid
by two thugs near the Masonic Temple, on
First street, knocked down and robbed.
While the thugs were rifling his pockets,
he suddenly regained consciousness, and,
whipping out a revolver, shot one of his
assailants in the breast, fatally wounding
him. The wounded man staggered back-'wa- rd

and his pal grappled with Wllklns
In an effort to take his gun away from
him. A desperate struggle ensued. In which
the robber secured possession of the weap-
on, but the cartridges had dropped out,
making It harmless, whereupon he fled.
Wllklns sought In vain for a policeman, and
went to police headquarters, two blocks
distant, to report tho offense.

In the meantime the wounded robber
managed to reach a doctor's office, several
blocks north, reported that he had shot
himself accidentally and fainted. The doc-

tor doubted his story, and telephoned for
the patrol wagon. As he was having his
wound dressed, the highwayman was tak-- .
en to the county jail, wnere he was iden-

tified as Robert Price, alias "Red" Price,
who was employed last season as a rousta-
bout for McMahon's circus while in win-
ter headquarters. When confronted. Price
confessed his guilt, but.rcfused to divulge
the name of his partner.

Wllkin3 Is a barber, and the thugs knew
he had money. Price stated that they had
waited an hour for their victim to appear.
The only weapon was a piece ot rubber
hose, plugged with lead in one end. The
robber who got away secured JIT and a
double handful of small cnange, which was
found scattered about the scene ot the
hold-u-p this morning. Wllklns carried a
mandolin, which was reduced to kindling
wood in the scuffle.

The death of Price is expected at any
moment. The bullet took effect in the
right lung. The man's condition will not.per-m- lt

When it comes around the boys
are notified, and the colored man from
Greystone heights comes driving down to
the yards with the big farm wagon on
which a hay frame has been placed. The
boys clamber on and away they go Tor the
drive. They are welcomed to the home
nmi turned loose In the orchard and told
to' help themselves. After they have feast
ed they are given a luncn at me iiuuse, unu
later are allowed to ride back to the yards
on the big wagon.

Every boy who has had that privilege has
enjoyed It and remembers the man whose
kindness gives them that day's feed and
pleasure. There have ever been the most
cordial relations between Mr. Peters and
the boys, and so far as the congressman is
concerned those relations will never bo dis-
turbed.

Mr. Peters Is a lover of fair play, and
while he Is one of the most genial men
at the stock yards, he would never hesitate
to resist a cowardly trick just as he did
with the big bully.

60 per cent of the vote cast In tho pre-
ceding election. Most ot this loss tell upon
the Republican party. A constitutional
convention will be, held next January at
which the principal question considered
will be the abridgment of suffrage by an
educational or other qualification. The Re-
publicans hope to checkmate this conven-
tion and compel fair play by laying before
the next congress a bill to reduce Louisi-
ana's representation. A movement has al-
ready been started to reduce the repre-
sentation of Mississippi, and it is possible
that other Southern states which have
materially abridged the" right to vote will
be embraced In the measure.

WASHINGTON FILLING UP FOR THE
INAUGURATION.

CITY TAKES ON A HOLIDAY AIR.

SCORES OF NOTABLES ARE ALREADY
ON THE GROUND.

Preparations for Thursday's Cere-
mony Well In Hand Elegant

Quarters Awaiting: the Ar-

rival of the McKln-le- y

Party.

Washington, Feb. 23. Inauguration prep-
arations are going on apace. With the
present twenty-fou- r hours, the crowds
have begun to show themselves noticeably
in be streets: the depot platforms and
hotel lobbies are becoming more and moro
congested with each Incoming train. Dec-
orations begin to flaunt along the avenue,
that is, of course, Pennsylvania avenue,
which no Washlngtonian ever thinks ot
calling by its full name.

The grand arena of the inaugural dis-
play will be the short section of the ave-
nue between Fifteenth and Seventeenth
streets, flanked on the south by the Whlto
Jiouse and on the north by Lafayetto.
square. Here both sides ot the street are
a solid front ot covered stands. This year
the stands are of uniform design and dec-
oration, save that from which the presi-
dent will review the parade. This, with
its white front, Corinthian columns and
severely classical outlines, is not unlike a
miniature of the White House in its rear.
The other stands, those for the multitude,
are. covered in Imitation of stone work.
Tocfcd over against the possibility of bad
weather. Th'e decorations, as they finally
will appear, are so far but a suggestion.
Now thero are sunbursts of bunting over
the fronts of the larger stores and hotels
and flags floating from, every building that
owns a flagpole. These are but symptoms.
There will be more to follow.
After nightfall, too, ithere are already to

be seen garlands and clusters ot incan-
descent lights, but these, too, are only an
earnest of somewhat better things to come.

The Inaugural committee has practically
wound up its work, but the headquarters
in the Glover building are still open for tho
reception ot more or less distinguished vis-
itors. Among these to-d- ay were Generals
Horace Porter nnd O. O. Howard, National
Chairman Mark Hanna and Mr. Melon-ley- 's

secretary, J. Addison Porter. All ot
these have an official interest in the worlc
ot the committee, and expressed themselves
as well satisfied with the arrangements.
So far as the launching ot the new admin-
istration can be provided for in advance,
there seems nothing left undone to assure,
success.

Practically all of the southwest corner ot-th- e

Ebbltt house, on the third floor, has
been reserved for the McKlnley party. Tho
suite of three rooms that has been set
apart for the president-ele- ct ha3 been ar-
ranged with excellent taste. Blue and gray
are the prevailing tones. All of the desks
and tables are ot polished cherry and
bird's-ey- e maple, while the piano, which,
stands In one corner. Is of white enamel,
with' a tlufry white Angora rug spread over
the blue carpet in front of it. Tropical
plants Jhthe Jardinieres, but not too many
ot them, are groupedMrt the corners-o- t the
apartments, and connectlng-wlt- the suite
Is a marble-line- d batlu Tne whole is not
too large to. be Jiome-Uk- e. and may be
aptly described as cosy.

the governor and. stretching out his, hand,
said: "Hello, governor: glad to see you."
The governor's response. . was equally
cordial, but there was an awkward moment
on the part ot both for the next word.

This bright sally broke the lee and the two
leaders In Ohio politics talked pleasantly
on commonplace topics.

later, in company with the Hon. Benjamin
Butterworth. went on a tour ot inspection,
of the various reviewing stands which aro
now about complete.
