Stocks of wheat at Kansas City decreas-
ed 11,959 bushels last week.

The English visible supply of wheat de-
creased 703,000 bushels last week.

Bales of 15,000 bushels of wheat to mill-
ers were made vesterday in Chicago, St
Louis millers bought 50,000 bushels of it.

F. M. Corbin, now of Rich Hill, Mo., was
on ‘change yesterday. He says his section
is [rospcruus, and the young wheat looks
well.

The quantity of wheat and our on ocean
pussage o Europe decreised 1,600,000 bush-
¢le, and corn decreased §0,000 bushels Iast
week.

One set of figures made the week's world
shipments of wheat 3.531,000 bushels, nand
another set made them 2811000  hushels,
Shipments a year ago were 661,000 hushels,

The four Atlantic ports cleared for ex-
port yvesterday 19,914 bushels of wheat, 15,473
packages of flour, 335,74 bushels of corn
and 84,107 bushels of oats, Total shipments
of wheat and flour amounted to E3L11T
bushels.

On the outbreak of the Turko-Russian
war, In April, 1877, wheat advanced within
i week almost #0¢ o bushel, touching $1.75,
It dropped 20¢ & bushel within a fortnight.
On the declaration of the Franco-German
war, In July, 150, wheat went Lo the high
price of that year, SL31.

Recelpts at primary markets yesterday
amounted to 289000 bushels of wheat,
npiinst 418000 bushels a year ago, and
590,000 bushels of corn, agalnst G450 bush-
els last year. Shipments were 145000 bush-
els of whent, against 106,060 bushels a yvear
ago, end 52,000 bushels of corn, against
156,000 bushels last year,

Thoman, the crop expert, estimates the
quantity of wheat in farmers' hands to
be 142,000,000 bushels, and the gquantity in
mills and store houses, &,00000 hushels,
He estimates that 116,000,000 bushels will he
used for bread and seed in this country,
and 40,000,000 bushels will be exported in
the next four months,  leaving 50,000,000
bushels in the country July 1. in all posi-
tions. The condition of winter wheat, he
reports, to be 919, against 5.4 two monthy
ago.

The Orange Judd Farmer estimates farm
reserve of wheat at 126,000,000 Lushels, or
254 per cent of the crop. and the smualiest,
in fact, Irrespective of government figures,
in six years. It put farm reserves last year
at 175000000 bushels, which it now consid-
ers 10,000,000 bushels under the facts, [t
estimates furm stocks of corn at 1,083,000~
o0 bushels, or 47.8 per cent of crop; ocats
ar 25,000,000 bushels, or 198 per cent of
orop.

The
steek had been Inffuenced by the depres-
sion existing In other shares after the op-
ening and had fallen a point: but about
delivery hour a heavy buying movement
developed for the stock and it quickly re-
gaired the loss and more, rising I points,
to 7i%. The fraction was lost In o reac-
ticn. There was a report that the New
Jersey suit to anaul the charter of the
company had been decided in the com-
pany’s faver. A rumor, originating in Al-

bany, was also in clrculation, that the
ferthcoming report of the legislative trust
investigation committer did not contain

anything that would threaten harm to
the company. It was believed by some
also that inside Interests were giving the
shorts # squeeze in return for some suc-
cessful efforts recently to depreclate the
vialue of the stock. The general condi-
tirne all seemed favorable for a buoyant
mirkel throughout, The tone Impirted to
the opening by the London market was
distinetly farvorable, Americans belng high-
er there, and there was buying for Lon-
don acvcount here durlog the day.

The buying of tobacco shares imparted
strength to the whole market, so that the
close was strong snd sharp gains were
shewn in the railway shares.

Dullness was the chief characteristic of
the bond market, but firmness was gener-
ally apparent on narrow fluctuations.

Orthweln & Co. Quick to Realize the
Importance of n Direct Line to
the Gulf—Col. Simonds Tells
of the Market's Growth,

The fact that 2 grain firm of the busi-
ness enterprise of Orthweln & Co. has de-
cided to remove Its meln office from St
Louls to Kansas City In the near future Is
looked upon by grain men as another of
many indications that rapid as has been
Kansns City's advancement as a grain
market, the progress of the immedinte
future will be even more rapid.

