Although the breeders’ bill, which is the
nntl-pool room measyre, has been possed by
both houses of the Missourl legisluture and
awalts only the signature of Governor
Etephens to become o law, the end i nol
yet by uny mean=. The pool room men are
i:oimt to die hard, and they are L-rl;:;.img a
great pressure 1o bear on Governor Steph-
eng 1o induce him to veto the bLill, using the
argument that while it will kill the pool
rooms, it will still license the belting form
of gumbling on the track of the St. Louls
Fulr Grounds Association, and that he can
not afford to sign a bill Heensing gambling

in any form. .

1f. in spite of thelr efforts, Governor
Stephens signs the bill or nllows it to bl‘-:
come & lJaw without his signature, the pooi
room men will at ance carry the muitter in-
to the courts und test the constitutionulity
of the luw. They will =et up thut as the
bill proposes 1o Heense betting on the SL
Louls fair grounds track, while prohibiting
it elwewhere, It is strictly cluss legisintion.
The former snti-pool room bill was knocked
out by the supréeme court on procieely this
fsmue, and as there ix very little difference
between the old and new laws the pool
room men are confident they can beat It In
the supreme-court. At all events they are
going 1o make a \-Ixornun_fﬂ'on. -

ers and gamblers are making a bitter n{;ht

vetced by Governor Stephens, The bill pro-
vides that no track shall have races for
more than ninety days during the year.
1t prohibite night racing and s0 deﬂne_:i
legitimate tracks &s to bar out the merry-
go-rounds entirely.

The only track in the state at present
thut conforms with the regulation Is the
fair grounds track, so that the bill prac-
tically limits the gambling to ninety duys
at the falr grounds.

President 1. M. Rumsey, of the Failr
Association, when seen in regard to the
hireeders'’ bill now in the hands of the
governor, said: “'If the governor signs the
Bill it will wipe out all these misceilaneous
gumbling houses sbout the city. It the
governor does not sign u"u will simply
wipe out the fair grounds.

Becker, of Minneapolis, Won a Het
Aace at Friseo From a
Crack Field.

San Francisco, March 2%.—The indoor cy-
cle races lust night were the best of the
tndeor season, and the cutting out of the
amateur races proved to be o good mm’-;:.
The programme consisted of a quarter-mile
dal:hptor professionals, 4 one- filv.- open for
professlonals and a five-mile cup race for

fore the tape.

The one mile race was the event of the
evening, and it resulted in the breaking of
the world's indoor record. the ruce being
run remurkably fast in 2:5. The starters
in the final were Bocker, Eaton of Chicago,
W. A. Terrill and Orlando Stevens. Two

acing men mounted on singles were put

n to set the pace for the ficld. They were
Morris, of Texas, and Sulllvan, of Oregon.
Morris took the first three laps with the
men riding lUke demons to keep up with

him.

Sullivan made a beautiful plck-up and
took the men along at even a better gait
than Morris. On the sixth lap the pace-
makers were ordered out and the men were
Jeft to fight It out slone. Btevens made
the nace for the next lap and looked a
sure winner, but Becker's wonderful sprint
soon asserted itself and & grand race ior
the tape ensued, with Bob Terrill making
every effort to pass his apponent. wno
picked up speed a little, and they had 1t
nip and tuck down the home stretch, Beck-
er winning out by inches only, and Terriil
finishing only & few Inches behind for the
third pince,

The “Indoor King™ was ouldistanced In
the sprint. The time, 2:00, is & world's
record, and the spectators went wild over
this remarkahle exhibition of riding.

Captared the Liverpool Grand Nation-
al, the Bix Steeplechase
of the Year,

Liverpool, March 3.—The Grand National
steeplechage, the great steeplechase of the
vear, was run at Alntree, near here, to-
gay, and was won by Mr. H. M. Dias' bay
gelding Manifesto, after an exciting race.
Fllbert was second and Ford of Fyne was
third,

The conditions were as follows: The
Grand National steeplechase of £2,000, in-
clusive of a trophy of the value of £1M,
the second horse to reccive L300 and the
third £200 from the stakes; a handicap for
4-yvear-olds and upwards; Grand National
course: distance about four mliies and 86
yards. There were twenty-nine starters.

Records in Joint Traflic Case (o Go
LUp Mondny—Ex-Senator Edmunids
Thinks Thnt Associntion Is
Legal — Other Hail-
rond News.

