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SLOWER THAN EVER.

LITTLE PROGRESS BEING MADE
WITH THE TARIFF BILL.

ONLY 14 PAGES COMPLETED.

AT THIS RATE BUT A FIFTH OF THE
BILL WILL BE CONSIDERED.

Democrats Persist in Delaying Prog-
ress by Frultless Discussion of
Irrelevant Questions—Simp-
son Wants a Duty
on Hides.

Washington, March 27.—The progress of
the house on the tariff bill wus even slower
to-day than yesterday. Only five more
pages of the 1682 pages of the blll were dis-
posed of, making fourteen puazes in all in
¢ two of the five days allowed for consid-
«ration under the five-minuts rule. At this
vate only thirty-one puges of the bill will
be disposed of before the bill comes to a
final wvote. Only five amendments were
adopted to-day, all of minor Importance,
and each sn smendment of the ways and
means commitiee. All the questions in-
volved In the tariff, with eccaslional incur-
eione into the realm of the financial theo-
riex, furnished fruoitful topics for the mem-
bers, Fully two hours was spent in the
discussion of whetber the forelgner or the
constumer pays the tax. This question bids
fair to consume much more time before the
debate closes,

Mr. Balley, the leader of the opposition,
wus absent almost all day, and Mr. Rich-
ardson and Mr. McMillln, of Tennessee,
bore the brunt of the hard fighting, The
Democratic policy, so far as it has been
disciosed, seems to be to atltack the bill at
every point, making trusts the especial ob-
Jects of assault. The Republicans are try-
ing to advance the consideration of the biil
by refraining from debate, but they are
forced by the attacks of the opposition to
defend thelr measure. If more progress is
not made, night sesxlons may be held next
week.

Desplte the admonition of Mr. Dingley
Just befors the house adjourned yesterday
to the Republican members to be on hand
promuptly at 10 o’clock this morning to pre-
vent possible delays from the lack of &
quorurh, there were only fifty-one members
present when the house met to-day. Mr.
Richardson, Democrat, of Tennessee,
promptly blocked proceedings, but the
members streamed in rapidly, and in fifteen
minutes & quorum had sppeared. The ways
and means committes continued 1o offer
amendments from time to lime, and these
were mostly adopted without opposition.
The rate on acetiate of white lca.é WAas in-
creased frum ¥4 to 4 cents per pound; in
mlw:h from 24 to 3 cents.

In the course of some remarks on these
increases, Mr. Richardson declared that the
rates in twelve out of the fourteen sched-
ules of the bill were higher than those of
the McKinley law.

Mr. Dockery, Demoerat, of Missourd,
ssked how the statement could be recon-
clisa with Mr. Dingley's statement that the
rates in this blll averaged between the
rates of the present law and the act of 1830,

Mr. Richardson replled that the compar-
ative statement did not !I.nggrl. Mr, Ding-
ley's assertion. r. Ric nm Wwent
through the schadules one by one.

“1{ the wrath of the American people was
visited on the Republicans for enacting the
McKinley law,” he concl “what they
will do for the enactment of this bill, in
the 1 of the street boy, *will be a
plenty.' " {Democratic laughter,)

Mr. Dingley, in reply, sald that Mr.
Richandson’s remarks only {linstrated what
could be done “by juggling with percent-
agen” HExcept for the increases In the
rates on tobacco, sugar and silks, the rates
in this bill, he said, were lower than than
thcee of the McKinley law.

During a discussion concerning a duty on
hides, Mr. Hopkins, Republican, of Tilinois,
said lht’r&ma ng demand for such a duty.
Mr. Walkér, Republican, of Massachusetts,
expisined there were few hides imported
except those used for sole leather, so thal
a duty on hides would be of little benefit
to the farmere. If a duty on hides would
increase their production in this country,
he sald, the Hepublican =ide would be
unanimously in favor of such a duty.

With regard to trusts, Mr. Walker ar-
gved that great combinations necessarily
recuced the cost of production and conse-
quently the price to the people. Trusts
were the naturnl outcome of higher civili-
szation. He predicted that eventually all
the rallroads In the country would be con-
trolled by a single corporation.

There was a sharp exchange of person-
alities between Mr. Grow. Hepublican, of

Pennsylvania, and Mr. Vandiver, Demo-
crat, of Missourl. The former was ex-

plaining how the duty on tin plate huad
estnblished thst industry In this couniry
end he and Mr. Vandiver became in-
volved In a personal controversy over the
question of “who paid the tax arising from
an increased tin plate dury.”

Mr, Simpson, Popullst, of Kansas, after
remarking on the conspicuous part played
by Mr. Grow during the stirring days of
the war, aald that *it was sad to see him
now the defender of trusts and combines,
whose purpose was to enslove the Ameri-

an people.”

