ARE BATTLESHIPS SAFE?

Even Engiand Is Afraid of Testing
Seaworthiness Too Far,

From the Boston Journal.

Of Grent Britain’s thirty odd battleships
all but one a ¢ elther In” homd watera or
with the fleet which is regularly main-
tiined in the placid Mediterrancin. The
Centurion, of 10,600 tons, is the flagship on
the China station, but, llke the sarheuar,
fha was especinlly constructed for distant
service, glven light draught so that she
could pass through the Suez canal, and
equipped with a battery of 10-inch and 4.7-
inch rifles instend of the 12-inch and s-inch
usveally carried by vessels of her class,
while her armor was reduced to 9 and 12
instend of 17 and 18 inches.

The sharpest gauntlet which European
hattleships are compelled to run is in the
voyage across the treacherous Bay of Bis-
cay en route to the Stralts of Gibraltar.
It is the custom to walt for calm seas and
light winds whenever practicable, but ear-
Iy in December of 1881 the new first-clasa
British armor-clad Resolutlon, just out of
Plymouth, wax cnught In a gale and suf-
fered o terrible experionce. Under the
tremendous welght of her armament the
great ship began rolling violently, going at
one time full 45 deg., first to starboard and
then to port. Her captain declared that
five degrees more would carry her com-
rlr.-:els' over., The coal ran low, but for n
ong time the officers in charge did not
dnre to change the vessel's course for
fear ‘that she would capsize and Tounder.
When at last an abatement of the gale
ennbled the ship to craw Yack to Queens-
tewn her upper works were a wreck and
her crew exhausted by labor and anxlety.

The Resolution™s narrow escape produced
A profound impression upon navil author-
ftles everywhere. That Is one reason why
they have been so loth to send large ar-
mar-clads on long voyages in the stormy
season. But with our great length of gale-
swept coasts it Is absolutely necessury
that our fighting =hips should be able to
take the sen and keep It in all weathers,
The navy department fs amply justified,
therefore, in ordering the Indiana and
Massachusetts to join Admiral Bunce,
though it he o time of year when no other
nation dreams of off-shore maneuvering.
