The old city council Trill hold its lnit
session In the council chamber at the city
hall this afternoon, beginning at 2 o'clock.
After disposing of all of the matters in the
hands of the committees and clearing the
budget the council will adjourn and resolve
ltfcelf In a returning board to canvas-- the
returns of tho city election held last Tues-
day. This will require but IltMc work, as
all there is to do Is to tabulate the returns
for each precinct as certllled to by the
Judjjes and clerks. Mr. Mar&hman and the
other city officers-ele- ct will then take the
oath of ofllce and tho administration of
21 r. Twlss will end.

The inauguration of a new administra-
tion in Kansas City, Kas., Is .ilvvavs a
matter of great public concen, but seldom
If eer has ?o much interest in the adent
of a new major and council been exhibited
In this city as is freen y. An extraor-
dinary state of affairs exists here.causcd by
the making of extensile and costly public
Improvements a few years ago, when the
city was on a boom, and although the pop-

ulation is larger to-d- than tcr before,
and the public debt has been icduced. It
will require the best financiering to place
tho city on a proper foundation.

The general feeling among the citizens
Is that Sir. Marshm.in. with the support
of the council, is thoroughly capable of
meeting the issue and that during the next
two vear& the city will be In a
condition. To a reporter for The Journal
Mr. Man-hma- said j esterday that It wojld
be his aim to appoint men to office who
were competent to perform the duties of
such offices, in other words, Mr. Marsh-ma- n

placed efficiency ahead of every other
consideration.

There arc a numlier of applicants for
each of the offices at the disposal of the
new mayor and It will bo difficult to de-
cide In some cases, but there Is a feeling
of certainty among the masses that his ap-
pointments will mfet with satisfaction, ex-
cept to disappointed applicants. It Is not
llkelj that any appointments will be an-
nounced until next Tuesday night, when
the city council will meet for reorganiza-
tion.

TWO COSTLY OFFICES.

Much Dlnantlxrnrtlon Exlnts Over the
Creation of I'nt Joint for lo- -

Ilticnl llenelinien.
At the meeting of tho board of county

commissioners esterday a request was
made that buildings be secured for the new
city courts which were established bv act
of the last Kansas legislature. The bo ml
took no action on the request, but It Is
rrobable that the two courts will be lo-
cated some time next week. The creation
of these courts has caused a good deal of
dissatisfaction among taxpaers --It will
cost About J10.000 .1 j car to run each court.
As there are three Justice courts In the city,
besides two trial courts the taxpayers are
inclined to tho belief that the two new
courts will be a useless expense and that
they were created solely for the purpose of
making fat Jobs for a few politicians.

Governor Leedy's appointment of Ed
Pfost as judge of the proposed North city
court, whlrh was announced In The Jour-
nal j esterday. does not exactly suit th
fusion leaders of this city. Pfost Is astranger In tho city and outside of a hand-

NOTHING TO BE CONCEALED.

WE MIGHT MIKE MEV DIVLLGE
THEIR INMOST THOUGHTS.

FarrenchlnB Possibilities of nn Idea
SuKgesled li Professor Illlike in

His Closing: Lecture in the
Electricity Course.

"When ome one has developed an Idea ad-

vanced by Professor Blake in his lecture
at X.vceum hall last night, v.c may ba able
to focus the thoughts of our fellow men
and have them transferred to our own
brains as readily as wo now receive im-
pressions bv either of our en--e- We can
make criminals eonles their crime--- . We
can compel newly elected ctf.cials to tell
whom they .intend to appoint and whv they
didn't appoint us. We con lii.d out whether
our sweethearts love us, and if not, why
not. We can And out ju--- t whv Hajes was
appointed inspector of detectives and lots
of other things we want to know. In fact,
the possibilities of the Idea aic simply in-

numerable, as the mandarin would sav.
All we have to do is to focus the thoughts
of other people and the latter will have to
disgorge.

"Every time we have a thought," said
Professor BHke, "some of the moleeulei
of the brain move. Now they cannot move
without affecting the ether, and It Is po-
ntile that every thought Tn- set up a
wave motion I do not bay that it does
start a wave. I merelv assume that it
dees. If it does that, disturbance is goln
to travel out In a straight line. Suppose
it should ia--- s through another brain, the
molecules of which should be sympathetic-
ally affected; then similar vibrations would
be set up and we should have thought
transference. Here is a ch nice for experi-
ment. If thought follows the laws of wave
motion, it must then be lelleetcd and it
must bo brought to a focus. This would
lulus a greater concentration of the
thought wave. This would be a truly sci-
entific experiment and I would like to see
it tried."

