Satisfactory Conclusion.
Washington, April S The administration

intends to lose no time in taking up the fur
seal controv ersv-- . The Associated Press has
learned that at the cabinet meeting on
Tuesday it was decided, after a full discus-
sion between the president and Secretarj-Snerma-

to invite Mr. John W. Foster to
take chirge of the conduct of these mat-
ters, under the direction of the secretary of
state, and that Mr. C. S. Hamlin, retiring
assistant secretarj- - of tho treasurj-- . who
has given the question careful studj-- for
the past four jears. will be asked to

on behalf of tho treasurj- - depart-
ment.

It Is known that the president has taken
the liveliest interest in this matter, and
there is cverj reason to believe that there
will now be what Russia has long desired,
heartv between herself and
the United States on this question, and
probablj- - united action will be taken by
both nations to stop the slaughter now-- go-
ing on at sea. The high regard entertained
for Mr. Foster in Ru"sli, and his Intimate
knowledge of the seal cmestion, obtained
through his conduct of the case of the
United States before the Paris tribunal of
arbitration, especiallj- - fits him for the task
assigned him bj-- the president.

The continued diminution and threatened
extermination of the seal herd, reported

Jordan as the result of his in-
vestigations on the seal islands last Is
said to concern the president greatlj-- . and
probablj the first step made will be an at-
tempt to secure a renewal of the modus V-
ivendi of 1891. to which the United States.
Russia and England would be parties This
would suspend all killing in Behring sea
until next jear, when, under the terms of
the Pans award, the regulations now In
force will be reconsidered with a view to
their modification. Falling to secure a mo-
dus Vivendi, it is believed that tho govern-
ment will emploj- - all Its resources to pro-
tect the herd as much as possible from j-,

pending negotiations. The branding
of females and pups, thus destrojlng their
pelts, so successfully experimented with
last jear. will doubtless be resorted to on
the largest possible scale. Just what effect
branding will have on the legal status of
these animals will be an cntirelj' new ques-
tion for the tribunal to consider.

"I do not consider it entirelj-- fair, and
cannot judiciouslj- - impute at this time to
Western si nators a disposition to be ex-
treme in their tariff views, or to insinuate
that the tariff bill will fail because of radi-
cal demands for Western Interests. Such a

resumption would be premature, and tend
to demoralize rather than Intimidate, as
pel baps intended.

The tariff bill will fail, as it ought to
fail, if it is sectional and partial and does
not equitablj-- recognize agricultural, mining
and lumber interests as well as others.
Eastern Interests are always well repre-sert- ed

at the capital bj-- competent experts
In all Eastern economic lines. These are
in continual attendance on the committees,
so that Eastern senators and congressmen
do not have much left to contend for before
the committees having charge of tariff
bills, and. the duties being arranged satis-
factorily fev-th-em In committees, they need
m ike but 17,e effort on the floor while tar-
iff bills ate under consideration. On the
other hand the agricultural anil Western
interests are not thus represented, but,
feeling that they are entitled to considera-
tion, thej-- appeal to their representatives in
congress, and thus Western senators have
greater responsibilities and more to do than
Eastern senators in contending for a. just
scale of import duties. But their activity
must not be taken as hostilitj-- .
