The
powerfully doumatic aria of the second act
had to be repented by Tamagno, his ex-
traordinary volce permitting such an un-
usual feat. He playved the final act with

great force and passion. The newspaper
critics unanimously admire him, and tha
press declared Tamagno as o ténor a
