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S. CAHN'S STRANGE SUICIDE.

The latest victim of the suicide epidemic
which has Fwept the city the past few
(lavs is Siegmund Calm, a well known real
mate dealer. He killed himself by

Illuminating jjas in his office In the
Hammerslough building at the Southwest
crrr.er of Fifth and Main streets, Friday
nlUit. His body was found at 5 o'clock
jesterday morning by "VVlIham Lemmon- -,

the negro Janitor, who went to the office
13 sweep out. Cahn was Iln;r on his bacu
on a small sofa, one end of a rubber hosa
In Ms mouth. The other end of the hos
was attached to the fias Jet, Just abovu
him. The hose was wrapped In a coil
abcut his right wrist, which liy across hts
breast, thus insuring that it could not
urop out of his mouth when unconscious-n- e

seized him. Mr Cahn clearly wanted
to make certain of death.

A hen Janitor Lemmons opened Mr.
Calm's otlice door jesterdiy mornlnjr the
odor of the gas almost stilled him. Mak-
ing his way to a window he threw it open
and let the fresh air pour In. Then in a
ismall room, into which Cahn had removed
the sofa from the front othce, ho saw
Calm s body He shook the man he sup-
posed to be asleep and getting no response
called In Captain J T Welch, of the l'ro-tecl- ie

bureau, who bis an office on the
same floor. It took but a Blanco for the
captain to decide that Cahn was dead, but.
he urged the Janitor to call in Dr. Frank
Hell, who has a room on the third floor ot
the building. Dr. Bell said that Cahn was
bejond medical assistance and a police-
man called Deputy Coroner Wheeler.
Calm's body was remoed to Wagner's
morRue on Grand avenue

Cahn had been in business in Kansas-Cit-

for fifteen jears and had alwas been
a hard drinker. He probably decided on
suicide while suffering from mentil fie
prcssion induced by his excesses. Dr. J.

V Foster, who has an office directly
aciots the hall from Cahn's office, sajs
that Cahn had been contemplating sulclat
to- - some month". On different occasion
1m had asked the doctor how best deatn

ould le courted. The doctor told him to
Jump into the river. Cahn thought this
would be too Iolent and asked the name
of the mo-- t dcadl drug. The doctor

.evaded answering this question. Some tlmo
ago. when rats were prevalent. In the
building, Dr Foster put out ft. quantity of
arsenic Cahn. as agent for the building,
waited to know what he had used, but
the doctor replied that so long as the rati
were gone it made no difference what vn
lived He was afraid Cahn would get hold
of some of the poison.

At 4 o'clock Krid-i- afternoon Cahn en-

tered Dr Foster's office. He was under the
Influence of Iiijuor and seemed bent on talk-
ing suicide. The many suicides of the past
week were discussed. Most of them had
used powder and ball. Cahn asked Dr.
Foster what ho thought of that stjle.

"It's at least verj- - effective." replied the
doctor Glancing up at a rubber hose that
j.ttached the small gas stoe in the doc-
tor's office to the gas Jet above, Cahn
tked the doctor what It had cost.

"I don't know," replied the doctor, "but
I think about SI."

"If a man would plica the end of the
hose In his mouth, place the other end over
n gas Jet and turn on the gas would It kill
him''" asked Cahn.

"It would kill him In a very few mln-utes- .'"

replied Dr. Foster.
Cahn left Dr. Foster's office and went

home to supper. After taking a short
sleep, ha returned downtown. He did not
Mem in nn uncheerful mood. About 3
o'clock, when Dr. Foster was reading a
look In his office, Cahn came in In reply
to a question as to what he was doing
downtown so late, Cahn said that he Just
wanted to see how things were going on.

"I never saw him In the building after
nightfall terore.'' said Dr. Foster yester-
day Half an hour later, as Dr. Foster
stood drinking a glass of soda in Amold'3
drug store. Just across Fifth street from
th Hammerslough building, Cahn walked
past.

I'm, going home." he said to Dr Fos-
ter, as he Dassed the store.

"All right. Come down early in the morn-
ing." said the doctor.

"I will." Mr. Cahn replied, as he went
Rcross the street. Instead of going home.
Cahn went to his office, took his sofa out
ot one room, placed It In the smaller one,
closed the windows, placed the end of a
rubber tube he had bought on one of the
gas Jets and, putting the other end In his
mouth, turned on the gas and lay down
to die. The transoms In the office had been
tightly closed by Janitor Lemmons, on Mr.
Cahn's order, the day before.

