Robert Fleming, of Scotland, one of the
principal stockholders in the Metropolitan
Street Railway Company, yesterday cabled
"Walton H. Holmes, vlco president and gen-

eral manager of the Metropolitan com-
pany, asking him to fntcr the personal sub-
scription of Mr. Fleming to the convention
hall for $2,000. Mr. Fleming is a nt

of Kansas City and has never lived
here. The Metropolitan Company, in which
are most of his interests In Kansas City,
had already subscribed $10,000 to the fund,
the largest single subscription yet received.
Mr. Fleming's cablegram evidences his
good will toward Kansas City, as well as
his realization of the fact that Kansas
City needs and should have, at once, a
largo convention hall.

The committee of fifteen having chargo
of the movement for the hall held a meet-
ing at the Commercial Club yesterday
afternoon. Chairmen and members of
many of thesixty appointed
to soil, it rubscrlptlons from the different
lines of trade were present to confer with
the members of the general committee.

II. D. Ashley, of the committee on law
yers, reported that his committee had al-
ready subscriptions amounting to $300, and
would have $2,SO0 within the next few days.
Among lawyers, Karnes, Holmes & Kraut-ho- ft

subscribed $200; 'Warner, Dean & d,

00, and Gage, Ladd & Small, $100.

Meservey, Pierce & German, attorneys, had
already subscribed $100 to the general com-
mittee.

Tho grocers' committee reported that
Saturday being a busy day, the members
had thought little could be accomplished by
solicitation yesterday. It was announced
that a meeting of the commlttco would be
called to-d- and plans for Its work out-
lined.

E. D. Hornbrook, chairman of the com-
mittee to solicit subscriptions from the
plumbers, reported 'that to date the com-
mittee had secured $210. It had only com-
menced Its canvass and expected a much
larger sum with further solicitation.

W. A. Rule, of the committee on banks
and bankers, trust companies, etc, said
live different banks had told him they
would subscribe $r3 each. - Tb'KOmmlUee
had not yet begun active work, but will
do so

Tho liquor dealers' committeo reported
It would be ready to begin work early this
week, and that there lis no doubt of lib-
eral subscrlptlons'from the trade.

The Builders and Traders exchange com-
mittee reported that it had been very suc-
cessful, bat the" representative at tho
meeting was unable to state the aggregate
amount on the subscription list. He said
several hundred, dollars had been added
yesterday.

Charles J. Schmelzcr, chairman of the
commlttcc-at-Iarg- e to solicit from such in-

dustries as are not provided for in the ap-
pointment of the other forty-nin- e commit-
tees, reported that his committee had de-
cided to have printed subscription blanks
to bo left at each large business house and
manufacturing plant in the city, for the
signature of employes. He said there were
6.000 firms in this city with whom these
blanks would be left in tho hands of the
manager or of some other representative
who will receive the subscriptions of the
employes. Stock will be Issued for every
subscription, and where the amount sub-
scribed Is smaller than tho value of ono
share, certificates will be Issued for a. frac-
tional part of u share. The minimum sub-
scription to be uccepted was not fixed by
the committee. It will probably not bo
less than $1. although some of tho members
of the committee favor making It as low as
to cents. Chairman Schmelzcr expects
that from $13,001) to $30,000 will bo secured
by the circulation of these blanks.

When Mr. Schmelzer had explained his
plan. Chairman Campbell, of the general
committee of fifteen, said In approval that
uiKn visiting his store this morning (for
the first time In several days, he added)
teveral of hN employes had asked him If
they would be given an opportunity to sub-
scribe, and said they were anxious to be-
come stockholders In the new building.

salaries of attendants at the skating rink.
He thinks, on an Investment of ViO.OW In
the plant, tho committee could safely de-
pend uion a revenue of at least $3.0uu per
month for eight months In the year. His
preposition v"hs not considered by the com-irltt- ce

a a whole, but individual memlicrs
expressed an Interest in It, and went fur-
ther Into details with him.

