DISEASED SHEEP.

They Cannot Be Shipped to Any Mar-ke- t,
bat Mast Be Kept at Home-Gen- eral

Market X'ews Vis-
itors at the Yards.

All diseased sheep must be kept at home,
and the department of agriculture at Wash-
ington has taken steps that the It will no
longer permit the spread of sheep scab
from one section to another. Colonel Al-
bert Dean, of the bureau of animal Indus-
try here, received the following from Wash-
ington yesterday, with Instructions to en-
force Its provisions:

It Is also a violation of thelaw for any person, company or corpora-
tion to deliver for such transportation toany railroad company, or master or owner
of any boat or vessel, any sheep, knowing
them to be affected with said disease; and
It Is also unlawful for any person, company
or corporation to drive on foot or trans-port In private conveyance from one stateor territory to another, or from any stats
Into the District of Columbia, or from thaDistrict Into any state, any sheep, knowing
them to be affected with said disease. AU
transportation companies and Individualsshipping, driving or transporting sheep arerequested to with this depart-
ment in enforcing the law for preventing
the spread of the said disease, inspectors
of the bureau of animal Industry are di-
rected to report all violations of this act
which come to their attention."In order to more effectually accomplish,
the object of the above mentioned laws. It
13 ucreujr uruereu mai any rauroaa cars..peats or other vehicles, which have heen
used In the transportation, of sheep affected
with said disease, shall be immediately
cleaned and disinfected by the owners orby the transportation companies In whoso
possession said cars or vehicles may be at
the time the animals are unloaded, by firstremoving all litter and manure which they
contain, and then saturating the wood-
work with a 5 per cent solution of crude
carbolic acid in water. Inspectors of the
bureau of animal Industry are directed to
see that this order Is carried into effect.
