A BOGUS MONEY GANG

BULLFROG VALLEY HAND OF COUN-
TERFEITERS BROKEN TP.

THEIR MINT WAS IN ARKANSAS.

SHIPFPFED THE PRODUCT TO ALL
PARTS OF THE COUNTRY.

—_—

One of the Shrewdest and Most Dan-
gerons Baods of Counmicriciters
That Has Operaied in ihe
United Sintes In Re-
ecent Years.

Little Rock, Ark., June 2h—Deputy Unit-
#d States marshals attached to the Fort
Smith court have eapturcd three men
whose arrest, it Is belleved, has effectoally
broken up the once famous band of coun-
terfoliers known 1o secrel service operat-
ors all over the United Btaten as the ull-
frog valley gung. The gang was one of the
shrewdest and most daogerous bands of
counterfeiters thut has opersted In the
United States in recent years. Thelr head-
quariers, or “mint,"” was situated In Pope
county, Ark. The gnng had branches for
the purpose of floating thelr bogus money
in nearly all the principal citles in the
country, amd even, s0 the secret service
men say, in Toronto, Canada, and the Clty
of Mexlco. Some of the most noted coun-
terfelters and confldence men in the coun-
try were members and agents of the gang.

At the last term of the federnl ¢ourt held
in this city, elght Indictments wera re-
turned naguinst members of the band
These parties are now all in custody awalt-
ing trinl. Secveral other members of the
eang have heen convioted for pursing coun-
terfeit monmey In virlous citles and are now
serving terms of Imprisonment. The secret
service headquarters in Little Rock to-day
recelved Information from Fort Smith that
officers of that district had succeeded In
capturing threa more members of the gang.
It & the opinion of the officers that the
capture of ithese men effectually wipes out
the gang.

The work of locating the headquarters of
the Bullfrog wvalley gang of counterfeiters
s considered one of the best pleces of de-
tective work accomplinhed by the secret
service oMcers In the past deeade, The
members of the gang sought a remole spot
In the fastnesses In the mountains of Pope
county and puassed themselves as rough

EPIDEMIC OF SUICIDES.

Many People Found the Barden of
Life In Chicngo Too Heavy
to Henr.

Chicago, June % —~Two men killed them-
selves yesterday In Chicago and three
women made unsuccessiul attempis at
sulclde. The bodies of two olther men wepre
found dead and the day wna rounded out
with the death of still another, who shot
himsslf a week ugo.

With this dark Friday's record, a June
that has been rich in work for the coroner
was brought to & climax, though the enl-
endar shows the month s not yet done. It
has been this year the month of suleides,
as well as of brides and roses. In the twen-
ty-five days of the month thus far, there
have been nearly foriy cases of sulcides
in Chicago, besides twelve other deaths in
which the element of doubt remaine. To
double the horror of this record, there has
nrisen A fight between the police depart-
ment and Coraner Berse for the posssasion
of the dead bodies. This fight renched a
climax in Bowmanviile, when six of the
caroner's deputies selzedd the hody of Emil
Volght, & sulclde, and carried It by force
out of an undertaker's shop, placed It In a
wagon and hauled it to the county morgue.

THE TARIFF BILL.

FEW REPUBLICAN DIFFERENCES

IDEA OF A TAX ON BANK CHECKS
PRACTICALLY ABANDONED.

Tax on Ten Again Being Serioasly
Considered an a Revenue Meas-
ure—=Compromise Rntes on
Lensd Proabable—No In-
erease on Beer.

Washington, June M -Thae Republioun
tarlll managers ure very hopeful of belng
able to complete the consideration of the
tariT LN In the senate by pext Wednesday
night, ® result which would bring the end
in the sennte within the present menth,
They are led 1o this conciusion because the
Republicans have sdjusted most of their
differences and see thelr way clear to the
esottiement of others. ‘The Democratie el
er+ do not concede the ponsibllity of so
early a conclusion. They generally place It
a week further on, or about the Tth or Sth
of July, but admit that the end may come
by Saturday of next woek.

