Tliey "Will Sell a Hook on Free Sliver
and Trust for Snpport to Those

Who Are Devoted to "The
Couae" Will Visit

Der Bryan wagon No. 1. with, two
"apostles" on board, left Kansas City,
Kns.. yesterday morning. Dcr wagon Is
commanded by Professor Watcher, who lias
made a life study of political economy, so
he says. It his printed upon Its sides
the Information that It Is from Kansas,
Just as If the poo.- - state didn't have enough
upon Its shoulders already. Placards an-

nounce that Its occupants are to teach the
icnorant classes of the East, which der
professor thinks Is much needed In that

district. Der Bryan
wagon Is called the apostolic wagon by
der professor and his studenti In political
economy, whoso name Is given as Joseph
Hoffman. There were twelve apostles in
olden times, but dcre are only two this
trip.

.Apostles Walcher and Hoffman Intend to
live by begging for bread. They will sleep
on tho ground and have Iridescent dreams
of a Jacob's ladder In the form of some
rich offlce when "Bryan is elected to der
presidency In 1900." Apostles Walcher and
Hoffman vlll alM sell a nt sliver book
on the way to der East. It was not known
at first, but a detective has discovered that
this Is the real purpose of the educational
tour. If enough of the nt books can
be sold, there will be no need for the apos-
tles to beg. but they are preparing for the
worst just tne same, rneir preparations
are wisely made If they Intend to sell the
books.

Der start last Saturday night was a
Popullstic success In every way. There
were not more than tifteen persons around
the wagon at any time, and this Includes
the small boys. Besides the "apostles,"
two odder speakers spoke. Dey were Sam-
uel Simpson King, who wants to change
the course of the Kaw river and make the
state line hit somewhere In the vicinity of
Union avenue, and William Half-Acr- e

Toothaker, who always wants to be re-
ferred to as the "honorablo" In a news-
paper wrlle-u- p. These two gentlemen were
both given appointments by Governor
Leedy, and consequently they did not dis-
cuss prosperity, as pops generally do.
Toothaker snld that 1J Bryan were to run
lor president to-d- he would get 15.000
majority, showing conclusively that the
people are growing worse Instead of better
in his opinion. King said practically noth-
ing. Walcher, der professor, talked for
about one hour, and said that his system
of campaigning was started 1,000 years ago
by the apostles. He vowed his Intention
of visiting Mark Hanna and the othergreat living monsters of the East, bun sen-blb- ly

added that he didn't think he could
all of them. He did not try to

any of the books Saturday night, for
the reason that when the book-sellin- g time
came around his crowd of fifteen specta-
tors had disappeared.

It was a glorious start yesterday morn-
ing at any rate. The Bryan wagon left
with much noise and gusto, as the citizens
of Kansas City, Kas.. are patriotic, and
were up early In the morning celebrating
tho anniversary of American Independence.
Der Bryan wagon will be in Independence

and for the rest of this month It
will travel through Missouri. Then It will
enter Illinois, Indiana and other states.
This is the route, as laid out, though if
the books don't sell, ar.d the people are
not extremely liberal with their cold bis-
cuits and side bacon, der professor and his
student may return in a short while and
resume the study of political economy In
Kansas.

Eloquent Sermon by Rev. Gertrude L.
Campbell, of the Men-ar- t Avenue

"Consecrated Patriotism" was the subject

Whenever the word patriot
is spoken there comes to the mind of every
American those greatest names of our his-
toryWashington. Lincoln, Grant. Why
An we think of them? Because they put
Into deeds their love of country In the hour
of her greatest trial nnd danger, and their
very names stand for patriotism. To the
officers be great glory for wse !eadcrs"",j:

to the private soldier be greater glory for
faithful following, even unto death. For
the 1 ullders of our great republic 'every one
had his sword girded by his side. and ver-
ily, 'they bullded better than they knew."

