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SECRETARY TURNER TALKS.

SAYS "VOT A COMPLUNT II S BEEN
M VIJi: TO TIIC IIOAItO.

Cites Derisions to Miorr That If Valid
Comiilnlnts Were Made the Hull-roa- il

Ilonnl Has Power to
Grant Relief Kan-

sas Vevvs.

Topcka. Kas, July S. (Special.) In the
course of an interview y. R. W. Turn-

er, secretarj of the state board of railroad
commissioners, openly admits that farm-

ers and shippers are not complaining to the
board of excessive freight charges of the
Kansas road. In fact, he sajs that not a
single complaint of the kind has been made
to the board since the Populists took charge
of the board. five months ago He also
claims that, under the present laws, the
board has power to fix rates, and that the
onls reason it has not proceeded to do so
Is because no farmer or shipper will make
complaint. He no doubt expresses the de-

sire of the board when he suggests that if
anj body has a grievance the board would
be pleased to act.

This plays havoc with Governor Leedy's
contention The governor claims that there
Is a voctferous and general howl about ex-

orbitant freight rates, that shippers and
farmers are being robbed and are prajing
for relief, and that under present laws, no
relief can be given them. It also Interferes
with his efforts to obtain a maximum
freight rate law through a special session
of the legislature. Turner simply states
that no complaints have been made, and
that If there was such a hue and cry as
Leedy talks about, the board would be
flooded with complaints. Secretary Turner
sajs:

"It appears to me that most of the dis-

cussion that has taken place in the news-
papers relatlve-t- o the rate question in the
state is indulged In by persons who cither
Ignore the existing law or persons who are
not familiar with It as it is. The board of
railroad commissioners cannot act on their
own motion in matters relating to transpor-
tation, but that they can act If any viola-
tion of the law of 1SS3, as to earning
freight. Is properly brought before them,
there is no doubt. Neither is there a doubt
as to their power In the premises. In the
Fifty-fift- h Kansas, page 212, the supreme
com: of the state has Interpreted the law
relativ e to freight rates, which now gov erns
the actions of the board. In that report.
board of railroad commissioners vs. the
Symns Grocer Company, the supreme court
of the state held:
"It Is well settled that It Is comrelent

for the legislature to C3tabllh rates and
classifications to be charged by the rail-
road companies for the transportation of
passengers or freight between points on
their lines within the state, and als that
this power may be largely delegat'd to
boards of commissioners. Under the act
of 1153, as since amendea, a code of ruls
is provided f6r the regulation and control
of the railroads, and it confers upon the
board of railroad commissioners the power
to establish or revise rates of transporta-
tion, and the finding and adjudication of
that board as to rates Is to be accepted
by the railroad companj. posted up "n the
depots on the line of its road, and taken
as a reasonable compensation for the serv-
ice for which they are provided, until the
contrary is proven. The finding and adjudi-
cation of the board is prima facie evidence
of the matters therein stated, and of what
is a reasonable charge In all actions for
such service."

The statutes construed by the foregoing
opinion are sections 1331, 1337, 1339 and 1311

cf the General Statutes of IsSS Section 1341

is the section which provides the code
of rules for the making of complaints
against the railway companies who in he
transportation of freight violate the pro-
visions of the law; and If complaints were
made under section 1341, and in conformity
therewith, alleging unreasonable charges,
or that the rates charged for freight are
unjust, unreasonable or extortionate, the
board of railroad commissioners could In-

vestigate such charges In the same manner
as a court of primary jurisdiction, nni cn-d- er

the law have full power to determine
what are just and reasonable rates. And
such finding, under the decision of the
supreme court is to be accepted by the
railroad company, posted up in the depots
on the line of Its road, and taken as a
reasonable compensation for the service
for which they are provided until the con-
trary is proven."

