SEVERAL MEXICAN STATES.

New Volcanoes In Alaska Earth-qnak- es

Since the Charleston A-
ffairPresent Condition of

Mt. Hood, Mt. Baker
and Mt. Itnnlcr.

New York, July 17. Is the United States
on the verge of a great volcanic upheaval,?
Recent reports from Mexico Indicate an
unusually active revival of volcanic phe-
nomena. Some of the largest of the cones
are in a state of eruption and new volca-
noes aro forming. Outbursts in New Mex-
ico and Arizona hae been frequently
chronicled. Reports of similar occurrences
have been received from Idaho and Wyom-min- g,

although they are of a. more doubt-
ful nature. Earthquakes have been felt
quite frequently of late in various states,
and if the record of a little more than a
scoro of years Is taken Into account a con-
tinual succession of eruptions and quak-ln- gs

can be quoted. There seems, in fact,
to be a substratum of unrest underlying the
surface of the United States, and the feel-
ing in scientific circles seems to be that the
sudden uprising of the god of Vulcan and
all the earth quakings that would accom-
pany it would be no surprising event.

New volcanoes are reported to have arisen
In the states of Vera Cruz, Oaxaca and in
Tehuan tepee. The old volcano of Colina.
on the Pacific slope of the republic, with its
point rising 12.000 feet above the sea. has
been in a condition of almost uninterrupted
activity for six years. Humor has also as-
sociated eruptive phenomena with the
giants of the Mexican plateau. Popocate-
petl and Orizaba, but such rumor, except
insofar as it is supported by the wreaths
of sulphurous vapor, which from time to
time curl out from the summit craters, and
which have in greater or les degree added
scenic features to the landscape, lacks
proper confirmation. Yet it is by no means
improbable that these same giants, now in
a condition of almost peaceful repose, will
again, before long, shake to its foundations
the mighty plateau which, more than once
in the history- - of the land, had been rifted
and torn by similar forces, as is evidenced
by the hundreds of thousands of peaks,
walls and battlements which almost every-
where scar the surface of the countrv

To the average inhabitant of the United
States it is probably unknown that volca-
noes exist In this country". It Is true that
from time to time notices have appeared in
the journals that disturbances of one kind
or another, and attributed to volcanic
forces, had been noted in the different
states and territories of the West, but
such notices have usually been disposed of
with the assurance that they were not
founded on fact. Tho observant traveler,
however, who has made the traverse of
the Southwestern United States, or of the
Pacific tier of states, will have easily sat
isfied himself that volcanic phenomena,
even If they be not representative of vital-
ity at the present moment, have added
largely, and In comparatively recent period.
to the super-cru- st of the land In New- -

Mexico and Arizona vast lava "fields, black
and glistered as in the days of their erup-
tion, roll oft from mountain peaks which
are yet perfect in form, the peaks them-
selves rise to IO.MjO of 12.000 feet elevation,
with all that beauty of shape which Indi-
cates a mountain of recent construction.

Elsewhere giant walls of volcanic rock

yet exhausted In California, Shasta Butte,
with an altitude of 14.442 feet, has the form
of a perfect volcano. So has Mount Hood,
in Oregon.and Bakerand Tacoma.or Ranier,
in Washington, the last of which is gener
ally concelv ed to be the most graceful anTl
perfect mountain form of any In the na-
tional domain, dominating the landscape
from the proud elevation of 14 444 feet. For-
merly boiling with rock at the sum-
mit, it to-d- discharges fields of Ice. gla-
ciers of no inconsiderable magnitude, as
the index of its quasi-peacef- retirement

The question now arises, what Is the
prospect or th possibilities of the near
future' Science has lis i. ..rlsos. and It
would perhaps not be safe to pic te ti.e
future. Eleven years ago. at a mec.ng of
tho British Association for the Advance-
ment of Science, presided over by one of
the most eminent American geologists, the
statement was hazarded in the presidential
address that from the peculiar construction
of the Atlantic border of the United States,
earthquake disturbances of any note were
all but impossible In that countrv. during
the reading of the address, while the argu-
ments in favor of the thesis were being
warmlv advanced, a cablegram was handed
in to tho effect thnt the city of Charleston
had been all but overthrown, the result of
an earthquake of remarkable intensity and
extent of passage. With pleasing grace it
was admitted that while the theory of the
thesis may have been sound, the practice
was contrary, and did not support it

Protracted periods of Inactivity form part
of the history of the greater number of the
volcanic mountains of the globe, and many
of the most violent catastrophes are such
as have followed after long intervals, upon
such periods. So long as tho mountain
maintains the dominant rorm or tne struct-
ure which it .represents, so lorg must Its
potency be considered only partially, if at
all. Impaired. Only after It has been in the
main dismembered or dismantled can its
energies be safelv looked upon as having
passed. Many of the volcanic mountains
of the national domain still retain their per-
fect form; such are the peaks that have al
ready neen mentioned, ana tne geologist
would In no way be surprised if at any time
the activities which built them up would
reassert themselves and further convulse
the region of their birth

Even during the last forty-fiv- e years the
true spirit of volcanicity was still extant.
An eruption In Plumas county, Cal., ap-
pears to have taken dace in the earlv part
of IKoO, while, as Is well known. Mount
Hood has been for many years feebly active
In the emission of vapors Mount Baker has
had periods of activity in 1S54. in 170. and
again in 1S80, and others of less marked de-
gree several times between and since these
periods The occurrences of October, 1Rs3,
on the island of Johanna Bogoslawa lying
off the coast of Alaska, with a rearing up
of the new-- cone known as the "Hague," or
"Grewlngk." with the almost simultaneous
eruption of Mount St. Augustine. In Cook's
inlet, Alaska, In l&sj. indicate the possibili-
ties along the range of mountain heights
wnich are studded with hundreds or active,
partially Inactive or fully exhausted rents,
the lineal continuation of which Is car-
ried through two continents for upward of
7,000 miles.

It is not alone In the region of Its pres-
ent high mountains that the volcanic
forces have been active in the I'nlted
States. At close and distant intervals be-
tween the Atlantic and Pacific, and be-
tween the Canadian boundary and the
Mexican frontier, the country gives tes-
timony to the rents and disruptions which
have fallen Incident to the work of th
realm of Vulcan, Over the placid land-
scape of the Hudson river the towering
wan oi ine fansaaes is one sucn irag-me-

from volcanic history history tint
wai made probably not less than oOOOfOO
or 10.000 000 years ago: the pillars of the
Connecticut, Mount Tom and Mount Holy-ok- e,

are a second, and the Orange mount-
ains of New Jersev a third In many of
tho cliffs of Lake Superior the traveler
reads the same epitome of history, and
further West, along the eastern ramparts
of the Rocky-- mountains, in the scattered
"chimneys." such as the striking Mato Te-
pee, of Wyoming the same history is
brought many pages nearer to us. In how-fa-r

the occurrences of the past may- - re- -
j peat themselves in these regions is some

thing mat only tne future can neiermme.
Yet it would occasion little surprise to the
true student of natural phenomena if the
events of the past were again to be the
events of the future, and of a future thatmay well be compassed within the events
of our own day.
