The ordr restraint! Mayor I. 1. Drake,
City Engineer II. IJ. Aberrrombie, A. J.
Armstrong, tlio contractor in charge of the
work; Thomas Vi'oston, a. foreman, and
Vcidl I. Uanta, Frank IV. M.ClIlllan and
G. IJ. "Wing, members of the city council
of Westport. from making the connection.

Mayor DrnMi was seen at his ofllce In the
Hall building last. evening about C o'clock
im ho was preparing to go liome. lie had
been In and out of his office several times
dining the afternoon. In his absence a
deputy sheriff bad tailed twice to serve
the writ.

"Our object in taking this radical action
is this: we have laid u. complete system
ot water mains nt a cost of $75,000. The
contractor Is wanting his money, and as
soon as the time Is up we can not kep
him from getting iu Now,-- the only way
we can test tho water maim to see if they
are sound Is to turn water Into them. If It
is discovered that they leak before we pay
the contractor, bo wfll have to make the
repairs. Otherwise we will have the leaky
pipes on our hands. Several of our as-
phalt street) are torn' up. and we can not
have them repaired until the water pipes
are tested. It seems tome that this Is a
mighty small plec ot business for Kansas
City to he engaged ini Suppose "Wcstport
is annexed to this cltj? If the pipes are
defective tho city wotid have to bear the
crsts'

"We asked Kansas City two months ago
to turn the water on. and ftom the various
officials were were infotmed that this would
be done. An ordlnancerwas passed In Kan-M- s

City acreelng to firnlsh water free for
fire purposes, flushlnf sewers and for the
city nulMlimrs in wenpon. uy mat. ordi-
nance we were to nav the cost of makbiir
the connection betwocn the two systems of
pipes. An ordinance was passed In "West-po- rt

accepting thisproposition. Superin-
tendent Longwell, of the Kansas City water
department, then erdered us to employ a
water inspector before the water would be
turned on. "We Jd this. "We wore then
told that we wouli have to change the pip-
ing on one of theKtreetsfrom six Inches to
ten Inches. "We 1U this at an extra expense
of $1,600. Still w got no water. On urging
the necessity of supplying water for our
mains we were told to.i'urnlsii a plat of our
system. "Wo dil this, and were then in-

formed that we.would have to pay Kansas
City $000 to defray tho'expense of making
the water connection. I3y the ordinance
thnf we accented we weffr to make our own
connection. "We can do tils for $73. and do
not propose to pay J.7J0 tor it. The ordi-
nance accepting the one Massed In Kansas
City was then repealed. tand it was an
nounced that water wouii. secured from
the Metro;
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was to pay for making the connection. The
board of public works In making an order
that Wcstport pay '.00 to cover the cost
of ill's work did no more than was roijulrcd
by the ordinance."

It Is said that at the next meeting ot
the council an ordinance requiring West-po- rt

to pay $30 per million gallons for all
water furnished for Its public buildings,
lire hydrants and Hushing basins will be
Introduced In one of the houses.

SLOT MACHINE CASES.

Justice Splfr. Hear a Testimony mid
Argimiciitu mill Itescrvcs lllx

DccIkIoii.
The destiny of the slot machines now

rests with Justice Bpltz. Tho seven men
recently arrested by tho police for operat-
ing slot machines were given a. hearing in
ids court yesterday, and the court reserved
decision until It can look up some authori-
ties bearing on tho gambling laws ot the
state. The tight against the machines lias
been a long and tedious one, dating back
as far us Chief Irwin's administration.
Tho state law, It is agreed. Is the only one
upon which a conviction can bo made, and
as the city has licensed tho machine, the
two authorities clash. It was agreed be-
tween Mr. Lowe and Chief Hayes that the
prosecuting attorney's ofllce would prose-
cute any arrests made by the police de-
partment, and that state warrants would
he Issued for the purposo of bringing the
parties into tiie justice courts. With this
understanding Chief Hayes ordered the ar-
rest of all parties running those kind of
machines that trade is not given in return
for the money played. The police, upon
this order, arrested It. M. Murdock, CharlPit
Uahcr, Losen & Gerhart. Arthur Chap-
man, George Kyssell, Dick Morley and
"Whalpn & McKeavcr. The caes were
tried in a bunch before Justice Spitz yes-
terday forenoon, Ja: Hoy Smith represent-
ing the stato and Joseph "Williams tho de-

fense.
The slot machines were Introduced In

evidence, and the main Issue that was
made, was whether or not they were gam-
bling devices. The defense cited an opin-
ion from Judge C. 13. McAree. of tlio circuit
bench In Greene county. Mo., where that
official says that "the slot machine is not
a gambling device." The defense made n
stiong case, while that of the state was
considered very weak by a number of good
lawyers who listened to the testimony and
aiKiiments on either side.

Prnver-iiiinr- Attorney L,owe promised
Chief Hayes that he would give these cases
his personal attention nnd use every effort
to make them stick. The trial yesterday,
lawyers say. showed that no adequate
preparation had been made. It is gener-
ally understood that, if these cases are
dismissed, no other prosecution will be
made until a new !w Is made to cover the
slot machine separately.

SERVANTS' WAGES IN ENGLAND.

Arrrnce Pay of All Classen of Do- -
liieNtlcs In Only ?70.25 a.

Yenr,
The rates of wages paid household serv-

ants In England are very much less than
those paid In the United States, and the
service is much better, says "W. E. Curtis,
in the Chicago Record. The official statis-
tics show that the general average of
wages for all classes of domestic servants
in London is only $70.23 a year, or $5.33 a
month. Good butlers are paid as much as
Jl&l a year. Ladies' maids come next, and
those who have accomplishments get very
nearly the same wages. The official sta-
tistics show that the averngo for all of
London is $121.73 a year. Tho average for
cooks Is $107.75 a year; for housemaids,
$".2.-- ; nursemaids, $S9.50, and laundresses,
$94.2.". These averages are drawn from
many thousand individual cases reported
to tho bureau of labor statistics by the

airencias in London, and may be
regarded as accurate, although they do not
refer to the highest class of servants, such
as are found in the houses ot the nobility
and aristocracy.
