In the second place
it ie charped that be §= & believer in the
gold standard and hos used his pasition 10
indoctrinnte his classes with opposition to
Tree sllver, Lastiy, lie is said 1o he a Ham-
fMonian, and to decry  Jeffersonlan the-
ory reptiblican government at every
opportunity.

These charges have been indefinite and
somewhat uncertain, No or
sume sponsorship for them ur
cent meeting of the board of curators of
the university, Congressman M. E, Benton,
of Neogho, u member of the board. hronght
them up, After some discussion the board
declded to appoint o speclal committee of
Investigation. This committer consists of
Judge Neah M. Givan, of Harrisonyille:

Inquiry was first mnde ns to the text-
books used in the politieal economy «de-
partment, No texthooks were named in the
university catalogue, and It was found
thit none were employed In tenching, The
friends of Dr. Hicks, who muke emphatic
deninl of ench of the churges against him,
¢almid that his purpose in not uslng {exi-
buoks was to give the students advantage
of all the differcnt nutborities. The anti-
Hicks prople, on the contrary, declared
thut this was simply his shrewd method
of indoctrinuting students In a way that
could mot be detected.

The personal views of Dr. Hicks upon all
the economic questions are not known with
certalnty. He has never taken part in
political campaigns. Sinee residing in Mis-
sourl he has voted the Democratic ticket,
state and national, until the last election.
For the past year he has been in Europe
upon leave of ab=ence studying and hence
conld mot wvote.

In 182 at the time of his election to his
present position he was stated to be a Jef-
fersoninn Democrat and an advocate of a
low tarifi. The tinancinl question was not
then generally dlscussed and there I no
record of any opinlons expressed by him.

SAMUEL GOMPERS’ VIEW OF IT.

Thinks the Miners Wil Win the
Stirike by the End of Sep-
temher.

Washington, Aue, 25—President Gom-

pers, of the American Federation of La-
bor., gave his view of the present coal
sirike situation to the Associnted Press to-
day. as follows: *“The situation, as I
guther It from the reports of our organ-
iz Indicates that between 6 per cent
and 65 por cent of the mines in West Vir-
ginin are now clesed completely. A letter
1 huave Just received from the Cooper sind
Pocahontas distriet {s brimming with con-
fidence, and sayvs that work in that region
has been reduced one-half in the Iast fori-
niight, and predicts o general collapse there
very soon. So long #s the West Virginia
miners contlnued operations, there was, of
course, littie hopes of an ahsolute victory
for the miners, because West Virginia
could =upply the urgent needs of the mar-
ket, But, with the suspension in West Vir-
ginia becoming gencral, if the miners In the
statis of Pennsyivania, Ohio, Indiana and
Illinois keep their ranks unbroken, as= I am
confident they will, the strike must ro-
sult In an absalute victory for the mon.
Before September 15, the Inke trade must
be supplicd. The situation becomes daily
more acute, and, while T hestitate to Ox
a day, 1 believe that the strike will be ter-
miniated by the end of September, and that
the =ettlement will be in favor of the
miners."

A platform of declarntions wi lopted,
and Detroit was selected for 0 ‘mmit-

tee headguarters for the ensuing year.

The coavention was in executive sessgion
from 9 o, m, untll late this evening, con-
=ldering and finally adopting the report of
the committee on resolutions. After the
conclusion of its business, the convention
adjourned sine die.

The platformn, which is n lengthy doen-
ment, pledges the party, in return for the
suffrige of the people, that it will embody
into law for the benefit of the whole people
the reforms named.

It starts out with the declaration that the
maost potent safeguard of prosperity Is an
nbundant revenue, and, theroefors, fuvors
such an adjustment of the tariff and in-
ternil revenues as will produce sufficient
money for the government's expenditures.

On the financial question, the piatiorm
Has this to say: “Sinee nearly or quite 92
per cent of all basiness tranznetions of the
country are accomplished without the use
of specie, we favor the demonetization of
both gold and silver, the prohibition of
contracts for payment In coin of either
metal., and the substitution of metallie
tokens for our present minor eoins,

“We believe that all curréncy shoulil he
in the form of troasury notes of unlimlted
legal tender quality, aml in such quantity
ne shall facllitate the frecst commereial ex-
change, and that every other form of cur-
rency notes should be withdrawn from cir-
culntion.

“All ‘existing obhligations of the Zovern-
ment should be pald at maturity, in strict
conformity with thelr expressed conditions,
For this purpose the gold and sllver colns
withdrawn from elrculation shoulil be held
in the treasury for the redemption of such
bonds as are specifically payable in coin,

“We belleve that the minisof the United
States should he open at all times to all
citizens, free of charge. for the assaying,
refining, casting into bars and stamping
welght and fineness of all gold and siiver
produced from mines within our own terri-
tory."

In additlon to this are favored the jssu-
ance of low interest bearing savings cer-
titlcates for popular investment, exchange-
able for non-interest bearing United Stintes
nutes and poyable in gold or silver bullion
and the offering in sums within the reazch
of all; Issues of interest bearing obliga-
tions of the United States,

Locks at 9200 Ly the Asspcinted Press tug
Vigilant, which was o the strafts wuteh-
ing for the arrival of the steamer Port-
lund., The Colmon brings four pussengers
who have beén in the Klondike @
left Dawson City Julv 17, The passengers
are Charles H, Metealfe, of Detroit, Nt
B. E. Jones, Berkeley., Cal.. an "
for the Alnski Commercial Company at
Dawson, and C. B. and Z. B. Patrick,
brothers, from Humbaoldt, Cal. They left
Dawson ten days after the Thorp pirly,
who arrived at Seattle last week on the
steamer George E. Starr, from Dyea.

