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Manhattan, ICas., Sept. S (Special ) The
Fcare dispatches sent out from Topeka by
special correspondents concerning the al-

leged discoveries ot tuberculosis in the
Kansas agricultural collcso herd at this
place continue the one absorbing topic ot
com creation, chiefly because they contain
one lone item ot truth the existence of
the diseaso In the herd. It Is no new and
startling discovety, as. stated. Its pretence
In various Mages having been Known for
a. long time, and reported to the regents,
at Intervals, and minutes of the reports
printed in the proceedings ot the board,
there are no such persona miplojed at
the college as those named in the various
dispatches, and nobody has contracted tu-

berculosis as the result of using milk from
the hen!. IJut one college employe is sick,
and he has malarial fcer. of which there
are many cases In the vicinity.

Desirous of learning further fact, jour
correspondent had a second interview with
Professor Georgcson, the late profe-o- r of
agriculture, responsible for the herd. Pro-
fessor Georgeson Is an expert In dairy mat-
ters, his ability having been lecOKiiized
by Secretary Husk of the United States
department of agriculture In appointment
as special commissioner to inquire into
the dairy Industry of Denmark, the results
of which Inquiry were printed and widely
circulated, and the investigator highly
complimented on the thorough manner In
which he had done his work. He may
properly be regarded as an authority in
dairy affairs.

"Ik it not a fact that, tuberculosis is more
prevalent than is generally supposed?" was
asked. -

"Certainly. It Is true that because of the
difficulty of detecting the disease except
in advance stages it is present in many
herds when the owners have no suspicion
of It. It Is also true that a cow may have
the disease for many years without show-
ing any outward svmptoms that would' enablee ena skllle'd veterifiarian to detect
It by a physical examination, "it was not
until the discovery of the. reagent known
as tuberculin that it was possible to de-

tect the disease even in b idlj affected an-
imals. If they dlil not show a general con-
stitutional debility. As soon as the Ijmph
could be obtained In this country, I rec-
ommended to the board that the whole
herd bo tested, and obtained permission1 to
test file animals, one of which was found
to be tuberculous. At about the same time
the experiment btations In Pennsylvania,
Michigan and Wisconsin tested their herds,
with the result that a onsiderabIe per-
centage of the cattle In these herds proved

- to be tuberculous. Since then timilar
tests bate been made at man) other sta-
tions with the same result. It would be
preposterous to suppose that It is only the

s, cattle at these experiment stations whichare tuberculous.. The disease must be
commem all over the countrj.

It will be formulated and submitted
to the joint convention of operators and
miners, which it Is proposed to hold next
December. In order to come to an under-
standing on all questions at issue separate
wage scales are to be formul ited for each
mine. The scale is to provide for the rate
to be paid for the entire year, and anj
special concessions that nro to be made
are to bo agreed upon bj-- the miners and
the operators, and so specified in the scale

The scale is to be an adjunct to the
agreement which is expected to be

in force. The proposition will be made
by the operators in the hope of putting all
the safeguards possible against a probable
strike. It Is well known that there arc
not two mines in the entire district where
the conditions are exaetlj- - alike. The

agieement covers the general
points, but even with it in existence, some
operators w ould be subjected to dlfllculties,
while others have speclil advantages. The
scale is to cover all these points The j-

object being to avert differences,
create a more friendly feeling between the
employes and employers.

Philip Stambaugh, a cousin of President
McKinlej , and a partner in the firm of Os-

borne, Sacger & Co, was in Pittsburg, this
afternoon. He said the men formerly em-

Three years ago O'Hara returnd to the
United States and at Columbus. O, was
caught in tho act of burglarj-- . He served a
term of two and one-ha- lf jeurs for this
crime, and during- the period of his lmptls-onme- nt

was not recognized as the escaped
prisoaet from this citv. O'Hara was re-

leased recentlj- - and took up a residence in
Jersey Citv. He made trips across the
North river, and at last the police were
Informed that O'Hara was visiting his old
haunts here, and took steps to arrest him.

Under the name of Joe Bates, O'Hara.
in 1878, was sentenced to a term of seven
years at Sing Sing prison for highway
robbery- - committed here. Again in 1&S5, he
was caught robbing a saloon in this city
by Policeman William Ketchale. O'Hara
made an attempt to shoot the policeman
but was finally landed in the station house.
Before being sent to state prison a second
time. O'Hara threatened to kill Ketchale
as soon as he had served his term.

On August 7, 1J91, Polictman Kctchale's
dead body was found flonting In the North
river and the mystery of his tragic death
has not yet been cleared up. As O'Hara
was known to be out of prison orders were
issued to arrest him on suspicion of having
killed Ketchale Four days after the find-
ing of the policeman's body. Patrolman
Thomas F. McGuire was stabbed three
times in the back by O'Hara. Alter a fight
with another policeman t.amed Sherwood,
the murderous crook was overpowered and
