Topeka. Kas . Sept. 23 (Special.) Tho
silver amriv ersarj celebration of the great
Santa To railway sjstem took place in this
city y. It eclipsed any celebration
ev er held In the West. A more perfect day
could not hae been desired. Excursion
trains begun arriving from every section
of the state at an early hour and up until
10 a. m. there was an average arrival of
one train every five minutes. Topeka had
a treat number of visitor here already,
and those who came y made the crowd
the largest ever congregated in the city.

"More than fifty floats were in the pro-
cession. The Santa Fo shops at Topeka
furnished about half the floats. The oth-
ers were furnished by outside Santa Fe
towns. Accompanying each float were the
men that worked In that particular de-
partment, on foot. AH of the floats were
lery realistic The first one represented
an ancient blacksmith shop and then came
a modern blacksmith shop, the casting de-
partment, bollermaking, original com-
pressed air tools, engine boiler, sheet met.il
works, patternmaklng, brass foundry,

factory, lathing department, tin
and copper department, bolt and nut
works, the first steam engine, an engine
of 1S97, an exact reproduction of the Santa
Fe's passenger engine of truck and
platform construction works, coach and
trimming department, freight car builders.

In the middle division was a float showing
the development of transportation facili-
ties from 11U2 to 1S97. Tho first picture
showed an Indian buck walking across theprairie, followed by his squaw with a pap-poo- se

on her back. Tho next scene was
where the Indian discovered what horseswere good for. He was ridtng a ponv, while
bchird him followed a donkey with freight
packed on his back. The third was the
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overland coach and the prairie schooner.
Then came the first train, and, last, tho
modern train. The planing mill In full
operation was n fine attraction. Newton
had an old passenger coach, one of the first
used by the Santa Fe. It was a curiosity.
The Railroad Y. M. C. A. had a float en-
titled "Jesus Christ, tho chief corner-
stone." On this float was a choir, which

"Wichita had a wagon loaded wih Indians.

The general office men. 500 in number,
made a good showing. Behind them was an
elegant sliver statue representing the 25th
birthday of the Santa Fe. and this was fol-
lowed by a float in which the golden gate
swung open and people were flocking
through it to the golden belt, Kansa- -. A
large picture of the old Santa Fe trail re-
ceived much attention. The last float was
that of the Mount Carmel Coal Company,
a branch of the Santa Fe.

Those who witnessed tho parade said it
exceeded their greatest expectations. They
will probably never see such an extensive
procession again. Tho parade was re-

viewed by President Ripley and other San-
ta Fe officials In front of the Santa Fe gen-
eral offices.

This afternoon the Santa Fe celebration
was concluded with exercises at the fair
grounds. Addresses were made by Presi-
dent Ripley, C. K. Holliday, Edward
"Wilder and other officials.

The great spectacular parade ht

was a pronounced Buccess. Tho floats
were of handsome design. the
flower parade will take place.

IT WAS A FALSE ALARM.

"Farmer" Smith Pata a Quietus on
the Story That He Hnd Joined

the Pop.
Topeka, Kas., Sept. 29. (Special "Farm-

er" A. "W, Smith, of McPherson, is not in-

clined to gratify the prediction and wish
of the Popocratic press by severing his
connection with the Republican party and
joining the Pops. During tho last week
numerous stories have been put In circula-
tion to the effect that Smith had become
disgruntled over the way things were be-
ing run In his old party and proposed to
switch to tho calamity crowd. As evidence
of his proposed change, the fact was cited
that he had issued an invitation to Gov-
ernor Leedy to make an address at Mc-
pherson's carnival nnd that he acted as
master of ceremonies and introduced the
gov ernor.

Mr. Smith has been out on his farm for
tho past week, and he never heard of the
stories being circulated until jesterday.
"When he drove to town he found a num-
ber of letters from Republicans asking him
about the report and others from Populists
congratulating him upon his proposed
change. This somewhat, aroused his feel-
ings.

