M. U. IN GREAT LUCK.

WILL ESCAPE A THREATENED
REIGN OF PARTISANSHIP,

NO POLITICAL REORGANIZATION

POLITICAL ECONOMY PROFESSOR
HICKS NOT TO BE OUSTED.

Dr. Brown Also Likely to Remain—
Board of Curators to Meet in
Columbin To-day—Question
of Selecting Textbooks
to Come Up.

—————

Columbia, Mo., Sept. 30.—(Speclal) Not-
withstanding various rumors to the con-
trary, there will be no changes in ths fac-
ulty of Missourl university for political rea-
sons. There will be no revolution or up-
heaval for opinion’s suke. The schem2s of
the peanut politiclans to use the university
for the payment of political debts have
been effectually squelched by the board of
curators. No removals will be made, for
the present at least, in the various depart-
ments, and none of any kind until after
long, carcful and thorough investigation.
The board of curators decided, upon this
course when the meeting of the entire
board, which was to have been held in
Columbia on September #, was indefinitely
postponed. The executive board meets in
Columbia October 1, but no radical action
will be taken by It.

Formal investigation has been made of
two profesgors, The board, upon charges
preferred, appointed, to'‘report on the ac-
cusations agalnst Dr. F. C. Hicks, 2 com-
mittes consisting' of Judge Noah M. Given,
of Harrisonville; Hon. C. H. Wells, of
Platte City, and Judge O. D. Jones, of
Edina. Dr. Hicks, It will be remembered,
was churged with using his position as
professor of political economy to indoctrin-
ate the university students with Hamilton-
ism, gold monometallism and Republican
theories of government. This committees has
never held a formal meeting, but evidence
has been presented to its various members
and to the board, tending to show the fals-
ity and Injustice of the accusations. The
testimony of Dr. Hicks' students of all
shades of political bellef and of other peo-
ple acquainted with the facts has agreed
in disproving the charges.

To another committee, the board of cura-
tors referred the question of selecting a
series of textbooks for use in the depart-
ment of political economy. This committea
consists of Congressman M. E. Benton, of
Neosho; Hon. Gardiner Lathrop, of Kan-
sas City, and Judge O. D. Jones, of Edina.
Colonel Benton is a free sllver Democrat,
AMr. Lathrop a Republican and Judge Jones
a Populist. This committee was also to
Investigate charges against Dr. Willlam G.
Brown, professor of chemistry. The main
charge made againgt Dr. Brown is that
he Indorsed, in a publle place, last fall, the
dismissal of free silver employes by D.
Crawford, of 8t. Louls. Dr. Brown denles
that he made any such statement in a pub-
lic place; that the only remark he made
upon the guestion was made in & private
conversation, and that it was not liable to
the cone'ruciion put upon it. Brown's
friends claim that much of the opposition
to him comes from his vigorous stand in
favor of disciplining the students who ran
away from the university last fall to play
football in Old Mexico., This committee
has not been called together, and nothing
Is known of its probable action, save from
the general feeling of its members and the
Inference drawn from the postponement of
the meeting of the entire board.

Upon the subject of prescribing textbooks
two views are held. One is that the board
of curators should select the books and re-
quire the professors to teach them: the
other is that the selection should be left
to the professors, as is done In every other
university In America.

In the latter case, it {8 held that unless
the board has sufficlent confidence in its
teachers to trust them in matters of text-
books, It should dismiss them and employ
others whom it ecan trust. It is also SUug-
gested, that, even though a committen com-
pozed of a Democrat, Republican and Popu-
list agree on textbooks, the general public
would at once assert that political reasons
had dletated their cholce, and that the uni-
versity was to be conducted on political
lines. The Columbia Herald to-morrow will
say:

“The country press is stirred up over the
matter. With scarcely an exception, the
newspapers agree In condemning the intro-
duction of political methods into the uni-
versity, It Is pointed out by the Demo-
cratic journals that such action would tend
to offset the effect of the Andrews Incident,
which showed the Intolersnce of the New
England Republicans, and would have a
bad political effect, as It would fnjure the
school. The newspapers that favor radleal
actlon are few, and are mainly those which
have opposed the unlversit

YELLOW FEVER SITUATION.

Little Chnn;é at New Orleans or Mo-
bile=Seven Cases Discovered
at Clinton, Minx.,

New Orleans, Sept. 30.—There was nelther
Improvement nor aggravation:of the yellow
fever situation here to-day. Cases were
numerously reported, and as early as*6
o'clock threatened to equal, If not exceed,
the number of last night, but at that hour
the death record was small. The fever
geems to be slowly spreading around town,
but up to the present time no nest of cases
has been found, and the authorities have
thus been able to ecarry on thelr work of
quarantine with some success. Many of
the case within the past few days have been
found in houses where sickness already
exlsted, but the Instances are extremely
rare where the cases have been trans-
mitted from one house to another adjoin-
ing. Yesterday's record of four deaths cre-
ated some alarm, but when to-day up to
night time there was no evidence that the
pace set yesterday was belng kept ugp, the
city breathed much ensler. The record to-
day was as follows: Deaths, 3; new ciases,
25,

Alglers
has 15,000 population, is the landing vlace
for the Southern Pacific steamers, the sile
af the Southern Pacifie shops, and has
miintalned a partial quarantine against
New Orleans from the beginning of the
fever here. =

Most of
the patients in the city are doing well
Half o dozen were dlscharged to-day.

Feeling in Washingion That Senor Sa-
gusin Is to Ne the New Span~
ish Premlier.

Washington, Sept. 30.—The feeling that
Saga is to be the coming Bpanish pre-
mier, ¢ither at once or after the transition
ministry retires, eads to many favorable
comments on his abllity by those who know
him personally.
