RIVER IMPROVEMENT WORK.

Missouri nivnit commission is
COMING IICIIE.

Its 3Iemhcr "Will Float Down, to
St. I.ouls "With a Ni'w Plan in.

View Vhout the Month
of the Ivavv.

The prcsenco here ot tho government
steamer Golden Gate, with a corps of en-

gineers who are working on the location
of the river lines at the bend of tho Mis-

souri near the mouth of the Kaw river,
has created considerable talk among the
owners of real estate along the statu lino
and near where the work is being done.
There lias been much contention for the
past six j ears about the exact location of
the mouth of the Kaw river and delega-

tions from both tho Kansas Citvs have
appeared before the Missouri river commis-
sion at St. Louis In support of claims m ide
bj their cities Ihe contention nrose first
over the construction at the mouth of tho
Kaw by the National Water Works Com-

pany and the Towier Packing mp my
of a lino of piling extending out 000 feet.
Into the river from the lower bank of the
mouth of the Kaw. This work was done
seven jears ago Tho men claimed the
riht to do It that the waters of the Mis-

souri might ho held back to the lines of
the original channel .is fixed by the gov-

ernment survej. The exact location of the
mouth ot the Kaw is an important mat-
ter. The state line leaves the rivei at tho
point where the Kaw empties into the Mis-

souri and if th it point were in serious dis-
pute the location of the state line might
be subject to review. In fict Governor
Leedv, of Kansas, had his private seere-tar- v

in Washington last spring trjlng to
gobble up a slice of the valuable West bot-
toms to be annexed to the state of Kan-
sas.

If the real line is out where it has been
forced by the piling, then the questlo l of
more room for packing house buildings
will be settled and eventually about 100
acres of land can bo added to the taxablo
wealth of the two Kansas Citvs.

The Missouri river commission intends
doing something of value to the navigation
of that historic waterwaj during the next
vear. They have the government snagboat,
O. J. Suter. at work on the river now near
Boonvlllo pulling snags and have ordered
the commander of the craft to come to
Kansas Citv as soon as he can werk up
this far. They will he here to meet him
and expect to go up the river to St. Joseph
it the stage of water is so thes can, and
then go down to St. Louis and make a care-
ful examination of the river all the way to
see what work is needed.

Thej expect the Suter to reach here in
about twenty dajs and will try to make the
trip before the river closes for the winter.
Pulling snags is alwajs slow work, but it is
slower and harder this sear than ever. The
high water of last spring carried more
trees down the current than were ever
known to go down before, and when they
reached the shallow places of the river they
buried in the sand and bog so that tho
whole width of the river at the dangerous
points now is dotted with them and makes
navigation almost impossible and very
hazardous. The water now Is very low, so
that a boat drawing over three feet of
water Is unable to make headway at all.

Each j ear as the land adjacent to the
river and its numerous tributaries Is culti-
vated the quantity of soil and sand and
general debris that floats into the water at
high stages is greatly Increased and the Big
Muddy shows its qu ilities more plainly.
This makes it exceedingly difficult for the
river men to keep the channel clear. The
sandbars form and disappear and bury
snags and fill the old channel continually,
while now ones are cut, often taking away
valuable farms. The necessity is for some
sensible plan of protection for the river
banks that will hold the channel in itsproper bounds and render the navigation
of the river possible. River men say that
with a systematic line of shore improve-
ments the channel would deepen with each
sear and the cutting of the farm land
would cease. The river commission is
coming up the river to see what is most
needed ana what is in their power to give
and with the opening of the coming season
it is intended to do something to confine tho
water and protect the farm land along the
banks.

It was enough. But it was not all. For
tho phjsician's examination proved that
tho sufferer was djing of consumptlon.and
so the entry in tho day register at tho
dlspensarj read:

"William Viet: no home; no friends:
consumption, starvation" a tragedy in
eight words.

Tho man was found ljing under the wag-
on on the river front. At first the officer
had hard work to awaken him: but that
was nothing he had had hard work to
awaken wharf rats and river hoboes be-
fore He shook him vigorously-- .

"Here, wake up' What's the matter?"
he said And then the sleeper moaned and
shuddered, and the experienced eje of tho
policeman saw that he was not drunk.but
sick

When the ambulance came the surgeons
shook their heads and the man saw them,
and for the first time smiled hopefullj-- .

"I am glad it's most over," he said, "for
I am worn out.

Sometimes they appear as ord-
inary gentlemen in irreproachable cos-
tumes, on other occasions they wear mil-
itary uniforms, and when the president
travels they accompany him as servants
in livery or as journalists.

These men receive extra pav and allow-
ances, and a detill In this brigade is the
highest ambition of the Parisian detective.

Tor a whilo all went well, but his
money soon gave out and he was compelled
to go to --vork. He drifted from citv- - to
city, finallj- - to St. Louts and succeeded In
securing emplojment in a livery stable In
the West end. The water that he was com-
pelled to drink at this place did not agree
with him, and he was taken to the clty
hospltal suffering .with typhoid fever. The
illness resulted fatally.

Recently Parks was Informed that
Stottleblass had fallen heir to a snug little
fortune in England, probably JIOO.OOO. He
set out for him, with the result stated.

A. Good Advance In the Price of Lead
and Zinc Ores Daring the

rnst Week.
Joplin. Mo , Oct. 3 (Special.) Lead and

zinc ores took another jump the past week,
lead ore advancing J1.50 on the 1,000 pounds,
and zinc ore 50 cents on the ton. The de-

mand for both ores was strong during
the entire week, and for zinc ore was
greater than any week since last spring.

Tho sales of zinc ore were twenty-tw- o

carloads less than those of the preceding
week, but were twenty-ftv--e carloads more
than the corresponding week of last ear.

The sales of lead oro were fifteen car-
loads more than those of the preceding
week, and twenty-tw- o carloads more than
the corresponding week of last year.

The top price paid for zinc ore was $23
per ton, an advance of 50 cents over the
preceding week. Most of the high grade ore
sold for $22.50, but there was a general ad-
vance :n prices on all grades of zinc ore.

Lead ore started the week at $29 per
1.000. but soon advanced to 30. and then to
$30 50, delivered, for choice lots. Fourteen
carloads of choice lead ore sold to the Ar-
gentine Smelter Company, are reported to
hav e brought $31 per 1,000 pounds dellv ered
on board cars.

During the corresponding week of last
j ear the top price paid for zinc ore was
$20 50 per ton, and for lead ore was $14.50
per 1.000 pounds.
