The outrage of private parties lor mer-
cenary motives fenctnK in a main street for
an entire block, and, under the protection
of the police, barrlnff the public from Its
rights that John Sullivan ct nl might reap
a. harvest of quarters, was repeated last
night on Grand avenue, to the dlsuracc of
the city and the sharcc of hospitality. For
oer two hours the avenue was barricaded
near Ninth and again near Tenth by nn
eight foot fence, guarded by a heavy detail
of police, under Chief John Hayes.

"Damn you," clttrcns and visitors were
told by the police guardians, "if you haven't.
got a quarter to ijct in, get out of the way

and off tho street."
Men and women wero pushed and crowd-

ed back, jostled and jammed. The outrage
met the condemnation of citizens and isl-to- rs

alike. as it did on Tuesday night. It
was known that the ed "official
stands" were a private enterprise, the same
as any other stand which have been erect-
ed in all parts of the business section Tor
Carnival week. It was known too that .m
effort had been made to bunco nnd deceive
the public by unscrupulous parlies inter-
ested in the stands by having it appear that
they were an Investment of the Karnlvui
Krewe. whereas the Karnival Krewe hatt
absolutely nothlror to Oo with the invest-
ment. And that th police department un-

der Chief Hayes lend-its-ai- d lo-an- y

such outrageous proceeding as denying to
citicns their own streets that the pockets
of individuals might be lined aroused'publlc

The police fought, the people back at the
north end of the barricade until 8:0 last
night. Citizens were cursed, punched ana
prodded. The street outside the fence was
packed with people. Then there came a
determined rush, a section of the fence
cracked and was about to give way. cap-

tain Branham. seeing the police were beat-
en, let the gates fly open. ,and, with Ti wild
whoop, the crowd surged through past the
frantically brandished clubs of the police
outside of tho barrier, who thoughti It had
been forced.

There was more danger to life and limb,
more danger of rioting and disorder, in the
crowds held back by the barriers last night
than in all the unrestrained crowds that
ever assembled In Kansas City In past
years. The chief of police seems responsible
for the joutrage, acting In cahoots with pri-

vate parties interested in the stands.
At the meeting of the council last night

Councilman AVolf arose in tho lower house
and denounced the action of the private
parties who nre running the of-

ficial" grand standtn blockading-Gran- ave-
nue from a point abouneo feetsouth of
Ninth street to Tenth street.

"I want to call the attention of the mem-
bers of tho house to a matter .that Is not
In the budget for this evening." he said,
"but which is deserving- - of serious atten-
tion. A short time ago we granted to somo
persons who appeared before us the privi-
lege of erecting an arch and stands upon
Grand avenue between Ninth and Tenth
streets, under the Impression that we were
making these grant- - to the Karnival
Krewe, the Priests of Pallas and thoTlow-e-r

parade committees. It turns out now
that we were deceived, and that private
parties are receiving the benefits of these
privileges.

"Last night these private parties put
fences across the "treer at the arch and
at Tenth street. These fences had gates
in them and at these gates "they had men
stationed who refused to let anyone pass or
use the street who would not buy a ticket
to the grand stand. They even reiusea in
my presence to let people pass who live In
the houses on both sides of the street, un-
less they each paid a quarter. This was
nn mitrane uoon the Deonle of Kansas City.
who own the streets and have the right to
use them. The same tmns was aone again

and now there are fences across
the street and the people are prevented by
these private parties from using It.

"I suppose It is-to-o late to do anything
now. dui it win teacn us a lesson 10 oe
more careful how we grant privileges that
will Interfere with the rights of the people.
The next time these parties como before
us asking for faors we will know how to
treat them."

The people of the "official" stands had a
weary timo of It again yesterdav. It was
5 o'clock before the Flower parade reached
the stands, and It was a very tired crowd
which greeted It.

Tho University Medical college football
eleven was defeated on tho Exposition grid-

iron yesterday ufternoon by the Kansas
university team by a score of 22 to S. The
game was long drawn out and tedious,
largely from tho fact that an insufficient
number of police had be'en provided to
keep the crowd In bounds and men and
boys crowded down to tho side lines and
Anally onto the gridiron, tho last goal that
Kansas made being directly attributable
to the people on the field. Swearingen had
punted forty yards down tho field and
Speaks catching the ball darted through
the line of spectators and racing down the
field with the screen of men and boys be-

tween him and tho Medics carried the ball
eighty yards for a touchdown. Several at-
tempts of the Medics to break through the
line of spectators failed, because even after
they had forced an opening they were so
far behind the Hying Speaks that it was
next to an impossibility to overtake him.

The officials of the game were Lieuten-
ant Smith, referee; W. H. H. Piatt, umpire,
and Wylie G. AVoodruff and Mr. Wyatt,
linesmen. A long wrangle took place over
the length of the halves, but a compro-
mise, was effected by deciding upon a
thirty minute first and a twenty minute
second. Kansas scored in the first half
after three and.a half minutes' play, when
Speaks, on a criss-cro- ss play, carried the
ball titty-fiv- e jards across the Held for

.goal. Mosse kicked goal.
The ball was carried back and forth on

the field during the rest of the half, each
side having possession of it several times,
losing it on fumbles and downs. It was
on the Medics' thirty yard line In posses-
sion, of Kansas when time was called.

The Medics had been weak in the first
half in offensive play, but in the second
half they started out with a tremendous
rush and hammered the Kansas line for
repeated gains. They lost the ball In the
center of the field on a mlxup of signals
and Kansas carried it across the line
largely on tandem plays with the guards
thrown back. Mosse made a second touch-
down, but failed to kick goal. The Medics
had not lost heart and went to work after
the second kickoff. In four minutes' play
on a criss-cro- ss play Heller made a splen-
did run of forty-fiv- e yards for a tojici--'
down. Lewis missed an easy chance to
kick goal. The Medics kept hammering
tho Kansas line, improving materially In
their offensive plays and in five minutes'
playing again carried tho ball across the
line, but Lewis failed in an attempt at
goal. Just at the moment when the Med-
ics' hopes were beating highest the Kan-sa-

rallied and piled up three more touch-
downs and two goals, leaving the score 22
to 8, with the ball in the center of the field
when time was called.

There was a great deal of slugging dur-
ing the game and several times it looked as
though there would be a free fight. As
It was, the game ended with several blackeyes and embittered feelings on both sides.
Both teams were guilty of slugging. The
inadequate police service was the cause ofa great deal of complaint, and many people
left the stands because the men and boys
on the line jrowded onto the field so thattheir view was entirely cut off. It Is to be
hoped that the rights of the spectators will
be taken into consideration when the
Medics and the Missouri eleven meet nextSaturday, and that a force of police large
enough to control the crowd will be on
