The exact cause of his death
fs a mystery to the physiclans attending
the case, and It was glven out at the hos-
pltal Iast night that City Physlcian Coffin
would investignte the case this morning.
Suiclde is suspected. Possibly there was
an accldent, possibly an assault. One phy-
giclan suys there was a fracture of the
skull

He seemed worrled, she sabd, Lut
e had often appeared that way since ho
had been rooming at her house and =he
took little notios of that. He had meniionid
Feveral times to her that there was little
for him to lve for, she said, and she hod
discovered that he was addicted 1o l}.u
use of morphine, Five times during the
five months he had been rooming there ha
hnd gone to his room intoxicated, she sndd,

of alcohol. The pupils of his eyes were
dilated, which would strongly Indicate the
presenco of morphine.

minutes the court was grinding away and
Attorney Cole, who, by the way, hnd low-
ered his arms, resumed his peroration. |

The cause of all the flurry was Pleasant |
Lawson, of Pecullar, Mo, who was aur-
rested last week for stabbjng “Jud” Bld-|
dle in a row in Cottingham's barn. Law-
son's ecase was set for yesterday forenoon
in Justice Walls' court, and as Mnjori
Woodson was his attorney he wanted to
confer with him before the case wis
called. Ho trird to push his way through
the crowd at the eriminal court, hut could
not, and finnlly, in sheer desperation, re-
sorted to the next best expedient to at-
tract his attornev's attention.

The most important feature of the situa-
tlon to-tday was o meeting at the Mechan-
fos’, Denlers and Lumbermen’s exchange,
called for the purposo of critleising the
board of health and of insisting tpon the
modification of local quarantine regula-
tlons, Those who were instrumental in hav-
ing the meeting called held that there was
no longer any necessity of squandering
thousands of dollars n week trying to con-
fine the disense by use of guarls, when the
infection has widely sprend and the pefo-
ple In every quarter of the city were suc-
ceasfully evading the board of health regu-
lations by golng over back fences and
through sida alleys, and then mingling with
ywople on the streets. Resolutions on this
