BRATED BANK CASE.

LENIENCY IS RECOMMENDED.

COURT ASKED TO BE AS MERCIFUL
AS POSSIBLE.

The jury re-
ported &t 11:30 yesterday morning, It was
quite a surprise, as nearly everybody had
predicted a hung jury., Mr. Taylor, the
defendant, was in the courtroom when the
verdict was read and he recelved It with
outward calmness, but it was plain to be
seen thut he was greatl$ disappolinted, His
attorneys suy that they will immediately
fl» a motion In arrest of judgment on the
grounds thut under the cvidence the jury
could not legally find the defendant guilty
of the charge cn which he was tried. Tuy-
lor was charged with recelving money
knowing that the bank was in an Insclvent
condition anidl his attorneys chidm that
there was no evidence Introduced to show
he wus cognizant of the fact that
bank was faillng. While evidence of
s mismanagement and strong indlca-
tions of fraud was Introducded, yet it Is
argued that this did not warrant a ver-
dict under the charge upon which he was
tried.

TWO EXTENSION ORDINANCES

INTRODUCED IN THE 1T YCOUNCIL
LASNT EVENING,

The Lower House Wants to Go to the
Blue, While the Upper House
Wants Westport Limlis
Adhered To.

Councilman Lynch Introfiseed in the low-
er house of the eouncil last night his pro-
posal to extend the limits of the city to
Erush creek on the south and to the Blg
Blue river from Falrview avenue north lo
the middle lne of the Missouri river. The
proposal was followed by an ordinance pro-
viding for an election to be held on No-
vember 3 to vote upon the extension pro-
wsed,  As was expected, Speaker Smith
I.mkr away from his Hepublican constita-
ents, and the propusil was adopted and the
ordinunce passed by votes of 6 ayes to 4
Diys.
Both documents were rejected by the
upper hi v, Alderman Johnston wns #ab-
sent.,  After making a long speech, Alder-
man Morgan voied for the Lyach proposal
and the other elght members of the house
voted agalnst it. Before the ordinance wis
read Alderman Morgan announced thot he
had promised to attend the Conventlon hull
meoting it the Commercial Club assembly
room, and he took his hat and departed,
The remalning  clght  members  voted
agalnst the Lynch ordinance.  Aldermun
Seddon, chairman of the finance commit-
tee, then reintroduced the Ef"l"”‘:’l, o ex-
tend the Hmits 0 a8 to take in Westport
and the strip of country betwecn the sputh-
ern lmit of that city and Forty-ninth
sireetl, extending frem Broadway to Troost
avenue, which was adopted by the upper
louse at Its last meeting and rejected by
the lower house. This proposal was again
adopted and the accompanying ordinance
wiis once more passaod,

Before the Lynch proposal and ordinance
were taken up in the lower housc, the
cierk started to vead a petitlon from resi-
dents and owners of property in the terri-
tory between  Falrvlew avenue and  the
Ittie, which It was proposed to tuke in
Councilmen Lynch and  Wolf  protested
ngainst the reading of the petition, elnim-
imk that, as it wits not n the budgel, it
could not properly come before the house.
Speaker Smith sald that any document
bewring upon a resolution or ordinuncs
pending before the council could e i
whether It was in the hudget or not
ccnstitution of the United States expressly
siys,” sald he, “that the ftl:lil'T. of petition
shill not be denied to citlzens.™

Councliman Waolf safd he didn’t care what
the constitution sald, and he offéercd a mo-
tion to lny the petition on the t_.'.tlnlp. This
motion was lost by o te vole. Councilmen
Lynch and Wolf were =till determined to
privent the reading of the petition, and
they tried to convinee Speaker Smith thi
be wias wrong, but he remained firm, Coun-
eilmun Simonds then snid that he could see
no harm thiat would come to the friends of
the proposed Hlue c¢xteusion by having the
setition read, nnd Councllmen Lynch and

HARD ONGCOAL MINERS

POPS WORKING THE PENITENTIARY
MINE TO THE LIMIT.

FREE-MINED COAL UNDERSOLD.

FIVE TIMES AS MUCH SOLDAS UNDER
MORRILL'S ADMINISTRATION.