As one of the leading grain men yester-
dany remarked: “When you see buyers
reaching out and taking hold of a market
it means that they realize that that mar-
ket §s one which they must have, and
when the buyers begin to flock into a mnr-
ket the grain Is going to come there, too.
It is a thing which works both ways and
when once it gets started there Is virtually
no end to it. The hueyers come to this mar-
ket because they can get the grain here
and the grain comes to this market be-
cause the buyers are to be found here. It's
a reciprocal affair and Kansas City profits
both ways.

Colonel N, P. Bimonds, who has been a
grain man in Kansas City for fifteen yeurs
and has watched the growth of the mar-
ket from small proportions to its present
={ze, puts the situation very clearly. When
asked how he looked upon the removal
of the headguarters of such o firm as Orth-
weln & Co., to Ransas City he said:

“It's one of the best things thiat ever
happened for this mirket. The grain men
of Kansas City should welcome them with
open arms, for in no other business can it
be more truly saud that competition is the
life of trade than of the grain business.
We can't get the graln here without we
provide buvers for it. and if the buyers
come here the grain will follow them. Of
course, I think Kansas City is going to
be the greatest grain market of the coun-
try, and why shouldn’t It be? We are lo-
cated right in the heart of the principal
winter wheat growing section and we have
good facllities for transporting the grain.,
To crown all we have now whiat no other
grain market can offer, a direct route to
the Gulf. Let me tell you a little bit of
history which will {llustrate the growth
of Kansas City as a grain market and
show the forces which are working to
make It one of the greatest. Four years
ago the Burlington and Missour] River rail-
road inaugurated a fight on Kansas City
by a discrimination in grain rates of 4
conts 4 100, The fdea was to have all the
grain from the country tributary to this
rond g0 to Chicago. Despite this unfavors
able rate little by little Kansas City has
been encroaching on the territory of this
road until this yvear the road, seeing that it
was a useless fight, has dropped it and
given Kansas Clty a falr rate. ‘This means
thut Kansas City will get all_the grain
south of the Plutte. Nodw the Fremont &
¥Fikhorn Valley road has taken up the
same kind of a fight and you mark my
words, in less than two years this road
will be glad to drop it. The grain has got
to come 1o Kansas City. that's all there ia
to It, and when the Pittsburg & Gulf is
Lullt on up o Omahi, as 1 believe it will
be before very long, then we'll have o pull
at all the Northern territory. Let the new
houses come. The more the better, say L

When Secretary Clendening, of the Com-
mercinl Club, was asked how he viewed
the removal of Orthweln & Co. to Kansas
City, he said: “It's a great thing. That's
what the Commercial Club has been work-
ing for. Kansas City wants to provide a
way to get the grain to market and both
grain and buyers will come here. 1 tell
you the completion of the Pittsburg &
Gulf means a whole lot to Kansas City, T
eould expand on that subject, but The
Journal has= already presented the case so
clearly that T hardly zee what I confld add.
The Journal hit the nail on the head when
it sald that the completion of this line
gave Kansas Clty a regular funnel through
which the grain and produce of the greuat
West may be poured into a Gulf port. The
export trade Is the thing to work for and
Jansas City now has a great advantage
in being the very neurest grain market to
tidewater. I'm giad to see these new firms
coming in. and 1 hope we'll soon hear of
more of them. More houses mean mora
buyers, more grain, more elevators and
more raflroads and all help in the upbuild-
ing of Kunsas Cilty."

AN IMPORTANT RULING.

Chicage Court Holids That Lawyers
Muxt Do Business With Courts
in Open Hours.

Chicago, March 8.—An important rulin:
to lawyers was made by the appellate court
in the case of Schlesinger & Mayer against
Eenjamin Allen & Co. If the present de-
cislon is followed. the “‘midnight injunc-
tlon™ i now a thing of the past, and law-
yvers will be compelied 1o transact business
with the courts during open hours., August
22, last, Benjamin Allen & Co, obtained an
injunction from Judge Baker restraining
Bchlesinger & Mayer (rom building a bridge
connecting two buildings near the com-
plainant’s, which the latter alleged would
deprive them of light and air. Judge Ba-
ker issued the Injunction at his home about
7 o'clock In the eévening. and It has been
In force ever since. Two weeks ago
Bchlesinger & Mayer erected the bridge
notwithstanding the injunction and they
were ruled into court for contempt. This
gresent decision obliterates the injunction

_and readers the contempt rule of no effect.