Chicago, March 26.—This .afternoon, at
the affice of George R. Peck, general coun-
sel of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Poul,
@ meeting of the leading roads in the West-
ern Freight Assoclatien wes held for the
purpose of discussing the recent declsion
of the supreme court, and 4 probable ef-
fect on the as=soclations under which the
Western roads have been working, 1B, F.
Aver, the general counsel of the Illinols
Central, was chosen chairman of the meet-
ing. The conféerence lasted the entire aft-
erpoon, and terminated In pothing as far
as actlon Is concerned, No formal decis-
loan was reached by the meeting and no an-
nouncement was made, The meeting was
more for the exchange of views than for
any other purpose.

It was agreed, however, with few dls-
sonting volees, that the decision would
have the effect of doing tway with the
Western Freight Assoclation as It Is at
present organized. The form of the agree-
ment of this assoclation is such as to bring
it directly in confiict with the supreme
court decisfon, and the combined opinion
of the attorneys present was that it ean-
not continue, The Western Passenger As-
socintion ngreement was not taken up, but
the decision muade regurding the freight
associntion is sufficiently sweeping to in-
clude the passenger assoclation. Both are
orgianized on practlcally the same lines,
and If one of them is in the line of the de-
cislon, the other must necessurily be so.

socintion work in such a maonner as to
avold all conflict with the declslon of tue
supréme court. The general majority of
thosge present favored the former plan, but
it did not get beyond a mere discussion.

Two more roads wWithdrew from the
Western Freight Association te-day, the
Rock Island and the Bioux Clty & North-
ern. The rooms of the :msm»]"ullun wers
practically closed all day. and no effort
was made to do anything beyond the mer-
est routine,

EX-SENATOR EDMUNDS.

Distlnguished Aunthorlty Believes the
Joint Traffic Association Is
Not Illegal.

Chicago, March 26.—Judge James A. Lo-
gun, general sollcitor of the Pennsylvanin
road, said to-day that the Joiut Traffic
Agrociation was not necessarily determined
to be illegal by the recent decision of the
supreme court.  “Senator George F. Ed-
munds,” sald Judge Logan, “who has been
tha counsel for the interstale commerce
commission in most of its important cases,
and therefore especially wel JpasteiL has
exnmined the contrugd of the Joint Traffic
Association, and pronounced it lawful, al-
thcugh he does regard the trust act as ap-
plying to rallronds.

“1 don't by any means think that the de-
cislon of the supreme court in the Trans-
i | case ne rily governs the Joint
Traflic Assoclation, and I have read Judge
Peckham's opinlon i full. Only three
things were decided In that opinion of
material moment, Flrst, that the ending
by agreement of the parties of the con-
tract against which the suit was brought
did not end the right of the court to In-
quire into its validity. It is manifest that
this has mothing to do with the Joint
Traffic agreement. Second, that the Sher-
man trust nct applles to rallroads, This is
an Interesting deliverance, but as to the
Joint Traffic case s academic,

*The joint trafllc agreement was entered
into by some of the leading lines witn the
bellef that the trust act did apply to rail-
roads, and that within that act the agree-
ment wis lawful, The third point decided
was that the trans-Missourl agreement did
violate the trust act apparently because
the assoclation, rathor than each company
composing it, was given the power to
adopt rates. The Joint traffle agresment
glves no power to the associntlon to adopt
rates except subordinate teo the continuing
power of the boards of the several com-
panjes.”

RAILWAY LABOR UNIONS.

Attorney Whitridge Questions if They
Are Legaul Under the Decinion
of the Supreme Court,

New York, March 20.—The far reaching
effect of the TTnited Btates supreme court’s
decision in the Trans-Missouri Frelght As-
sociation case 1s beginning to dawn upon
peisons Interested in pools and comblnn-
tions of various sorts. The view grows
general the supreme cowrt hus struck a
vital blow at every form of trust and com-
bination under the terms of the Sherman
anti-trust Iaw, which is sustained by the
decislon. They say the combination among
the anthracite coal producing and carry-
inz comptinies, commonly cailed the coul
trust, is illegal. It is claimed that freizhis
on hard conl are the highest on any com-
medity In the country. This toll is fixed
by the combination.

Another blg combine which, It is elaimed,
runs counter to this decision of the su-
premo court, is the pooling arrangement
between the General Electric and the West-
inghouse Electric Companies.

#Frederick W. Whitridege, counsel for tia
reorganization commitiee of the Reading
railroad, speaking of the supreme court
decision, sald: It It is o penal offense un-
der the Sherman anti-trust law for rail-
roads to pool traflic, how about the labor
organizations—the Kulghts of Labor, the
American Rallroad Union, the Brotherhoodl
of Locomotive Engineers and Brotherhood
of Locomotive Firemen, and the other rail-
road labor organizations?"