Mr. Dalzell declared that the South did
not compete with Pennsylvania.

Mr. Johnson, Republican, of Indiana, and
Mr. Dingley called attention to the slow
progress which was being made with the
bill. Only nine pages were covered vester-
day and four hours of work aad mdvanced
the consideration of the biil only two pages
up to this time to-day. The house, Mr.
Dingley sald, was wasting {ts time in ir-
relevant discussion.

Mr. Dockery, in reply. said it could not
be expected that the opposition would not
assall this bill in every feature. He sug-
gested that the time be extended so that
the bill could be adequately considered.

The little debate served to expedite mat-
ters somewhat and the clerk proczzded
with the reading of the bill. A committee
amendment to place a duty of 3 cents per
pound on chiorate of soda was agresd to.

Mr. Newlands, silverite, of Nevada, after
delivering some remarks in favor of in-
crenses on geveral articles, warned the “al-
lled forces™ of silver, as he termed them,
that they must allow the widest divergence
of views on the tariff and other questions
if they were to lve in harmony. “Once we
can organize the friends of sflver,” said
h'e. seven-tenths of the people of the
United States will be with us.”

Mr. Mahany, Republican, of New York,
and Mr. Lentz, Democrat, of ‘Ohilo, got Into
a political discussion which aroused consid-
erable partisan In the course of
!3‘:.5 remarks Mr. Lentzx denounced Mr.
Cleveland as the agent and political bed-
fellow of the Republicans, and when
taunted with the fact that he had himself
been a “goldbug,” he sald he gloried In the
tac:g. that he had graduated from the class
of “gold fools" into that of “silver cranks.”

He argued that every high tariff agita-
tion was an Invitation to the hordes of
Europe to come hereand he produced some
figures to show that immigration had been
largely increased after the enactment of the
McKinley law, and decreased after the en-
actment of the Wilson law.

Mr. Mahany, speaking of Mr. Lentsz
a\-ou:_a} that he had once been a “gold
fool," and was now a “‘silver crank." cre-
ated & laugh by asking what could be sx-
pected from such miscegenation. He also
caused a laugh at Mr. Lentx' expense by
charging that he had stood shouldsr to
shoulder with Mr. Cleveland until the mo-
m=nt of his nomination for congress.

At 4:15 E m., after completing six pages
gf ;hc bill, the house adjourned until Mon-
ay.

BABY BOY’S FEARFUL FALL.

LAWRENCE JONES PLUNGES 30 FEET
DOWN AN ELEVATOR SHAFT.

s Mother Saw His Danger and Tried
to Catch Him While He Was on
the Verge of the Shaft—Ele-
vator Out of Order,

Lawrence Jones, the 3-year-olil son of Mr.
and Mrs, Godfrey A. Jones, fell through the
elevator shaft at the Victoria hotel at §:30
yesterday morning, and received Injuries
which may prove fatal. The fall was three
stories, anbout thirty feet in all, and Dr.
Jaccb Block, who was called to see the In-
Jured boy, found hi= right arm had been
breken, and that he was suffering from
concussion of the brain at the base of the
skull and probably serious internal injur-
{es, The recovery of the child will depend
altogether on whether or not his skull 1s
fractured. An examination for this will be
made to-day.

The accldent occurred when Mr=. Jones
and her son were on thelr way 1o the din-
Ingrcom, which is situated on the first floor
of the Victoria., The Jones family lives on
the third floor, and Mrs. Jones had rung for
the elevator to take herself and =on Jdown
staira. When Bert G. Rodgers, the elovator
boy, opened the elevator door, Mrs. Jones,
who was talking with & woman in the hall,
stepped into the car, Her son followed her,
and In playfulpess, evidently, jumped out
again just as Rodgers closed the door. The
child was caught between the elevitor Goor
and the wire netting, and, Rodgers losing
ccntrol of the lever, the car shot up a few
feet, allowing Lawrence to fall beneath the
cur and down the shaft.

Both Mrs. Jones and Rodgers attempted
to catch Lawrence as he stood on the frail
footing afforded by the elevator shaft sill,
but they were unsuccessful, and as his
body struck the rafters at the bottom of
the shaft, the concussion was plainly heard
by the agonized mother.

Soveral walters in the dining room henrd
the screaming of Mrs. Jones and ran into
the office. They soon located the cause
and as qulckly as possible lifted The un-
consclous child out of the shaft. He was
bleeding from the nose and ears and medi-
cal ald was securaed for him in a short
time. IHe became consclous later, but
seemed to recognize no one.