Professor Blake has not much confidence
In the practical success of lesli's plan to
disturb the electro-magnet- enrth.although
he admits It Is In aceorJanee with true
science and is theoretically correct. Tesla
proposed to construct a powerful magnet,
which suspended a little dmar.ee from the
earth will create a. disturbance In the pow-
erful electro-magn- on which we live, by
means of which Tesln will, among other
things, telegraph to all p.trts of the earth
without wires, the message being received
everywhere Instantaneously. Professor
Blake siiil if the Tesla theory could be car-
ried further and a disturbance could be
caused In the sun It would be possible to
signal from planet to planet.

Professor Blake alil man never Invented
electric lights. The sun, he said, is the
greatest electric light. We have always had
electric lights. He aNo said the calculations
by which the conclusion that the sun would
lost 5 000,900 years failed to take into ac-
count the energy expend d in the very slo.v
and very rapid oscillations which were not
known until about ten years ago. and he
took tho position that It would last very
much less than 5,009 000 years.

The lecture had much to do with these
oscillations which are slower and more
rapid than we can perceive with our five
sene. Until about ten years ago the
slowest vibrations known in ether were

a teconei and the fdstest known were
I.Q22.UW fkJO.COO.'.iuO In a second. Within this
range He all of the colors of the rainbow.
When Hertz succeeded in getting

as slow as 10 000 000 In a second it
opened up a new field for future electrical
development, and Professor Blake thinks it
m lv be possible to generate electricity, ay
at Niagara Falls, and send it by these slow
ravs to the great cities, where it might lie
collected by parabolic mirrors and used for
power.

"Now. we want to go above 1,(22
vibrations In a second," said Profes-

sor Blake. 'These vibrations would be so
very small that they wouU pass right In
between particles of substances Right up
In there belong the X rays. They are noth-
ing but very rapid vibrations of ether. Bel-
ow- the X rays we have very remarkable
rays, the fluorescent, and above the X rays
we would expect to find, if we find them at
all. the ravs produced by thought."

It is in tho very slow and very rapid vi-
brations that Professor Blake expects the
future great discoveries to be m ide.

" It has been the dream of scientific men."
said Professor Blake, "to find a method of
picduclng light vibrations without the heat
vibrations. Ninety per cent of the power
expended in producing light is In the heat
vibrations while only 10 per cent Is light,
v.Mle the little firefly, a-- s shown by the ev-
il nments of Professor Langley. gives 00.0
of its power a light."

Last night's lecture was the last of tho
scues delivered by Professor Blake. He
tharl ed the people of Kan-- - is City for the
courtesies which have been extended to him
during the course of his l"ctures, and --

piesscd great satisfaction at tho apprecia-
tion of science shown by the people ot
Kansas City. At the close of the lectuic
he was heartily aiplauded. and many of
his auditors went forward to shake hands
with him.

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INDEPENDENCE.

Effort to He Made to Make the Met-- 1

rnpolltan Pay for the Use of
the Streets of the City.

Mayor Millard is In possession of a reso-tlo- n

asking the council to Instruct the city
attorney to Jook up the charter under
which the Metropolitan street railway Is
using the streets of Independence. Mayor
Mill ird stated yesterday that he had been
approiched by citizens asking htm if such
a resolution would receive attention. The
mayor assured them that any resolution
affecting the lntere-t-s of the city would
receive attention, but refused to dKclo-- e

the Interested persons. It is claimed that
the charter granted to the railroad comes
under the general statutes, tho same as
that granted to any broad gauge railway,
but that the charter Is being violated bl-
ueing- the franchise for other purposes.
Some ve.ars ago this same question was
brought up and to circumvent the diff-
iculty the railway company placed in opera-
tion a freight car, in order to come under
the charter. The cars are now marked,
"Metropolitan Street Railway" and the lino
Is exclusively for suburban traffic.
It is further claimed that Independence
was a city of the fourth class when the
franchise was granted, and that the char-
ter under which the line was operated
could not be given by the town council.
The animus of the movement against the
railway so far has been veiled in secrecy,
but it is understood that the objective
point in view is to shatter the alleged
franchise in which event the Metropolitan
oireet itauway compnay will make con-c- e

Ions tending to the improvement ot
Lexington street. From the city limits to
the square the rall.vay line occupies Lex-
ington this thoroughfare, since
the laying of the rails by the Winner com-
pany, has been in bad condition, much to
the annoyance of citizens, who claimeil
that the improvement of the street should
be made by the railway company occupy-
ing the street.

Commissioner A. J. Vanlandlngham. ot
th Kansas City Transportation bureau,
will accept tho position of traffic manager
of the St. Louis Freight bureau on May 1.
Mr. Yanlandingham was In St. Louis yes-

terday and In tho afternoon telegraphed
his assistant. W. P. Trickett, that the St.
Louis bureau had declined to release him
and that accordingly he would accept the
position there on May 1.