Cahn was 51 years fold, and leaves a
widow and two sons, who Hie at 1216 Mc-G-

street. In spite of the unmistakable
evidence of suicide, they said yesterday
that the death was accidental. Some of
Cahn'b friends al&o think he went to his
office drunk and accidentally turned on
the gas.

Cahn was born In Hesse-Case-l, Germany,
nnd came to America thirty jears ago.
He lived in St. Joseph. Mo., and Independ-
ence, Kas., before coming to Kansas City.
In appearance Cahn was a
man. He was a brother-in-la- w of Louis,
Joseph and Julian Haar. of the Haar Mer-ranti- le

Luis Terrazas, of Chihuahua, Mexico,who

was for twenty years governor of that
state and who is y the largest ranch
owner in Mexico, is at the Midland. With
his family nnd the family of hU son. Iuan
Terrazas. his E. C. Creel, nnd
family; his phjslclan. Dr. M. M. Marcus,
and a half dozen servants, he is making a
three months' pleasure tour of the United
States. The trip is being m?de under the
direction of Mr. Fred Fenchler. of El Paso,
Tex., who has been associated with Mr.
Terrazas In a business way for many
jears.

The party is traveling In a special Pull-
man car that Is fitted with all the com-

forts of a palace and enables them to
travel with all possible comfort on the long
trip. The partj reached the city on the
Santa Fe jesterday morning and went at
once to the Midland. After breakfast
they drove to the stock yards, where they
saw the morning's business disposed of,
after which they returned to the hotel for
luncheon that was served in Hie banquet
chamber During the afternoon the visitors

wre driven about the citv and saw
the business and residence portion. They
were especially pleased at the wide bound-
aries of the liner residence districts, the
boulevard improvements and tho number
of largo dwellings that are in course of
erection.

This morning they will leave over the
Santa Fe for Chicago, where they will
spend a portion of the week, possibly all
of it, after which they will continue the
trip to New York Uoton and back to
Baltimore and Washington, and then
acros the South to their home.

Mr Terrazas has retired from politics
and Is devoting himself now to attending
to his many business interests. He is own-
er of great ranches in Mexico, from which
he markets manv thousands of cattle an-
nual!, and Is also a banker of prominence
and high standing. His Mr.
Creel. Is managing his banking Interests.
which are very itrge. and Is associated
with him In all business reelatlons. They
do a considerable business with Kansas
City annual! and are well Informed as
to the general condition of business In the
citv

Mr. Creel said vesterday to a reporter
for The Journal that he had not been in
Kansas City for sixteen jears and was
hirdlj- - prepared to see so many changes as
were visible all over the citv He knew
the city had grown materially In that
time, but did not expect to find It so great
as It is now

While in the East Mr. Creel will devote
some time to completing the formation of
a company to build a railroad he has pro-
moted running from Chihauhua to the Pa-
cific coast which is said to open up much
valuable territory and reach a part of the
republic that will make it exceedingly val-
uable.

Mr. Iuan Terrazas owns and operates tho
largest soap works in Mexico and has just
completed a large brewery that will begin
work Juno 1, and after that time supply a
large part of the Mexican trade.

Mr. Tarrazas recently returned from a
prolonged stay In Europe. While he was
out inspecting his cattle and watching the
herds divided he was thrown from his
horse and his collar bone was brok-en- . Ho
has not jet recovered from the Injury and
for that reason has his physician travel
with him.

We are deeply interested in this matter,
and if the city council will back the in-

stitute with a reasonable amount, saj SLOW,
we will agree to give Kansas City a free
bath svstem that will reflect credit upon
our city and upon our common humanity.
The major and the members ot both
houses of the common council are all in
hearty sjmpathy with the Helping Hand
institute, and we desire to make jou, and
through you the citj-- council, this proposi-
tion:

"For Jl.OOO, e monthly, for one
year, and the free use of water, we will
agree to fit up public free baths In connec-
tion with the Helping Hand institute, for
the use of all who apply, for men, women
and children: to be open daj' and night at
all reasonable hours, winter and summer,
with both shower and bithtubs; hot and
cold water, with a capacity of at least 100
baths per "lay; and we will further furnish
a matron for the women and children anda janitor for the men.

"We will further pledge the council that
we will make every effort to add material
and substantial private subscriptions to the
free bath fund, from citizens w ho hav al-
ready expressed a willingness to aid us in
this movement.