At the opening of yesterday's meeting
there was not a quorum of tho members of
fie general committee present. Ilefore any
other business than receiving reports from

had been reached, the. nec-
essary number of committeemen for u quo-
rum had arrived, but the question arose as
to the adoption of a resolution that five of
the fifteen members of the committeo con-
stitute a quorum for the transaction of
business. George W. Fuller moved that
such a resolution lie adopted. 1). V Rider
oppesrd the resolution, and said if anything
in that direction was to be done It should
bo by tho appointment of an executlvn
committee of live members. A. E. Stllwell
also opposed Mr. Fuller's motion. If five
mcmliers .should constitute a quorum, ho
tald, that number of committeemen might
meet ami decide upon a plan of action.
Thin five other members mlKht 1hs present
nt the next meeting and decide on a differ-
ent plan. While not probable, he said it
would b wholly possible, under such a
rult. for three different quorums to adopt
trrco different plans, and work in three
different ways.

Mr. Fuller withdrew his motion regarding
a quorum and moved the appointment of an
executive committee of five. This Mr. Stll-
well objected to. He said a quorum of thewhle committeo could always be gotten to-
gether and the public would have more

In the office of the poultry asso-
ciation in the Hall building, and an agree-
ment was reached by which the meeting of
the pigeon fanciers of the entire West will
be consolidated with that of the poultry
show here next December. This arrange-
ment Insures a display of 700 of the best
pigeons In the West at the show, with
every class filled with choice specimens.

The show has never been shy of fine
chickens, but It has taken hard work to
get pigeons here, as there was little com- -
fietltion and comparatively few people are

In pigeons, so that sales were
few In the West. The best display that
nas been mauo or pigeons was tnat o
George Ewald. of Cincinnati, last year,
who was on hand with 300 choice birds.
The fact that the Western Pigeon Asso-
ciation will have Its best birds at the
show means that Ewald and other Eastern
fanciers with big reputations will come
and that active competition will be had
In all of the various classes. There will
be probably 1,300 pigeons shown and fan-
ciers from all over the country will be at
the show to study the exhibits and see
how the honors are distributed.

Active work to secure the meeting of
the American Poultry Association nt the
same time as the show here is In progress,
and it is pretty certain it will be secured.
This association has thousands of mem-
bers all over the land and Its meetings
here would add greatly to the interest in
the show.

The monthly meeting of the Missouri

Valley Horticultural Society was held yes-
terday afternoon at the home of L. A.
Gocdman, In Wcstport. Tables and chairs
were arranged under the trees In the yard.
On the tables was a fino collection of
fruits, berries and flowers. Papers were
read and reports received from some of
the committees, but the entire programme
of the day was not carried out, owing to
the threatening weather. Dan Carpenter
read an Interesting paper entitled "Remin-
iscences of Fifty Years Near Kansas City."
This was followed by a paper by Professor
W. D. Cellar, of Edwardsville, Kas.. on
"How to Manage a Berry Field." Mrs.
T. Lee Adams read a paper on "Flowers-- Do

They Pay?" Professor Van Houtan.
of Taylor county, la., delivered a brief
address on "Horticulture." The committee
reports were then made. They showed
fruits and berries, with a few exceptions,
to be In fine condition In Western Mis-
souri and Eastern Kansas.

Plums have been affected by the weath-
er and Insects to such an extent that the
yield will be only about 20 per cent of a
crop. Apples have also been somewhat
affected, and the yield will be only 70 per
cent. There will be a slight decrease In
the peach crop In the Southern part of thestate, but In other sections the yield will
be full. Strawberries, blackberries, rasp-
berries and melons were reported as doing
well.

Governor Atkinson, was Indicted for forg-
ery, is founded upon the following facts:

Judge G. D. Camden married Mrs. Cam-
den, who was the widow of Dr. Edward
Davis, when he (Judge Camden) was a
very old man and In feeble health. Mrs.
Camden was authorized by him to look
after his business affairs. Upon his death,
a will was found which gave almost his
entire estate to his widow.