Of the preblems still unsolved by the Re-
publicans, lead ore, conl, fron ore, gypsum,
tallow and o f=w chemicals are giving the
most trouble, but there ix no doalt of an
adjustment on all of these, which will hold
the full party vote, The disposition Is to
hold to the rates nt present fixed on lead
and iron ore. with the Intention of making
changes In conference. The rate on Cana-
dinn eoal will probably be advanced to 6
cents per long ton,

The advocates of & high rate on lead ore,
apparently, are prepared to meet thelr op-
ponents half way in conference and accept
a rate of 1§ conts,

The finance committes has practically de-
elled to abandon the propossd tax on bank
checks, which at one time wis favorably
considered, and also the increase of #H
centa a barrel in the beer tax and the
chunrge in the tobncco tax.

Thero is some diffioulty In ths judiciary
committes In agreeing upon the form of an
antl-trust amendment, but all the probabll-
Ities point to the Incorporation of the Pot-
tus propogition, directed specifically at the
sugar trust and of very litle more. It is
expected that the reciprocity amendment
will ba ready for presentation by next
Tuesday. The present indications are that
it will make provision for negotlating recl-
procity treaties, but that thers wiil be &
requirement that they shall be submitted
to the renate.

The nocesslty for subserving the revenues
will render It impossible that provision be
made for the free admission of dutlable
articles under reclprocal ngreements, but
that & maximum percentage for remission
will be specified. The rate  of remission
moet favorably consldered now ts 20 per
cent. There probably will be objection to
the retention of the houso provision for
the continuance of the Hawalian reciproc-
Ity agreement on sugar, but *he finance
committee will favor such an arrang=ment
and the probabilities are that tive Repub-
licans will sopport it solidly pending action
upon the annexation treaty. The action of
the committes in withdrawing its amend-
ments to the sugar scheduale probably
would have the effect of leaving the pravis-
fon in force without further effort to that
end. but there !s no probability that some
one will not offer an amendment that will
open up the enilire question.

The guestion of the duty on tea Is agaln
recolving the attention of the committes.
This was practicaily abandomed at one
time, Lut since It has besn found peces-
vary to let the beer tax g0 and 1o forego
tha tax on checks It I= thought that the
tea Jduty may be necessary (o bring the
revenun up to the requisite point. The
tnciinations of the committes are stlil
against the tax, and If kept in it will oniy
be on account of the nece=sity for so doing.
Tha committes is now having a computa-
tion made that will determine this matter.

The expectntion ia that the bill will not
be long in conference. The prospective
Nouse conferrees have been In touch with
the senate managers from the beginning
of the consideration of the bill in the son-
ate, and have already, It s stated, prae-
tically concurred in many of the changes
which have been made.

STRICKEN IN THE SENATE.

Parnlysia of the VYoeal Cord Cuts
Short a Passlonnte Specch by
Senntor Pettigrew,

Washington, June 2—An abropt and
rtartling halt In the tariff debate occurred
in the senate nt 2.3 o'clock to-dny when,
in the midst of a passionate speech, S8enn-
tor Pettigrew, silver Republican, of South
Dakotn, was stricken with parnilysis of
the vocal cord, which brought his vehe-
ment speach to a close with a sentence half
uttered. ‘The senntor was not physically
Incapacitated, except in the sudden loss
of the power of speech. Although he took
his seat unalded, his associntes felt that
grava possibilities were Involved in such
on attack, They wers quickly by his side
and he woas ministered to with as little
confusion as possible. He left the cham-
ber soon after and wae taken home by his
friends. The debate proceeded, but no fur-
ther progresa on the tariff bill was made
and the awe-llke fecling occasioned by
this inetdent led to an adjournment at 3
o' clovk.

Seuator Pettigrew mallied rapldly and
this evening chatted plensantly with his
family and a few friends who cnlled #t
kis home., He was still a4 little wenk from
the efscts of the attack. but was greatly
Improved and saidd he felt quite well, There
was no fever or any unplousant symptoms
growing out of the attacrk. His physician
anticipates no serious results.