"Washington was one of those true heart-
ed patriots and our land has been blessed
with many who serve for pure love of
country. Their names are enrolled In gold-
en letters on the white scroll of the na-
tion's love, and Jeweled with rubles, red
with their heart's best blood. And the lit-
tle white guardian angels, as they hovered
over him on the battlefield, said, "Hush! Fly
softly! This Is one of God's annointed. We
must keep all danger from him with our
wings!"

"Who loved the country more than the
women, who endured great privations with-
out complaint? Who cared for the wounded
in hospitals: whose lives were a daily heart
breaking anxiety, and who sacrificed fath-
ers and brothers, husbands and sons, on
the Ritar of their country's welfare?

An Advocnte of the "White Metnl "Who
Finds Too Much Prosperity

In the Air.
"I have been on a business trip through

Texas. Colorado. "Wyoming and the Dak-
ota." said Thomas G. Dade, of Hopklns-vlll- e,

Ky.. at the Blossom house last even-
ing, "and there is an Increasing volume of
trade In all places. Business men are feel-
ing well, they are doing plenty of business,
they are hopeful of the future and are
paying little attention to politics. There
are plenty of evidences lying all about to
show that prosperity has come to many
people In fact, to the whole West."

Mr. Dade Is general traveling represent-
ative of the Whitman-Barne- s Manufact-
uring Company, and made the trip In the
Interests of that firm. While he was de
lighted In a business sense to see what he
told of, he was bitterly disappointed polit-
ically.

Mr. Dado Is one of the most rampant
free silver men In the Bluegrass statr.
He hoped in the trip to find calamity all
over the West, and the condition of tradestagnant. He believed that with business
stagnation for a few years there would be
a great opportunity for the success of the
silver cause which, to his mind, is a pana-
cea for all ills. He was surprised and dis-
appointed at what he saw.

At 2 o'clock the Santa Fe .vent out in four
sections with every seat taken. The reg-
ular train from Chicago came into the city
late, and liefore It arrived two sections of
the train had been made up here for the
local travel and that from connecting lines
and sent out. The regular was In two sec-
tions and followed.

The railroad men were surprised at the
volume of travel yesterday, as they had
been let! to believe that Saturday closed
the rush, and were prepared to take mat-
ters quietly yesterdav. Instead, they had
a very busy day. The passengers were
from all over the East, with a large num-
ber from Ohio nnd Pennsylvania.

Since the heavy travel began there has
been a wild rush for something to eat with
the arrival of every train at the depot, and
the lunch counter there has been filled four
deep for half a day nnd has sold out time
after time.

FIRECRACKERS OR TRAMPS.

CAUSED A BLAZE IX J. W. MERRILL
LU3IIIER COMPANY'S YAI1D,

Nearly 2,000,000 Feet of Pine Lumber
and a I.nrge Stock of ShlnKles

Burned Loss Between 9o,
OOO and ?:tO,006

Inaured.

A large portion of the stock of the J. TV.
Merrill Lumber Company at Twenty-fourt- h

street and Southwest boulevard, was de-

stroyed by fire last night, causing a loss
of between $25,000 and $30,000, fully covered
by Insurance. The Are was discovered
shortly after S o'clock near an outhouse,
and Is supposed to have been caused by
small boys, shooting firecrackers or by
tramps. The tire spread with great rapid-
ity, and despite a terrific downpour of rain,
which began soon after the Are started,
it made such headway that it was with the
utmost difficulty that the firemen were en-

abled to confine It to the south portion
of the yards. The office was badly scorched
but no records were destroyed and the
building Is In condition to be used. Ar-
rangements have been made by Sir. Mer-
rill to resume business morning.

While a light stock was carried, owing
to the season of the year, yet In the neigh-- 1
borhood of 2,000.000 feet of lumber were
burned. Mr. Merrill handles only white
and yellow pine. The stock which was
burned was the most valuable portion, be-
ing what is known as the shed stock, con-
tained in the Immense sheds surrounding
the office. The entire stock of shingles was
burned, but the stock of lath was not In-
jured.