"The phrase 'until the contrary Is proved'
means simply this That If. after Investi-
gation, upon a complaint, as provided for
in section 1311, the railroad commissioners
fix 2. rate which is not satisfactory to tho
company, that the company must accept
the rate until the) can go into the courts
of the state and show by evidence and In
all likelihood the same evidence as was
offered before the commissioners that the
rates fixed by the commissioners are un-
reasonable and confiscatory For in the de-
cision above cited, the supreme court has
declared. 'Although not clothed with all
the functions of a court, thej are autho-
rize to deternlne what are just and rea-
sonable rates In a certain sense, thy are
the guardians of the public, for the n

of shippers nnd patrons. Their deter-
mination Is binding and conclusive, unless
the railroad companies can show that their
findings and decisions are unjust and un-
reasonable '

"This In my opinion. Is all that a max-
imum freight rate bill could do. and while
a. law rould be passed, the provisions of
which would be easier of application, yet,
under the present law. power is conferred.
If complainants follow the rules laid down
by the statute

"These rules provide that the commis-
sioners can act in such cases upon the
complaint and application of he ma) or and
council or the trustee of any township:
and that the major and council, or trustee
of an) township, can be required to make
Buch complaint before the board of com-
missioners upon the petition of anv twenty--

five or more legal voters of any such
city or township And should the major
und council, or the trustee refue or de-
cline to complj with the praver of the
petitioners, thej shall state the reason
for such in writing upon
the petition nnd return the same to the
petitioners, and the petitioners may. there-
upon, within ten dajs from the date of
such refusal and rrturn, present such pe-

tition to said commissioners and the com-
missioners shall. If, upon Inquiry and hear-
ing of the petitioners, they think that the
pub.lc good demands the examination, pro-
ceed to make it. In the same manner as If
called upon b the mayor ard council of
onj citj or the trustee of any township

"Such Is the modus operandi of making
comnlalnt under the statutes of Kansas
In ail matters relating to freight rates.

Without excejl!on, when aucb letters were

received, the) have been given prompt at-

tention bv the commissioners, and the com-

panies complained of notified of the con-

tents of such communication, and request-
ed to formulate to the commission such
answer as the) maj care to make in ex-

planation of the matters charged in such
letters. In nearl) ever) Instance, after the
lapse of a few da)s. the writers of the let-

ters would notify the commission that, up-

ANOTHER POPULIST ROW.

Leedj Want to Put enntor Juniper
on the Charities Ilonnl, bnt

Dnrcs Not.
Tope! a. Kas., July S (Special.) Gov-

ernor Leedy has some more trouble on his
hands. He has agreed to appoint Senator
H G. Jumper as a member of the state
board of charities to suceed George Clark,
resigned, and Chairman W. L. Brown has
served notice that he will resign If Jumper
is named.

Mr. Clark was appointed by Governor
Morrill, and last April he tendered his res-
ignation as a member to Governor Leedy
at the same time that Senator v ileoxson
did. The governor accepted Wilcoxson's
resignation, but refused to accept Clark .
Leedy asked Clark as a personal favor to
stay on the board until the end of the
fiscal jear, July 1. He said that all of the
other members were new hands, and he
would like to have one of the old members
remain until tho others caught on Clark
agreed to this, and when Jul) 1 arrived he
fcupposed that he would be relieved lie
came down to make a settlement prepara-
tory to leaving, when the governor insisted
on his staying on the board Clark told the
governor that he could not think of it.
lie finally con-ent- to make the rounds
this week with the board, and when the
trip is ended Clark will quit. So far thegovernor has not accepted his resignation,
but he will decline to serve an) longer, anj-lio- w.

The governor promised to name Senator
Jumper to succeed Clark, and when W L.
llrown heard of It he went to Leedy and
told him that he would resign if Jumper
were appointed For this reason, Leedy
wants Clark to stay awhile, until he can
Let Brown and Jumper together. Leedy
knows that to turn Jumper, down means
trouble, w hile he is a great friend of Brow n
and doesn't want him to leave Brown Is
useful In a good many ways. He comes In
very handy In writing the governor's met-sage- s.

Brown, and Jumper are not friendly, polit-
ically speaking, and if the Osage county
senator is appointed Brown wilt lose his

as boss of the board of charitks. In-
ternal strife is raging among the 1'opulist
members of the board already. Brown and
Shane are training together, while Wheel-- ei

and Dolan have formed an alliance to
down them. Clark has been playing In
with both sides But Brown would rather
have Clark than Jumper for he knows
that Jumper will array himself with
Wheeler and Dolan Immediate), and that
they will control the board This threat-
ened condition of affairs is what caused
Frown to notlf) the gove-n- or that ho
would resign if Jumper were selected as
a member of the board.