They nll tell stories of the richness of
the Klondike, Bonunza and Eldorado
crecks, but all say that very fow cleanups
have been maude since the ecarly summer.
Mr. Metealfe has been  engaged in the
mercantile business at Imwson City, Cir-
cle City and other points for throe Vears,
and hns been out every year, He goes
in each year over the Dyen trall, and Jast
spring he took In twenty tons of freight.
It took him from March 6 to Muy 1 to
get his freight over the puss with one man,
two horses anid cight dogs. From Lake
Linderman to Dawson City he was four-
teen days.

When the Colman left St. Michael's
there were about twelvd men walling 10
came out on the steamer Portland, and
another steamer with pussengers was ex-
pected down the river before the time set
for the sailing of the Portland., The men
waitlng at St. Michael's each had from
$5,000 to $15.000, but no phenomennl strikes
were reported by them, With regard 1o
aecending the Yukon, Mr. Metealfe sald it
takes from twenty to twenty-five days to
zo from St. Michuel's to Dawson City, and
pareengers leaving Seatile later than Au-
gust 20 will have no chance of reaching
Dawson City this fall.

The Lippy claim, on Bonanza ereek, from
which gold amounting to $112,00 was taken,
e sald, was one of the best developed
claimg In the group. Others will doubtlass
prove just as rich when fully developed.

The first claim located on Bonanza creck
wis named Discovery, and is recognized by
miners as the center of the fleld, other
claims being numbered each way from 0t
Sixty clnims are now located above and
ninety below Discovery, in all fifteen miles
being taken. On Eldorado creek, whaich
cmpties into Bonunza, sixty cliims are
locited, twenty nenrest the junction of the
creeks heing  fabulously  rich. From one
clnim  loeated on Skookum gulch, tribu-
tary to Bonanza cresk,. N. W, Potters, of
Denver, and Joseph Goldsmith, of Juneau,
took $5.000 in nuggets, ignoring fine eoli.
They nfterwards sold the clabin for $25.000
cash. They worked only four weeks. Hear
ereck, o small teibutary to Klondike, is
also remarkably rich in gold.

I 1. Jones, of Berkeley, Cal., said: I
should say there are about 25M in Daw-
son Cly and on the cresks around theeo
This summer only about 20 claims have
been worked, and thus far not a large sum
of money has been taken out. Almost everyv-
body is getting ready for the winter's
work, which will be pushed as vigoronsly
this yeur as Inst. As far a8 I can estimate,
the great wealth of the Klondike is hold-
Ing out, Still, the amount of gold that will
come down this fall will not be as ‘acge
a8 estimated in some quartsrs. 1 should
say that thers would be in the nelgabor-
hood of 1753 men down by the Portland and
Excelsior, and a very fulr average to each
man would not exceed $10,000, Many will
bring down practically nothing. T would not
care to say what the Alaska Commercial
Company has in gold en hand. At one time
gold was so plentiful at Dawson people did
not know whut to do wih ft.

"“The trading company's safes were filled,
and the stuff was packed away in saloons
and in any pluce miners could find. But
most of the gold was tuken out when the
clean-ups were completed last spring. Since
then there has not been such a large
smount of gold coming out, as the wet
season will not permit of excavating. This
coming winter  there will bo  about &N
clailms in operntion. They will nearly all
do well, according to preésent indications,
anid next winter’s output will be propor=-
tinnately as large as lust, although thera
will not be as many rich strikes, The
heneh elaims are turning out well. much
better, In fact., than wus expected. Tha
nr‘:-r end of some of the erecks that ara
rich at the mouth range from 135 to 20 cents
1o the pan.

‘As to supplies, T belleve there will ba
fully 4,500 tons taken up on the river boats
owned by the trading companies, Only
ahout half of this, however, represents
provisions, the other belng supplies, Luast
yenr fee began to run in the Yukon as
early as September 28, and if the river
beging to freeze as early this year, many
of the bonts now golng up and intended
for the Klondike will not get throngh un-
til mext year. T belleve the Tndian river
oand its tributaries will prove valuable dig-
glngs next winter."

MORE LUCKY ONES.

Six Klondikers Came Down Yesterday
on a Schooner hy Way of
St, Michael's.

Port Townsend, Wash.,, Auz. 2%.—Thea
schooner Fred E. Sanders arrlved early this
morning, thirty days from St. Michael's,
Alaska, with six passengers from the Klon-
dike commtry. They are J. 8. IDnsmore, n
well known merchant of Eurekn, Cal.:
Charles Vest, of Portland, Ore.: James Mce-
Nuamee, Juneau; J. Lowe, a well known
miner of Puget sound, and Henry Ash and
wife, of Dawson City. Only three of the
number have been engaged in mining, but
all are much pleased with the prospect and
intend to return in the spring. The total
amount in nuggets hrought by the Sanders
Is about $0,00. James McNamee, of Ju-
neau, who ks on his way to Bartlett Springs,
Cil., probahly made the luckiest strike
among them. He took from his fourteen
claims $137,000, but reinvested most of It.

Mr. MeNamee sald: 1 went into Alaska
ghout four years ago, but only went to
Zglnndike one year ago. There are about
3,500 people in the Klondike district, and
unless the Yukon steamers make another
trip this year there will be a shortage of
provisions at Dawsaon. The reports of rich
strikes on the Stewart river are untrue,
Bars pan out well, but no big strikes have
been made there durlng the last twelve
months. I think the entire Klondike djs-
trict has not produced to exceed $2,000,000,
If we could have secured men to work gur
claims. more would have heen taken out,
but although wages are $15 per day, men
desired to prospect for themselves. If we
can get men next season, I belleve the dis-
trict will produce 35 0000,