"You may state," said ho to The Journal
correspondent y, "that the report is
absolutely false. It was probably started
by some envious person or some enemy.
The Republican party Is good enough for
me. The McPherson carnival committee,
of which I was a member, asked me to
write and ask Governor Leedy to make us
an address. I did so. The Commercial
Club asked me to act as master of cere-
monies. I did go. There was no politics
in the gathering at all. It was purely a so-
cial affulr and I am surprised to hear that
an attempt Is being made to attach poli-
tical significance to my conduct as one
of the promoters of the McPherson carat?
val."

Davis is the man who brought the legisla-
tive Investigation to a sudden clc-- last
spring by refusing to testify. He was sent
to Jail, constructively, and applied for his
release on a writ of habeas corpus. It was
tli decision in this case that knocked out
tno committee. .

Sam Benedict, of Wilson county, is here
taking in the festivities.

A SURFEIT OF PAPERS AND DISCUS-

SIONS AT LINCOLN.

CONGRESS TO BE PERMANENT.

CVUEY, OF "WYOMING,

ELECTED PRESIDENT.

Lincoln. Neb , Sept. 29. Beginning at !)

o'clock this morning, with a short recess
at noon, and continuing until late at night,
the delegates to the National Irrigation
cot gress were surfeited with papers on
Irrigation topics, and discussions which
fellow ed their presentation. The congress

y took action looking to Its indefinite
continuance, and providing for the incor-
poration of the national association and
adoption of a constitution and
Tins action, which was broached at the
meeting at Phoenix, A. T., a ear ago, has
been delayed through a failure heretofore
to recognize the congress as a continuing
body or to keep Intact a record of former
proceedings. Carey, of AVyom-Ir- g,

who was honored by a unanimous elec-

tion to the presidency, emphasized the ne-
cessity of making the association a distinct
permanent organization. Interest In tho
subject, ho said, wan growing each jear,
and the enterprise itself was broadening
and so developing as to compel recognition
of the w hole nation.

The sessions to-d- were marked with an
Increased attendance, and papers, as a rule,
were pointed and Interesting. An extreme-
ly long dissertation on rainmaklng by a
local theorist had the effect of crowding
out of the programme a number of papers,
among them that of Heintz,
which, however, was formally announced,
and will form part of the printed report.

Telegrams and letters of regret from a
number of delegates unable to be present
were read. Brigham Young sent the fol-
lowing:

"Public business prevents my presence at
Lincoln. Success attend jour labors in the
present congress. I congratulate jou on
jour just efforts, and heartily wish that
the people of the nation may realize the

of your mission and how closely
allied It Is to their future prosperity. May
the day be hastened when the labors of
those men and women who have so freely
and unselfishly devoted their time and
means to develop the national interests of
the great West as you are doing be fully
appreciated by the whole people of our
great countrj.

The first business of the day was the elec-

tion of officers. The following were chosen
by acclamation:

President, Joseph M. Carey, Cheyenne,
Wjo ; first vice president, S. A. Cochran,
South Dakota: second vice president, L W.
Shurtllff, Ogden. U.: third vice president,
S. M. Knox, Princeton, III.; secretary,
Thomas E. Frost. Minneapolis; reading
clerk. Colonel H. D. Maxon, Reno, Ivev.;
file clerk, P. C. Erlckson, Nebraska; press
reporter, R. J. Colver, Los Angeles,, Cal.

The selection of 'treasurer will be left to
the executive committee.

Senator Carey accepted the gavel In a
short speech, expressing his thanks. He
expressed his wonder at the productiveness
of Nebraska without irrigation, and won-
dered if Nebraska would not produce about
all that was needed when its fields were
fully Irrigated.

Professor Blount, of Las Cruccs, N. M ,

read a thorough paper on tho "History of
Irrigation."

A telegram of congratulation was re-

ceived by the convention from W. F. Cody
(Buffalo Bill). F. H. Newell. hdrogr.apher
of the United States geological survey,
read a paper on the recent progress of ir-

rigation.
A paper by Secrctarv Heintz, of Califor-

nia, was presented. Mr. Heintz said he
would not occupy the time of the con?r?-- s
with the full reading of his paper, as it
would be printed In the report.

H. W. Wright, of Lincoln, read a pap?r
on artificial rainfall, being slightly ad-
vanced ideas on old theories of rainmak-
lng.

The feature of the afternoon session was
an address by Hon. W. J. Bryan. He ex-

pressed regrets that he was unable to at-
tend the earlier sessions, the proceedings
of which, however technical, could never
be dry. He said he was interested In tho
subject of Irrigation as Incidental to Iiis
interest in the great nnd growing West.
He was opposed to turning over largo
bodies of land to corporations controlling
water rights, unless safeguards were
thrown around the transaction to protect
small holders of Irrigable lands

Mr. Br an admitted his unfamlliarity
with the subject, but promised to improve
b study and declared his faith in the
sstem as a reervc force to farm life.

A resolution memorializing congress to
take action on the question of cession of
the timber lands to "tates In which they
are located bid fair to bceome a subject of
animated discussion, but it was sidetracked
by reference to the committee on resolu-
tions and the reading of papers was con-
tinued.

"Agricultural Problems of Arid Regions"
was the subject treated by Dr. Clark Ga-pl- n.

of Chicago, whose former residence In
Nebraska and other Western states fur-
nished him a theme for an Interesting dis-
course.

R. II. Breat. of Minneapolis spoke on "Ir-

Land Commission." His contention was
that the present land laws were not adapt-
ed to present conditions.

BIG WASHINGTQM FIRE.

Central Power Station of the Capital
Traction Company Darned

Lnt Micht.
Washington, Sept. 29. Fire broke out in

the central power station of the Capital
Traction Company a few minutes before 11

o'clock and in thirty minutes the
magnificent y structure was doom-
ed. The building occupied tho entire block
from Pennsylvania avenue to "C" street,
und from Thirteen and One-ha- lf street to
Fourteenth street. The blaze started on
the southwest corner, and despite the ef-

forts of the entire fire department, swept
like wind through the enormous building.
The hent was so intense that the men
were driven from the adjoining sfects.

AVhen It became evident that no efforts
could save the power station, the depart-
ment turned Its attention to the adjoining
property, but the flames leaped across
Fourteenth street on the west to a big liv-
ery stable, and then across Thirteen and
One-ha- lf street on the east and attacked a
row of three story brick houses So fear-
ful was the heat that the firemen could not
get within reach of the burning buildings.
They were driven back foot by foot until
the streams from the hose pipes could not
reach the tire. The entire fire department
was on the scene, but so Herce was the con-
flagration that their efforts were futile.
The power house was built four j ears ago.

It Is six stories in height and besides
containing the power plant of the Penn-slvan- la

lines of the Capital Traction
Company, is occupied by dozens of offices
Tht walls began to fall bj-- 12 o'clock and
with the decreasing heat men were en-

abled to get to work on adjoining prop-
erty. Several houses, however, were gut-
ted.

The loss, approximately, will be $300 000
on tho building, about $300,000 on machin-
ery and stored cars, while the loss sus-
tained by tenants will amount to $200,000
more, making the total damage $1,000,000.

Two hours after the first alarm was
given tho huge building was reduced to a
few crumbling walls At ono time the of-
fices of the Southern railway were threat-
ened, but prompt work by the firemen
checked tho flames.

As a result of the fire, the navy yard at
Georgetown and ono division of tho Trac-
tion Company will bo tied up until the
power can be installed at some other point.

OHIO TOWN BADLY SCORCHED.

Ironton Threatened AVith Destruction
Last Night Los Im Very

Great.
Ironton, O., Sept. 29. This city was

threatened with destruction, At 7
p. m. the sawmill of Newman & Spencer
was discovered on fire. Before the fire
department reached the scene the flames
had extended to the lumber yards. The
long drouths has made everything so com-
bustible that the flnmes swept everything.
The fire also soon wiped out the mills and
lumber yards of tho Pennsylvania Lumber
Company. The fire threatened the water
w orks, and word was sent to Cattlet tsburg,
Ashland and Portsmouth for relief.

At 10 o'clock ht the supply houses
and coal bins adjoining the city water
building were demolished by a Norfolk &
AA'estern locomotive crew using a block and
tackle and the pumping station was saved.
The opportune arrival of the Ashland, Ky..
lire department, with several thousand feet
of hose, was a Godsend to the city. At
10:30 p. in. the ten acres of blazing ruins
are surrounded by lines of hose and tho
Cattlettsburg, K fire engine has Just ar-
rived by a special boat. This practically
places the fire under control, although the
conflagration will hardly subside befoie
morning.

The loss Is estimated at from $300,000 to
$100,000, with hardly half that amount of
Insurance. An area of three squares in
lergth and two squares back from the river
was entirely destroyed.

POWDER MILLS BLOWN UP.

Explosion Due to Suontaneon Com.
hiintlon Does $250,000 Dnninge

in California.
Santa Cruz, Cal., Sept. 29. At 2 o'clock

this morning a disastrous explosion, which
wrecked several' buildings but was unat-
tended by 'loss of life, occurred at the
works of the California Powder Company,
presumably from .spontaneous combustion.
Eight mills. Including tho coining, mixing,
glazing and packing houses, and their con-
tents, consisting of valuable machinery
and about 200 tops of powder, were de-
stroyed, the loss aggregating about $230,000.

Three Children Bnrntd to Death.
Alma. Neb., Sept. 29. The farmhouse of

A. L. Gordon burned last night, destroying
the entire contents and consuming three
children. The children were left .done In
tho house by the father, who went to the
barn. He returned in twenty minutes to
find his homo in flames. Gordon wa dan-
gerously burned In his efforts to save his
children, and may die.

Fatality nt a Circa.
AVebb City, Mo . Sept. 29. (Special.) At

this evening's performance of Hummell,
Hamilton A; Sells' circus in this city,
Charles French, of New York, a Roman
standing race rider, fell from his horses
and one of them trampled on him. dislocat-
ing his spine and breaking his right arm.
He will die.

SUMNER'S BIGWHEAT CROP.

Editor Andy Richard Say It "Will
Keep the ThrcHhinjr Machine

llny All "Winter.
Topeka, Kas., Sept, 29 (Special. Andy

Richards stood on the dome of tho Sum-

ner county court house at AVelllngton yes-

terday and counted twenty-on- e thresnlng
machines in operation. Ho says that the
farmers of that county will not finish
threshing until March of next jear. Ma-

chines are engaged for months ahead, he
sajs, and they aro working as they never
worked before. Tho big wheat crop has
set business in motion all along the line.
Tho Santa Fe. Missouri Pacific and Rock
Island railroads have each Increased tho
time of their shopmen at AVelllngton, Cald-
well and Conway Springs from forty to
fifty-fo- hours per week, and, besides
this, many new men have been placed at
work.

MONEY TO BURN IN KANSAS.

But Intend of Burning; It, Bnnki Are
Sending It Enat Land Prices

Advancing;.
Washington, Sept. 29 (Special.) Colonel

J. T. Sullivan, postoffice inspector, travel-
ing In Kansas, writes: "The banks of Kan-
sas now have more money than they can
use under the law, as that permits them
to loan not irore than four times tho cap-
ital, and they aro sending it to Kansas
Cltv, New York and other cities at tho
rate of $3,000,000 to $1,000,000 a week. The
railroads aro having all they can possibly
do, and good times are apparent every-
where Lead sold here this week at $29 a
ton.

Dallas, Tex., Sept. 29. So far as North
Texas Is concerned, the quarantine situa-
tion is said to bo distinctly better. The
diagnosis of the case at A'lctorla showing
It to be dengue and repeated statements
of prominent physicians at Houston that
the case there is dengue have In a meas-
ure reassij.ed the public. ButIn the south-
ern section of the state, the scare has abat-
ed little, if any. Dr. Swearingen, state
health officer, has officially declared off
tho quarantine against Beaumont, though
he still Insists that the Houston case must
remain isolated until a thorough diagnosis
enn be had. Train service south of Hous-
ton and. In fact, nil over South Texas, is
badly demoralized. The International &
Great Northern and the Houston & Texas
Central have taken off their night trains
and but little freight Is moving. At near-
ly, If not quite, 100 towns, no passenger
trains are allowed to stop and sale of
tickets to those places has been discon-
tinued and freight from stated points Is
only allowed to land. The loss to business
has been enormous. Much Is expected from
the approaching visit of Dr. Gulteras, as
nothing less than the positive assurance
of an eminent expert, such as he, will
allay public fear.

Houston, Tex., Sept. 29 The two s

who were sent to Victoria last night
to investigate an alleged suspicious case of
fever, returned y, and will report to
the state health officer that It is a case of
common dengue fever. Towns adjacent to
A'ictorla have raised the quarantine.

The Internatiornl & Great Northern and
the Missouri, Kansas &.

pended train service Into this and out of
this city entirely, and the other roads have
cut service to a minimum. There are over
2 000 idle men in the city, and business Is
suffering terribly.

Dr. Swearingen, on his return from Beau-
mont issued the following proc-
lamation:
"To the People of Texas.

"The quarantine against Houston can be
raised with perfect safety, but if a single
case develops, the people of Texas will be
Immediately informed.

New Orleans, Sept. 29 To-da- y has been
a record breaker In tho number of new
cases of yellow fever reported, while the
deaths equaled In number those of any day
since the jellow fever was first discovered
in the city. There ara various reasons given
for the spread of the" disease, but the prin-
cipal ones are two that tho weather turned
warm again and. owing to the much wider
field to cover, the board of health has had
somo difficulty in getting every house as
closely guarded as was possible when the
cases here were few In number and tho
trained officials of tho board were sta-
tioned about the quarantined houses.

The fact that the death rate has ben
small and that tho chances of an epidemic
havo been constantly growing less nave
made tho public somewhat careless, and
there has b"en increasing friction between
the quarantined people and the authorities.
Imprisoned inmates of houses havo been
going over back fences and sneaking out
of side doors in order not to be confined,
and the result has been that more germs
have been scattered and rapidly developed
in these warm dajs.

To-daj- 's deaths numbered four, and tho
new cases twenty-fiv- e.

death In tho twenty-fou- r hours ending at
noon was Brother Snphorlan, at the In-
dustrial gardens, reported last night. To-
tal cases to date, 68: deaths, 10; convales-
cent and recovered, 34; under treatment. 24.
There Is much destitution in the families
of the poorer classes of the Infected dis-
trict. The families In which sickness has
appeared are practically shut off from the
world, and their food supply soon gives out.

Minnesota. AVlsconsin, AA'yoming. Idaho,
Oregon, California, AVashlngton, Montana,
North and South Dakota, Michigan, Illi-
nois, Nevada. Utah. Colorado, Kansas,
Missouri. Iowa, Nebraska and New Mex-
ico. He has already received reports from
several states, and -- ays that a cursor' ex-
amination of these would Indicate that
there Is an alarming prevalence of rabies
in this country.

UNCLE SM SAID TO BE EYEING
GREENLAND COVETOUSLY.

OVERTURES FOR ITS PURCHASE.

LONDON NEAVS SUGGESTS THVT EN-

GLAND TKV TO GET IT.

AVhy United States Desires to Extend
It Dominion to the Dnnlsh

Island No Reason Why It
Cannot Be Pur-

chased.

London, Sept. 29. There U a rumor In
Canadian circles that the government of the
United States has made overtures to the
government of Denmark, with the object of
acquiring Greenland from the latter coun-
try.

The Evening News gives prominence to
the rumor, and sajs:

"Under ordinary circumstances, even If
true, the report would excite little interest,
but coupled with the news of the hoisting
of the union Jack over Baffin's land. It be-

comes of great moment. It appears that
Baffin's land was never formally acquired
by the English, although It has been re-
garded as English for half a century. Hud-
son's strait is destined to become part. In
the future, of a great grain carrjlng route
between Liverpool and Winnipeg, which
will be a powerful rival of. the American,
land routes. The Americans have no port
or footing on the eastern shores of the
continent, nor of the main, and If thej- - are
to participate In the advantages of the
Hudson baj-- route it has been apparentij-urge- d

that their government secure some
Island or peninsula without delay."

The Evening News adds to this comment
an Interview with an unnamed Canadian
official to the effect that the hoisting of the
union jack over Baffin's land was undoubt-
edly evoked by the report that the United
States government had Its eye upon that
territory. According to the official quoted
there i3 nothlrg to prevent the United
States purchasing Greenland from Den-
mark.

In conclusion the Evening News remarks:
"If the Americans acquire Greenland there
will be difficulties ahead for our trans-Atlant- ic

commerce and International rela-
tions. If they have not acquired It al-
ready, what is to prevent our securing It?"