State Audltor Morris Refuses to Cer-
tify to Figures Which Muoke n
Startling Showing Against
the Adminlsteation—
HKuansns News,

Topeka, Kas,, Oct. 18 —(8pecial) State
Auditor Morris to-day refused to certify to
some figures taken off the books In his
otllee relative to the operation of the peni-
tentlary coal mine under the Populist ad-
ministrution, although he admitted that
they were absolutely correct. The Repub-
lean state campulgn committee offered to
piy him @ Hberal fee for making the prop-
er certifleation; but he declined to do so.
Steps will be tuken to compel him to
certify to the records If any luw cun be
ound to do 5o,

The Populists are still attempting to de-
lude the coul miners of Kansas. They pro-
fess to be the friends of the miners, and
it the same time the records show that
they are the miner's worst enemies, -

The Populist state platform and all coun-
i1y platforms have always opposed the plac-
Ing of penitentiary cond in open competi-
tlon with frec-mined coal, but, as almost
the last act of the Popullst legislature, upon
the advics of the governor In i specizl mes-
saga on the subject, a law was passed en-
abling the penitentiary directors Lo sell
prison-mined coul In the open market. The
directors are rannning the mine at full
blast and selling coal to everyvbody they
can. They undersell free mine operators o
tritte, and are, therefore, working up a
big trode. One of the directors is acting as
traveling agent, establishing agencies for
the prison coal in all towns Iin Northwest-
ern Knnsas. The free mine* operators are
feeling the competition keenly, and as a
result the miners ire not getting as much
work to do as they are entitled to.

In order to show the miners just the ex-
tent of the operation of the penitentiacy
mine, the Republican campalgn committee
took the figures from the auditor's books
showing the receipts for coal sales at the
prigson for the first seven months of the
present Populist administration, compared
with the corresponding seven months last
vear, under Governor Morrill's admm-
Istration. Under Morrill, the receipts were
$L500.02, while under Leedy they were $15,-
46035, The expenses of running the pen-
{tentiary under Morrill's administration for

he same seven months of 188 aggregated
ILE2, while for the seven months under
Leady the expense has been §83,737.02,

The Republican committes recontly sent
these fizures to the coal mining districts of
the state and when the miners got hold of
them they were amazed. The Populists, In
order to keep the miners in line, declared
that the figures were not correct. It was
In order to prove that they were ahsolutely
correct thut the committee to-day asked
the auditer to certify to them. Assistant
Auditor Charles Taylor examined the rec-
ords and ascertained that the flgures were
correct, and he was ready and willing to
certifly to that fact. Just then Auditor
Morris came in, and Tavlor decided to refer
the matter to him. The auditor took the
mutter under advisement until he could
confer with other officials around the state
house, He eame biack In a few minutes and
&ild he would decline to attach a certitieate
to the figurcs. He admitted that the fig-
ures were carrect, but said {f he certified
to anything he would have to take every-
thing conneécted with the penltentlary for
that period. He «id not gare 1o give out
the oul figures exclusivelyy  Fhe commit-
tee was =omoewhat dastonlshed to think that
he would refuse to certify as to what the
records In his ofice chowed, and an effort
will be made to get the proper certiticate,

STOCK YARDS REHEARING.

Arguments Begun Before Judge Thay-
«r at Topeka Yeaterday
Morning.

) Oct. 18.—(8pecial,) The
Kunsas Clty stock yards case Is being
heard agaln In the federal court. Judge
Thayer, of the United States eircult court
of appeuls, arrived from St, Louis at noon
to-tliy and this afternoon took up the hear-
ing. The case is now being fought for final
determination. All of the issues have becn
Joined and the hearing now is for a per-
mapent Injunction aguainst the enforce-
ment  of the Jaquins stock yards law.
Judge Thayer was called in o try the case
for two reasons. One was that it would
furnish a speedy termination of the case
and the other was because in similar ecnses
Judge Foster, of the federal court of Kan-
sgng, and Judge Munger, of the federal court
of Nebruska, had rendered opposite opin-
jfons, In order to settle both cases practl-
ecally at the same time, It was agreed to
cill in Judge Thayer of the circuit court
ot appeals. There will be only one appeal
from his decision and that will be to the
United Stites supremes court,

Judge Thayer upon taking the bench this
afternoon limited the time of nrgument. He
snfd he would have to return next Wed-
day afternoon nnd that counsel would
hiave to finish thelr urguments by that
time.  Attorney D. R. Hite, for the stock-
holders of the company, mide the opening
argument. He talked all the afternoon. He
began by giving o complete history of the
case and explaining in detnil the method
of doing business at the yvards., Then he
proceeded 1o make a legnl argument In fa-
var of the complainnnt's side, His talk was
i line with that which he made beforo
Judge Foster when the case was heard on
an application for a temporary injunction.
He sprung two new points, however. The
first that the new Jaquing law  confis-
cated private property without providing
any compensiation; the second was that the
business of the stock yarda company was
so clogely jdentified with that of the live
stock commission merchants us to make it
interstate commerce also.  Judge Foster
decided some time ago that the business of
the commlizsion merchants was of an Inter-
siate commerce charncter.

Juidgs Woolworth, of Omaha, who hand-
1led the Nebraska case, is here and will
moke an argument on the interstate com-
meree feature. Judge Horton will alsa ar-
gue the case from the stockholders' stand-
point. The arzument for the state will he
muds by Judge David Martin and Attorney
General Boyle.

BIG INCREASE IN OVERDRAFTS.

Knnsns Bankers Are Not Following
Commissioner Breldenthal's Re-
cent Good Advice,

Topeka, Kas., Oct. 18.—(8pecial.) While
the fortheoming condensed statement of
State Bank Commissioner Breidenthal on
the condition of the Kansaz banks will
show @ big Incrense In deposits and a de-
erease in the borrowed money account, the
ohjectionable overdraft account will show a
big increase. Breidenthal has haommered at
the bankers of the state to keep the over-
drafts down, and they did fairly well until
recently, Now, overdrafts are on the in-
crease, The commissioner says this is due
to the large amount of mongy in cireuln-
ton. ““Whenever money hecomes plenti-
ful* #aid he to-day, “the bunkers get reck-
less. They permit cusiomers to overdraw
their necounts then, when they would not
do #o in hard times. Now Is just the time
i tywinkers should be more careful than
ever, But many of them can’t sce it that
way, =imply because they are anxlous to
ot their money out whers it will earn
something.”

BULLETIN ON_GRASSHOPPERS,

Chancellor Snow Tells Kansas Farm-
ers How They May Get Rid
of the Pexts.

Chan-
eollor Snow, of the state university, has
prepared a bulletin on grasshoppers for
the benefit of the farmers of Kansas. Dur-
ing the nast season, hoppers did consider-
able damage to crops in the westlern part of
the state, and the authorities are afraid

Secretury Coburn, of the state agricultural
department.recently asked Chancellor Snow
to prepare a bulletin on that subject. The

Professor Snow si
that alfalfa wns damaged more this past
senson than any other crop, and that Iy was
the work of the “differential locust.” He
SAYS ulso that the Hocky mountain locusts,
which did so much damage in 1874, came in
in large numbers recently, and are prepiar-
ing to get In thelr work next summer, The
furmers can get rid ef the pests very
easily, he says, If they will supply them-
selves with @ grasshopper-killing machlne,
The machine I8 composed of a long tin
pan made on the order of a hread pan, only
on a much larger scale. The pan Is filled
with kerosene and then attached to sled
runners. As the contrivance s drawn
neross a fielld by a team the hoppers jump
Into the pan and the oil kills them.  The
strange thing about it is that the hoppers
never move until the gled passes over them,
and then they jump into the pan. Chan-
celior Snow elaims that it is a very effective
way to get rid of hoppers. He says every
farmer should have one of these machines,

New Labor Law to Be Tested—Annist-
ant Secretary Melklejohn
nt the Fort.

The law passed by the last legisiature re-
quiring that an employer must give In
writing, on demand, the reason for the
discharge of an employe i= about to he
tested In Leavenworth for the first time.
Joseph Reynolds was, until recently, an
employve of the Home-Riverside coal mine,
but was discharged. He made a demand
upon George W. Klierstead to know the
reason for his discharge, which was re-
fused. Yesterday afternoon Reynolds went
before Justice Frank Flhizwilllim and
swore oul a wnrrant for the superintend-
ent’s arrest.

The new law mukes it 4 misdemennor for
an employer to refuse the reason for dis-
charging o _man if the latter desires to
know. It fixes the penalty for such re-
fusal at thirty days in juil and a fine of
$106, bestdes making provision for the col-
lection of heavy damages in certain cases,
The case will be watched with much in-
terest, and should a werdlet be rendered
against the superintendent the case will
be carried to the higher courts,