Mrs. Jones is a daughter of A. H. Drey-
fus, of the wholesale liquor firm of A. H.
Dreyfus & Co., 58 Walnut street, and her
husband, who travels for the firm, was
out of town when the accident occurred.
He returned home last night. Rogers, the
elevator boy, claims the accldent was dus
to the elevator, which became temporarily
out of order and got beyond his control.

MAIMED BY HIS OWN ENGINE.

MISSOURI NATIONAL AFFAIRS.

Recelver Wallace May Be Removed—
O0ld Officers May Be Called
Upon to Explain.

Two interesting rumors are in circula-
tion concerning the affairs of the Missouri
National bank. Ome is that Recelver T,
B. Wallace is to be removed and Hale H.
Cook made receiver, and the other is that
Comptroller Eckels has called upon Presi-
dent Rieger and Cashler Covington to ex-
plain certmin transactiong of the bank, to
which especial attention has been called
by Examiner H. A. Forman, who took
charge ol the bank when it first closed.

The main point is the system of keeping
accounts against some of the defunct esm-
cerns that owed large sums to the bank.
The Owens drug store, the White Line
Transfer Company, and Btandard Liguor
Company each owed vast sums to the bank
and Examiner Forman was not pleased
with the system of the bank in keeping
the accounts, declaring it wholly unsanc-
tioned by law.

The officers of the bank are preparing a
statement of thelr slde of the case for
the inspection of Mr. Eckels. They claim
they can show abundant justification for
all they have done, such as will satisfy all,

The time for signing the blanks fuvoring
the reorganization plan of the Missouri
National bank expired yesterday and there
wns n great rush to sign all day, which
resulted In many names being added to the
roll. The depositors’ committes held a
meeting yesterday afternoon and & count
showed that more than 2,20 of the nearly
2,700 depositors had signed the blanks, the
signers representing, approximately, four-
fifths of the entire deposits of the bank.
The commities cannol get at exactly what
iz represented, because Receiver Wallace
has declined 1o give out the figures,

The petitlon for reorganization wiil be
sent on to Comptroller Eckels at once with
a full statement of the situation, It Is
within the province of the comjtroller to
determine whether a sufficlent percentage
of the depositors favor the reorganization
plan tor him te give it his sanction. The
depositors’ committee and the stockhold-
ers of the new bank are very sangulne that
he will take a favorable view.

Major Calvin Hood and Charkey J. Lan-
try. two of the principal workers for the
recrganization of the bank, are at the
Midiand, but last evening said they -were
net In & position to say a word regardinz
the reorganizuation, other than that the
agreement bearing the signatures had been
prepared and would be forwarded to Comp-
troller Eckels for hiz Inspection and ver-
dict. If the matters In the agreement and
the number of signitures prove to be such
as would satisfy the comptroller, then the
work of reorganization wouid he shoved
ahead at once. They were, like others,
walting for Mr. Eckels to say something.

West Side Elecirie Road to Be Bullt
of Continnons Hails Withoat
the Use of Ties.

The National S8treet Rallway Review for
March devotes o lengthy article, with iflus-
tratiens, to the proposed construction of
the West Side electric lne, of Kansas City.
The new line, which is now belng buiit, is
a double track 7.600 feet long. The rails are
ecenterbearing girder, nine Inches high, sixt
feot long, and weigh 100 pounds to the vard.
This is the heaviest rail ever used in street
rallwuy construction. The rail I)nints will
be cast-welded, muking one continuous rail
the entire length of the line. No ties will
bo peed, but Instead the rails will be im-
bedded in concrete. The RHeview says this
line will approach nearest the ideal perma-
nent construction of any road yet built.

by the commission that he furnish a sup-
ply of miscellaneons seed., Senator Vest
wrote that he had referred the request to
the secretary of agriculture, with a favor-
able recommendation, and that, meantime,
he had ordered 100 packages of seeds for-
warded out of his own allotment. The
commission expects to get the seed po-
tatoes, and the other seeds needed, donated
by the seed and commission houses.

Offers of wvacant property continue to
come in much faster than the applications,
The offers vesterday incluoded one lot by
Anna l. Nichols, one lot by John Conlon
and half n dozen lots by SBimpson & Groves,
Up to date the totnl number of applica-
tions Is fourtesn, amnd the commission iz be-
cinning to feel thnt the poor people of
Kansas City are not going to appreciate
the enterprise aa they should.

TO GRADE SUMMIT STREET.

Lower Hounse Committee Wants the
Work From Twenty-ninth to
the Clty Limits Pashed.

The streets, allevs and grades commitiee

is stated thot it s not the intention of
the company to grade that portion of Sum-
mit street and build the line this year if It
can gel out of it. The committee takes the
view that the passage of this ordinance
mity induce the company to hurry up the
work.