Mr. Trickett said he would not be an
applicant for the position of commissioner
to succeed Mr. Vanlandingham. ' Of
course," he said, "If the committee should
offer me the position I would consider It
and probably would accept It, but I shall
not enter the list ot candidates. If I h id
not been employed by the bureau, and
wanted the position and thought there was
any likelihood ot my getting it, I might
become an applicant, but having been an
employe of the bureau for six years, to du
so would be like making a formal applica-
tion for a promotion."

Mr. Trickett conditioned every statement
with an "if and refused to say-- whether
ho would remain in Kansas City-- in a
subordinate position with the bureau at
an advanced salary. He admits that he
has been offered a considerable increase
over his present salary to go to the St.
Louis bureau, and his close friends say he
would not consider an offer to remain in
Kansas City-- as an assistant in a, new
commissioner's office.

Horace Keefer. the well known Leaven-
worth Populist, has been making an active
canvass among the members of the ex-
ecutive committee, who will select Mr.

successor. Mr. Keefer argues
that a railroad man should not be appoint-
ed to the position of commissioner 00 Hie
ground that he will be biased In favor of
the railroads. ue thinks more could be

by a commissioner who had
never had any connection with railroad-- .

Mr. Keefer Is the only- - candidate who has
so far displayed any- - activity- - In his own
behalf. The friends of Fred Wild, the v an

railroad man, who has been at the
head of traffic bureaus In various cities,
are urging both the members of the com-
mittee and their candidate to "get togeth-
er." Mr. Wild said yesterday that the ef-
forts being made in his behalf were not at
his instance. ""These fellows," he said,
"are good friends of mine, but they are
only boys. They mean well, but they are
misguided." and the father of Western
railroad men turned to answer the 'phone
and tell someone at the other end of the
wire the same story.

Frank Montgomery, general agent of the
Santa Fe freight department, was not at
his offce when the news was received that
Mr. Vanlandinglnm's release had been de-
nied bv-- the St. Louis bureau. It seems to
be a general belief that Mr. Montgomery
will be favored for the position by a ma-
jority of the members If he will Indicate
his willingness to accept it. but thus farsuch an Indication has been lacking.

C. R. Hudson, of Topeka. assistant gen-
eral freight agent of th" Santa Fe. con-
tinues to be very generally- - mentioned in
connection with the commissionershlp, al-
though he visited Kansas City last weekto tell his friends he was not a candidate.It is believed If the position is tenderedMr. Hudson he will carefully consider it.but It Is altogether unlikely- - that ho willmake any effort to securp it.

Corwln II. Spencer, ehairmm ot the St.Louis freight bureau, in a statement pub-
lished In the Globe-Democr- at vesteidavsays that 95 per cent of the business menof that city support the St. Louis freight
bureau movement.

PACIFIC RAILROADS BILL
Provision That They Shall Re Kept

Open for lluslne-x- s From AH Con-

nections No Closed Gateway k.
Washington, April S Senator Gear, of

Iowa, to-d- made a report on the bill to
authorize .1 commission, consisting of the
seei claries of the treasury and the interior
and the attorncv general, to adjust thedebts of the Pacific railroads to the gov-
ernment. Referring to the provisions oftho bill that equal facilities shall be afford-
ed 1'j all connecting lines. It says:

"It has been frcciuently asserted that theforeclosure proceedings pending In respect
of the Union Pacific properties were likely
to culminate in the acquisition of theseproperties in the Interest of one out of sev-
eral lines reaching the eastern terminus of
the Union Pacific at or near Omaha. This
committee has thought that whatever the
results ot foreclosure ot the first mortgage
might be (and to some extent this Is. per-
haps, bevond the reach of congress on ac-
count of tho priority conceded to those
bends In the origin il acts), in anv settle-
ment which might be made with the com-
panies under the authority of congress
these provisions should be inserted. In or-
der to make sure that the roads affected
by the settlement were kept open as pub-
lic highways in the future for the benefit
of all present or future railroad connec-
tions."

Upon the foreclosure of the first mort-
gages the report holrls the government
would have no rights except for the trans-
portation of troops, mails and supplies
guaranteed by the origl.ial subsidy acts.

The committee considers that any acquisi-
tion of the roads by the government would
be disadvantageous and that a foreclosure
of the government Hen can be expected to
result onlv In the loss of a large part of the
debts of the government.

The bill, it is explained, deals only with
the subsidy bonds on the Central Pacific to
a point live miles west of Ogden. a distance
of 737H miles, and the Western Pacific from
San Jose to Sacramento, 123 miles, all
claims upon the Union Pacific and Kansas
Pacific being now-- before the courts for set-
tlement.