At the last term of the circuit court In
Gilmer count an Indictment was returned
against Mrs. Camden for forgery. It is
claimed that after her husband's death she
sold some land, signing the Judge's name
to the deeds and dating them before his
death. It is claimed by Mrs. Camden's
friends that this was done In good faith.
It is said the charges are madeto embarrass
her at this tlmo on account of her contem-
plated marriage to Governor Atkinson.

PASTOR WEST CAUGHT.

nan Avcny Willi a. Yonnc Lady of Ills
Church nnd Murdered Her

In St. Loul.
Valparlaso. Ind.. June 19. Word was re-

ceived to-d- of the arrest of Rev. Wlll-lt- m

T. West, at Segulne, Tex. Ten years
ago West was pastor of the Methodist
church at Chesterton, this county. Ho de-

serted his family, running away with Miss
Surio Beck, a young lady member of his
church. They fled to St. Louis, where
West murdered the girl by administering
poison.

After her burial he returned to Chester-
ton, feigning insanity. When an Investi-
gation was started he lied the country.
He was traced to Canada, then to Eng-
land and back to Salt Take city and to
Mexico. His arrest was caused by his
having trouble with his wife's sister, who
was living with them and who revenged
herself by Informing the officers of his
crime.

BICYCLIST IN TROUBLE.

Champion of Wyoming Arrested for
Mnrderlnsr a United State

Soldier.
Cheyenne, Wyo., June 19. Charles S. Ers-we- ll,

champion fast bicyclist of Wyoming,
has been arrested here, charged with the
murder of Private McCrimness, Eighth
United States Infantry. Tuesday night,
while riding on his wheel. Erswell ran Into
a crowd of nine soldiers, knocking ono
down. An altercation followed. In which
Erswell shot McGrimness and then escaped
to his home. The soldiers followed and bat-
tered In tho doors and windows of the house
with rocks. While thus engaged, Erswell
shot Thomas Mooney. It was believed at
the time that the Injuries of both men were
slight and Erswell entered an appearance
for assault. Last night McCrimness died
from his wound, and Mooney Is In a criti-
cal condition and will probably die.

Hainllne wagonmaktr, blacksmith and
prominent citizen of Lamonte, twelve miles
west of here, was the target this afternoon
lor a 41 caliber revolver In the hands of
Walter Kelley, a tramp carriage painter,

Into Hainllne s shop "amtiwithout a wordor warning, drew his gun- - and fired point
blank at Halnllne's breast. Hainllne
dodged to avoid being shot, and the bullet
struck a suspender buckle just a trllle to
ono side of his heart and glanced off. In-
flicting only a slight wound. Kelley was
quickly overpowered by bystanders and
lodged In Jail here on the charge of assault
with Intent to kill. The prisoner says he
has a wife and four children in St. Louis.

Officer Ewlng, of Jackson, Miss., to-d- ar-
rested Elgin Stephens as he was released
from the penitentiary, and took him to
Mississippi to answer to an Indictment for
murder. Stephens is wanted by the United
States authorities at Springdale, Ark., for
breuking Into a postotllce, and a deputy
marshal was here to get him. but the
prison authorities let Officer Ewlng serve
his papers first.

Never before In the his-
tory of England has London so strikingly
shown Itself the heart of the world as :t
does the eve of the jubilee. At
all times tho busiest hive of the human
race, ht London Is crowded to Its
Innermost door by a stupendous gathering
of strangers representing nearly every
race under the sun and nearly every coun-
try found upon the map. The common ob-
ject of this crowd participation in the
greatest historical pageant yet witnessed
In the history of the British empire gives
tcne and complexion to every minute of
time, to every thought and action. There
is nothing In men's minds at this hour,
from the highest prince in the palaces to
the lowest sneakthlef in the streets, but
the Jubilee.

It Is impossible to pass along any of the
crowded thoroughfares without everywhere
remarking tho two predominant notes of
tho occasion, the world's desire to honor
Queen Victoria and the proud wish of her
subjects in doing so to demonstrate Im-

pressively the strength and vastness of
her empire. The streets, hotels and stately
mansions of the West end are crowded
with the great who have already come to
henor the queen, while barracks and
bivouacs In and around the metropolis are
thronged with soldiers In every uniform
known to British administration from the
headhunting Dyacks of the Borneo police,
the mounted men of Australia. India and
Africa, fort soldiers from the West Indies,
Zaptlchs from Cyprus, to the stalwart rep-
resentatives of military government under
"Our Lady of the Snows." Suggestively,
it Is a rare kaleidoscopic picture of races,
men nnd creeds, a vivid panorama of the
march of that empire upon which, as Dan-
iel Webster said, the sun never sets. The
air Is alive with expectancy, thousands
upon thousands of flags and banners float
In the evening breeze, the decorations
which have easily cost a million of Eng-
lish money are In place, myriads of lights
aro glowing or stand ready for their flam

SAYS SILVER SA DEAD ISSUE.
Eugene Deb Sny He Will Try to

Make Socialism the Polit-
ical Inxue In lftOO.

Chicago, June 19. Eugene V. Debs de-
clared to-d- In an Interview that the free
silver wave had receded to such an extent
that It was a dead Issue. Mr. Debs says he
Intends to encourage socialism as the Issue
In 1900.

The constitution of the Social Democra-
cy which was to-d- adopted by an over-
whelming mijority, favors the public own-
ership of all Industries controlled by mon-
opolies, trusts and combines, such as rail-
roads, telegraph, telephones, transporta-
tion, water works, gas and electric plants.
It also fnvors public proprietary control of
all mines, oil and gas wells. It favors re-
duction of hours of labor In proportion to
the progress of production. Relief for un-
employed Is suggested In the undertaking
of public works and Improvements, the
public credit to be used for that purpose.

MAINE POPS ARE SORE.

Sick of Their Alliance With llenioc- -'

racy Declare Acalnut Far-
ther Fnslon.

Lcwlston, Me.. June 19. At a meeting of
the Maine state Populist committee at Au-

burn y, all present were opposed to
fusion and In favor of a middle-of-the-roa-

course. Delegates were appointed to
the middle-of-the-ro- ad Populist conference
at Nashillo July 4.

Resolutions were adopted declaring that
"the late alliance with the silver Democra-
cy has proven a failure and should no long-
er be continued," and condemning In un-
qualified terms the "brutal treatment" ac-
corded by the Democratic party to the Pop-
ulists and especially to "that great nation-
al leader. Hon. Thomas E. Watson."

Further fusion with the silver faction of
the Democratic party "and the Republican
party for Its broken promises of prosperity"
were condemned.

IS TO BE REVIVED.

AXOTHER ATTEMPT AT AX ARDI-TRATI-

AGREE3IEXT.

NEW TREATY ALREADY DRAFTED

OBJECTIOXARLE FEATURES OF RE-

JECTED TREATY AVOIDED.

PRESIDENT MINLEY HOPEFUL

HAS ALWAYS BEEX A FIRM ADVO-

CATE OF ARBITRATIOX.

Xcw Treaty Will Xot Be Submitted to
the Senate Until December

With Grent Brit-
ain So Far Have Been

Very Informal.

Washington. June 19. President McKln-le- y

has determined to revive the abandin.-- d

treaty of general arbitration between the
United States and Great Britain. He has
already turned his attention to the subject,
and, under direction of Secretary Sherman,
the matter has progressed to the extent
that a new treaty already has been draft-
ed to serve as the basis of negotiations
expected to result In the submission of a
convention to the senate to replace that
which was negotiated by Secretary OIney
only to fall In the early hours of the pres-
ent session.

The president always has been an advo-
cate of the settlement of International dis-

putes by arbitration, and although disap-
pointed In the reception accorded the orig-
inal treaty, he never has abandoned hope
of being able to present the advantage of
arbitration to tho senate in such a light
as would make It acceptable to that body.

In the draft which Is to be used as a
basis of negotiations, there are none of the
objectionable points which caused the fail-

ure of the Oiney treaty. Just how this
could be arranged without sacrificing t,io
vital principles of arbitration cannot be
disclosed, but the parties to the work feel
confident they have succeeded In doing so.

It Is not In contemplation that the treaty
will be submitted to the senate before next
December. There Is felt to be no urgency,
and official Intimation has been given that,
so far as possible, the present special ses-

sion of congress would be devoted to the
tariff. Moreover, the personnel of the sen-

ate is the same now as It was when tho
arbitration treaty was rejected, so that It
Is-f- elt nothing will be lost by allowing
some time to lntarvene before-th- e question
is again, brought to He attention Of the
senate.

There is reason to believe that the
attitude of the senate toward a new treaty
will be fully canvassed and understood be-

fore the treaty Is signed. The experience
over the last treaty led the parties to It to
conclude that the document Itself amount-
ed of little without an assurance In advance
that It would be likely to meet with fa-

vorable consideration in the senate. For
that reason there will be no disposition to
affix signatures to a new treaty until at
least reasonable assurances are given that
a two-thir- majority of the upper branch
of congress stands ready to ratify the In-

strument.
It Is understood that the Initiative In the

present case will be taken by this govern-
ment. The failure of the former treaty
by the action of the senate left the sub-
ject In such condition that the British
government did not feel disposed to renew
negotiations unless first Invited by the
United Sates. Under these circumstances,
the subject would have lapsed had not of-

ficials at Washington, who were deeply Im-

pressed with the farreachlng character of
an alliance between the two English
speaking people, taken up the question
where tho senate left It and set about
devising means to overcome the objections
of the senate. The first steps were of an
Informal character, and there has been an
absence of the usual formalities of diplo-

matic negotiation, the desire being to ef
fect results with the least possible form-
ality.

Sir Julian Pauncefote leaves Washington
next Tuesday, sailing on Wednesday for
Great Britain. It was understood at first
that the ambassador would take a copy
of the new treaty with him. but this will
not be done. It is expected, however, that
a draft will be In London at no distant
day. In which case Sir Julian will be In
communication with the foreign office to
consider the terms of the Instrument. It
was during the ambassador's, visit to Lon-

don last summer that he Held extended
conferences with Lord Salisbury, which re-

sulted In bringing the two countries to-

gether on the te treaty.
The main objections which the senate

found to the former treaty were those
naming King Oscar of Norway-Swede- n as
fifth arbitrator; the Inclusion of questions
of national policy, such as the Monroe doc-

trine and the construction of the Nica-
ragua canal; the exclusion of the senate
from passing upon each specific subject of
orbltration, and the fixed tenure of the
arbitrators.

wrought up over the numerous lynchlngs
of colored men In various states, and a
call will at once bo Issued, signed by many
prominent colored men of the state for a
convention to bo held at Topeka. July 20,

for the organization of a Kansas anti-lync- h

league. W. A. Bettls, of this city, editor
of the National Reflector, the organ of
the colored Americans of the Southwest. U
the prime mover In the proposed organiza-
tion. The plan, as outlined by him. Is to
organize nntl-lync- h leagues among the col-
ored men In every county In Kansas, which
will throw their Influence to that party and
those candidates who pledge themselves to
oppose lynching negroes. In some counties
In Kansas, the colored vote Is small, but In
the "black belt," in the Eastern Kansas
counties, the negro Is a very Important
political factor. Mr. Bettls has been In
correspondence with all the colored lead-
ers In Kansas, and they are a unit In favor
of the establishment of anti-lync- h leagues.