While the Are was at Its height, the raincame down In torrents and would have ex-
tinguished any ordinary tire, but the burn-
ing lumber covered such a large area and
blazed with such fierceness that the water
seemed to have no effect upon it whatever,

.in fact only impeding the efforts of the
firemen who were fighting the flames. A
fire in a lumber yard is one of the hardestto handle nnd Is especially dreaded by fire-
men. Such a fire Is of great tennclty, and
tho lumber In the Merrill yards will prob-
ably burn all day.

The entire plant of the Merrill company
covers about four acres, but the section
of the yards lying to the north of those
burned contained the least valuable and
the unsheuded portions of the stock. All
the shelving stock and finer classes of lum-
ber were destroyed, such as flooring andfinishing lumber.

Mr. Merrill has been In the lumber busi-
ness In Kansas City for twenty-nin- e years,
engaging In the business here In 186S. He
was first located nt Fourteenth and Grand,
then removed to Eleventh and Main; later
he established a branch at Eleventh and
Baltimore and maintained his principal
yards at Twenty-fourt- h and the Southwest
boulevard, where he has been located for
the past fifteen years.

POPULISTSMEET TO'DAY.

Mlddle-of-the-Iton- cl Faction (o Hold

Nnahvllle.
Nashville, Tcnn., July 4. At n meeting of

the committee appointed at Memphis to
call the conference of the People's party,
which meets here the following
were present: W. S. Morgan, F. D. AV.
Mays. J. S. Coxey, Abe Stelnbcrger. J. H.
Ferris, Milton Parks and Joe Parker. Mr.
Mays presided and Mr. Parker acted as
secretary. The object of the meeting was
to map out a programme. The committee
decided to recommend J. S. Bradley, of
Texas, for temporary chairman and Joe A.
Parker for temporary secretary.

A large number of delegates have arrived
and many are scheduled to come on late
trains Congressman Howard, of
Alabama; John Seltes. of Ohio, and M. R.
Coffman. of Arkansas, are here. Ignatius
Donnelly Is en route and "Cyclone" Davis
is expected before the conference adlourns.
There seems a great deal of uncertainty
concerning the attendance of Tom Watson
and Senator Butler, and opinion Is about
evenly divided as to their attendance.

Those here, while they discuss what the
convention should do quite freely, do not
seem agreed upon what It will do, though
the prevailing idea seems to be party re-
organization in order to put an end to dis-
satisfaction which hns arisen in the party
on account of occurrences within th. pastyear. It Is expected that the sessions may
be somewhat stormy, but no action can
be taken except the adoption of resolutions,
though some, including F. W. D. Mays,
think It not Improbable that resolutions
criticising the actions of some members of
the' national committee will be adopted. The
anti-fusio- n sen'lmept is strong and whataction is taken it is believed will be In
favor of Independence and against fusion.

The delegates to the National Reform
Press Association convention will meet to-
morrow, but nothing will be done otherthan taking part in the general conference,
to which the most of them aro delegates.

the Santa Fe had taken forty coaches out
of the city during the day. Colonel Parker,
the city passenger rustler of the road.went
to the train register In the Union depot
and made a little calculation as to the
number of coaches the Santa Fe had taken
out since the Christian Endeavor rah to
the West began. He looked through the reg-
ister for six days and counted the extra
sections nnd specials that had gone out
and found the line had taken out about
5H0 cars during the rush. This wjs about
eighty cars per day for the West, or eight
trains of ten enrs each. He read the re-
sults with much satisfaction and said it
had been a good week for business.

SUICIDE IS NEVER JUSTIFIED

APPALLING RECOltD IX KANSAS CITY
CALLS OCT A SEIIMOX.

Itev. Dr. Wnrner Holda Thnt Self-Murd- er

.la Xevrr Riant What.
He Connldera the Snfe-Run- rd

Agnlnat It.

Jlev. S. B. Warner, D. D.. preached last
night in the Dundee Methodist Episcopal
church, corner of Fifteenth street and
Troost nvenue. of which he Is pastor, on
the topic. "Is Suicide Ever Right?" After
considering the various cnuirs that lead
people to take their own lives he answers
the question In the negative. His discourse
was based upon a summary of suicides and
attempted suicides published In The Jour-
nal last week. Notwithstanding the heavy
rain that fell during the services there was
a largo attendance. Rev. Warner spoke
from the text. "Thou shalt not kill."

"Tho numerous recent suicides In our city
have startled us. A veritable epidemic
seems to have settled down upon u. In
a certain issue of The Journal of last week
the record was given. This shows that
In the space of seven weeks there have
been forty-tw- o attempted suicides In this
city, of which fourteen were successful.
Since this statement was published there
have been several other cases added to the
appalling list. In the Review of Reviews
I find this estimate: "Every month an av-
erage of 15,000 persons perish by their own
hands.' This gives us the awful total for
the world of 180.000 per year or more than
are killed In the bloodiest campaigns.

"If we seek for the cause of this almost
incredible taking of life, we shall find It
almost invariably to be an attempt to es-
cape the Ills of life. As such it is blind,
futile nnd culpable. It demands at the
hands of the pulpit and press frequent and
faithful treatment.

"The influence of surrounding conditions,
as fostering or preventing suicides is very
manifest. It Is very emphatically prohib-
ited In the Koran and consequently is rare
in Mohammedan countries. The Roman
Catholic church Is pronounced In its con-
demnation and accordingly where that
faith is dominant suicide is not so common
ns In some countries of Protestant follow-
ing, as may be seen In Spain and Southern
Italy. Buddha did not prohibit and hence
it is sadly frequent In India. China nnd
Japan. Where materialism prevails there
is much of It as appears in Paris, Berlin
nnd Vienna. Pessimism leads to a low es-

timate of life, and consequently encour-
ages suicide several of Its leading teachers
exemplifying this. Circumstances of mis-
fortune and trouble naturally lead- - that
way. The "hard times," when many are
without employment, have tended to cre-
ate conditions of late that have been full
of despair and foreboding, which have wel-
comed untimely and unnatural death.

"Well may we ask the question. Is sui-
cide ever right? Christian sentiment pro-
nounces It sin, and allows of but few ex-
ceptions to the proposition. Intention and
freedom of the cat In taking one's own life
constitutes the ground of culpability. To
this there are the possible exceptions when
sanity and discretion are lacking. Morselll,
who Is an authority on this subject, says
that only about one-thir- d of those that
make away with themselves have previous-
ly shown symptoms of Insanity. It Is an
over merciful consideration and not candid
Judgment that pronounces the majority of
suicides Insane. Responsibility for over-
strained and minds
must enter into this consideration. It does
not have the defense of Justifiable homicide
wnicn rests on tne taxing ot lire to save
life.

"Every suicide is a murder and he that
commits It Is a murderer. The fact that he
takes his own life instead of that of an-
other does not affect the fact. The sixth
commandment in the divine law applies and
constitutes a most emphatic prohibition.
Tho power over ourselves does not cover
life. No man belongs to himself alone. Our
lives belong first to God. who gave, sus-
tains and blesses them, lie does all of this
for a purpose that requires as far as we can
Judge a whole life in order to Its fulfillment.
lie gave life and He alone has the right to
take it. Society has also a claim upon us.
It is a great partnership and we have no
right to withdraw from the burdens and re-
sponsibilities that belong to us. It is nqth-ln- g

short of criminal desertion. We belong
likewise to our frlc'rifls and owe them per-
petual love, encouragement nnd help. Sui-
cide breaks every bond and law of love.

"But nre there not conceivable exceptions
to this position? May not a combination of
circumstances arise that will warrant or at
least exculpate the act of the suicide? Will
not the case of the one that is sad and
weary of life be exceptional? The sorrows
and burdens have been heavy and numer-
ous, strength nnd assistance have been

nnd the continuation of life seems
Intolerable. Candor would suggest more
courage and devotion. How cowardly much
of this fleeing from the hard things of life.
It is often the effort to escape from bur-
dens that will as a consequence fall upon
other shoulders already carrying their
share. More than this, we have no right
to leave life's post of duty till relieved by
the Ruler of the universe.

"Some seem to hnve failed In life, and In
dlsheartenment claim a right to end exist-
ence. Who can tell when he has failed?
Perhaps, after all. it has not been a fail-
ure. Wo are Incompetent Judges of our-
selves. If it has bren a failure, we are re-
sponsible and ought to set at once about
the work of making it a success. It Is never
too late. Suicide is surrender, and surren-
der Is sin. The infirm or permanently inval-
ided one who feels that he is of no use in
the world Justified In the net. Life
need never be useless and will not be so If
it be true. The deformed and weak can
take comfort in the fact that obligation is
only according to ability.

"May the criminal imprisoned for life end
his days and Justify himself by saying that
the grave is better than the cell"? No. for

this is not true. Even a cell may be infi
nitely better than a dishonored grave. In
the cell there may be further chance of de-
velopment nnd the exercise of Influence for
good on others. Even In this there will be
a worthy purpose served. But the appeal
of the hopelessly diseased who can only suf-
fer on and be a burden to a greatly post-
poned end deserves response. But though
the heavens are silent, he knows not better
than God when the end should be.

PUT A BULLET IN HIS HEAD

AS A nESLLT aiEItHIAN PATTEN IS
EXPECTED TO DIE.

Driven to Drink by Domestic Trouhlea
He Determined to Take Ilia Oirn

Life Woman Tries
Suicide.

Mcrrlan Patten, proprietor of a restaur-
ant at Ninth and Mulberry streets, at-

tempted to commit suicide last evening at
8 o'clock by shooting himself In the held

a Smith &. Wesson revolver.
He will probably die. Patten was at his
home over the restaurant at the time. Do-

mestic troubles are assigned as the cause
of the attempt at r. The bail
entered the right side of the head behind
the ear and has not been located.

Patten Is a married man. 34 years old. and
has two children. He is a proferslonal
cook, and came to Kansas City six years
ago, starting In the restaurant business
two years ago. Until two months ago he
had the reputation of being a sober anJ In-

dustrious man. He then took to drinking
and told some friends that It was because
of family troubles. Two weeks ago he was
arrested for drunkenness and fined. He
brooded over his troubles and continued to
drink heavily. Yesterday morning he pro-
cured a revolver and told several men with
whom he was drinking In a saloon that he
intended to "go after a man who had ruin-
ed his home." Last evening he treated a
crowd which was lounging about in a sa-
loon across from his restaurant, and seem-
ed in the best of spirits. He then went
home. He told his wife that he Intended
to kill "that man Joe" and flourished his
revolver. She attempted to take the re-
volver away from him, but he left the
houte with It. Shortly atferwards he re-
turned and went to his room without
speaking to anyone. He sat down on a
chair at the foot of his bed and, placing
the revolver to his head, fired.

Mabel McMlllen, a waitress in his res-
taurant, had Just stepped from her room
into the hail and saw him fire the bullet.
He fell to the floor but did not wholly lose
consciousness. Police Surgeon Hyde was
summoned and probed for the bail, but was
unable to locate it.

The room in which Patten shot himself
is a small. Illy ventilated one. Mrs. Pat-
ten at first refused to permit his removal
from the place, but Dr. Hyde ordered him
taken to the cltv hosnltal. where he could
receive proper medical attention. It Is not
thought that Patten can recover.