The crisis will come in a few day". Clark
Insists on quitting, and his successor must
be chosen soon thereafter. Gov ernor Leedy
has almost wholl) ignored Osage county
ln his appointments and in order to ap-
pease Jumper's wrath he promised to name
him as a member of the board of char-
ities. Jumper expects the appointment,arj if he don't pet it there will be trouble.
Brown Is a bulldog sort of fellow, and It Is
iredlcted by those who know him best that
le will carrj out his threat and resign if

Jumper is named.

A WARNING TO TEACHERS.

They Must Use the Olllrlnl Text Hooks
or Lose Their Posi-

tions.

In the public schools of Kansas to je the
books adopted hj It Professor W. C.

He has o svstem of his own and he sa)s
he has taught It to 2.200 Kansas teachers
a,nd the) will not discard It for the verti-
cal system Just because the latter Is made
the official i'tew b) the commission.
There Is a heavv penalty for the refusal
of teachers to use books adopted, and the
commissioners assert tint It will be en-
forced to the very letter "If an) teacher
refuses to obey the law " said a member
of the board to-d- a) "he will not onlj-- find
himself out of empIo)mtnt as a teacher,
but maj-- find himself In Jail '

"Furthermore ' he went on "Professor
Stevenson will be required to teach verti-
cal writing himself nt the state normal.
He will have to discard his svstem If he
expects to hold his job there He has seen
fit to set himself up higher than the com-
mission, and now watch him drop."

CONTRACTS W0NT HOLD.

Asilstnnt Attorney General Snellln-- r

Snjn Man) Made by School
Hoards Are Invalid.

Topeka. Kas.. Jul) S. (Special ) Assist-
ant Attorney General Snelllng to-d- ren-

dered an opinion of great importance to
the patrons of public schools in Kansas,
and one which, if it is followed out. will
cause endless litigation for the book trust.
The opirlun was written in response to a
request from County Attorney Frank Ham-
ilton, of Johnson count), and in effect it de-

clares that all contracts held b) the trut
with the scnool offlce--- s of cities of the first
and second class and all counties where
county uniformity was not adopted as pre-

scribed by law, are Invalid and cannot be
enforced.

In his letter to the state legal depart-
ment. County Attorney Hamilton said that
on li't August the board of education of
Olathj entered Into contract with the
American Book Company to supply its
books to the Olalhe schools for a term of
five )ears He wanted to know if the new-tex- t

book law abrogated that contract.w.nd
If It did not. how the people of Olvthe
could get out of the contract and use the
books adopted bj the state comrol3ljn,
which cost less mone).

In reply, the attorney general stated that
the board of education of a city of the
first or second class was never given ex-
press authority to make five year contracts
for books under tho old laws. He also said
this applied to counties where county uni-
formity was not adopted b) a vote of the
people

He holds that the only thing a board of
education or country school board could
do under the old law was to adopt books
for the time for which the members were
elected to serve as school officers, and
that one set of otficers could not make a
contract of that kind that would be bind-
ing on its successors. The assistant attor-
ney general said there were two wa)s to
proceed to break such contracts. One was
for the board of education to refuse to
abide by the provisions of the contract.
Then the trust would be forced to bring
suit to enforce the contract. The other
way was. In case the board of education
refuses to act, for a patron of the chool
to enjoin the board from compiling with
the contract

Assistant State Superintendent of Schools
Amis sa)s that the opinion will affect
ever)- - first and second class city in Kan-
sas and a large number of counties, also.
He says that ever)- - citj has a contract
for the supplj- - of books. Some of the con-
tracts run for one )enr )et. while others
run for five )ears. He believes that If the
boards of education of these town do not
attempt to break the contracts, the pa-
tron., will step In with injunction proceed-
ing and as a result, the books adopted by
the state text book commission will go
Into all of the schools the very first jear.

Investigate the quality of asphalt that had
been usd by tho Parker-Washingt- com-

pany in paving other streets In the city
for which It had been awarded the con-

tracts, and also to ascertain If thl corn-par- .)

had on hand a sufficient quantity of
Trinidad lake asphalt to pave Sixteenth
street and other streets upon which It had
underbid the Barber Asphalt Paving Com-

pany.
The committee spent two afternoons

listening to testimony, and at the meeting
last night it submitted the following re-

port, in which It recommended that the
Parker-Washingt- company be shut out
of paving In Kansas City until It can prove
that It Is In a position to nw the lake
asphalt, which Is the onlj-- kind called fot
In the specifications for paving streets with
asphalt:
