FOUR TICKETS WILL APPEAR ON

THE OFFICIAL BALLOT.

REPUBLICANS IN FIRST COLUMN

TUB OPPOSITION IS DIVIDED INTO

THIIEE HOSTILE FACTIONS.

Firemen, No Lonsrer 1'enrInK Pop Leg-

islation, HaK Shaded Oft Tlielr
Whiskers and Dlxbnnded

Tlielr Club. Negress
With a Razor.

County Clerk Daniels has completed the
work of arranging the official ballot for the
fall election and copies will be furnished

the printers to-d- ay or The first
column has been given to the Republicans;
fusion Democrats have the second; People's
party the third; stralghtout Democrtas the
fourth. While the stralghtout Democrats
will have the fourth column exclusive, jet
the nominees of the stralghtouts will also
appear In the column alloted the fusion

Democrats. The ballot will be arranged
just like it was last year, when the two
Republican tickets were rlaced in the same

column. For Instance, T. B. Dalley, fusion
candidate for sheriff, will head the Demo-

cratic ticket and directly under his name
in the same column will appear the name
of Charles Brown, the stralghtouts' candi-

date for sheriff. The names of the other
fusion and stralghtout candidates will ap-

pear In the same manner.
This will no doubt result In a great deal

of confusion, as many will vote for two
men for the same office, and thus lose their
votes. However, there was no other way
for Mr. Daniels to make up the ballot. He
acted upon the decision handed down by
the supreme court In the contest of the
Republicans last year. The supreme court
held that both Republican tickets should
appear on the official ballot in the same
column and under the Republican caption.
It was this decision that defeated the Re-
publican ticket last year, as more than
enough votes were thrown out on account
of the voters becoming confused with the
"double-heade- ticket and voting for two
men for the same office. This mistake de-
stroys the ballotr as far as the candidate
thus voted for is concerned.

Tho mongrel crowd will Wall probability
do a. little howling, but it Is simply a dose
of their own medicine. There was no pro-
test Hied against tho ticket nominated by
the regular Democrats, or the
btraightouts. and as the nomination papers
were regular on the face. County Clerk
Daniels had to recognize them. The three
complete tickets will appear on the official
ballot. There is only one redeeming fea-
ture about the "double-heade- d" ticket, and
that Is in the fact that all voters opposed
to tho Republican ticket w 111 have a large
assortment of candidates to select from.

A leading Democrat stated last night that
the nominees of the regular Democrats
wculd not lose any votes on the strength of
the two tickets being mixed, as all straight-o- ut

Democrats were Intelligent enough to
veto their ballot properly. He said he
thought that many good fusion Pop votes
would be lost, however.

NOW SMOOTH SHAVEN.

Whisker Club Organised by Firemen,
Who Dreaded Pop Legislation,

Han Gone Ont of Business.
The "Whisker Club," organized by the

firemen at headquarters, has gone out of
existence. This Is due to the fact that the
firemen aro now confident that the "Pops"
will not get control of the fire departments
of the cities of the first class In this state.

When the recent Populist legislature con-ven-

there was some talk about placing
th- - fire departments throughout the state
upder the control and supervision of the
pnhce boards. This would have given the
"Pops" control of these departments. The
f icmen of this city decided to do the light-
ning change act, to-w- lt: Change from
smooth-face- d Republicans and Democrats
to uewnisKereu ropuusts. vvien mis enu
lit view tho firemen organized a "Whisker
Club." electing Assistant Chief McConnell
president, and William Clark secretary.
Fltemen Dill Blddleman and Leighow were
ai pointed whisker agriculturists to culti-
vate tho beard producing portions of the
firemen's faces. Within two months after
the club was perfected the firemen at No. 1
station had all the appearances of an

Populist brigade.
When the last legislature adjourned with-

out changing tho law regulating fire de-
partments the firemen began to feel easier,
and have gradually lost Interest In the
"Whisker Club." They had ventured so
far as to have their mustaches and beards
trimmed several times since the adjourn-
ment of the legislature. A short time ago
a number of tho "laddies" wanted to have
their faces shaved, and would have carried
out their threat only for the talk of a pe-cl-

session. Saturdav the club held a
meeting, and it was then, after listening
to nn eloquent address by Member Jim
Hall. In which he assured the members tint
their jobs were safe, whiskers or no whisk-
ers, a motion to shave prevailed by a unan-
imous vote. The meeting immediately ad-
journed "ine die. and the members proceed-
ed without delay, to their apartments,
1 oned their razors, and yesterday the faces
of all the firemen were as smooth as plate
glass From a short distance they looked
l'ke a gang of boys Thev are happy, how-
ever, and act like they had been relieved of
an aw ful burden.

TO PROSECUTE SCHOHR.

Jinn Who Attempted to Shoot His

The bullet has not
lien found nnd the supposition is that
Schorer swallowed it. His injuries are not
eerlous.

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NO RADICAL CHANGES

MONETARY COMMISSION IV FAVOR
OF GRADUAL REFORMS.

DISTURBANCE TO BE AVOIDED.

PRESENT IS A GOOD TIME TO INSTI-

TUTE NEEDED CHANGES.

The Commission Is Still Somewhat Un-

decided an to 'Whether to Recom-
mend Only "What It Consid-

ers nn Ideal Cnrrenc
System.

Washington, Oct. 21 -(- Special.) The mon-

etary commission has been steadily at work
since It reconvened at the Arlington hotel
on October 11. Each of the
has made considerable progress In the in-

vestigation of the subject assigned to it.
Partial reports from these
have been submitted to the whole commls-so- n

and generally discussed. Were the
vork of the commission simply to deter-
mine what would be an Ideal currency and
banking system. Its task would be much
simpler, but it is one thing to form a meas-
ure that one man or a number of men be-

lieve to be just right, and another thing to
fcrm a measure that will go through con-

gress and meet with general popular sup-
port.

Upon this subject there has been consid-
erable discussion in Die commission, as to
whether It should confine itself to the

of such a measure or meas-
ures as It believes congress will pass at lu
session or devise what It believes to be an
Ideal system of currency and banking
vhich shall serve as a basis for not only
such legislation as congress is willing to
enact at present, but for all future legisla-
tion upon the subject.

One thing that has been made perfectly
clear by the discussions up to date Is thit
the commission will not recommend that
congress undertake any radical ehanges In
the monetary sjstem of the country that
would be likely to produce Huctuation of
prices or uncertainties as to the future.
Whatever changes are recommended will
b of a character "o gradual that the
changes will not create any disturbance In
l.nanclal or commercial affans Such
changes can be made the more re.idilj, be-

cause, under the present prosperous eonul-tlcn- s,

with the balance of trade in our
favor, there seems no likelihood of a finan-
cial stringency or commercial disturb inee
for some je.irs to come, and there Is no
Immediate need of a radical change.

This condition of things makes it possibla
to adopt such measures as will provide
against possible dangers in the future such
as the country has recently passed througii.
and Institute gradual reforms, with amplp
time to carry them out during the period of
prosperity.

The wisdom of the commission's plan of
sitting at Washington and theri receiving
suggestions and taking testimony Instead
of traveling about the country, lias been
demonstrated. The necessity of a tr.iv eling
commission was very largely obviated by
the geographical distribution of the mem-
bership. Every section of the country is
represented on the commission, and repre-
sented hv the men most thoroughly in
touch with the business affairs of their own
territory, and most familiar with its condi-
tion and needs.

The suggestions and appeals that have
reached the commission by mail have come
from every state In the Union, and from all
classes of people. Farmers, business men.
bankers and students have written calling
attention to this or that need, or making
suggestions that they believe would be of
value. The newspapers throughout the
country have also, as a general thing, ex-
pressed themselves very freely upon the
subject, reflecting In a large measure the
opinions of their constituency. And In this
way the members of the commission feel
that they have gained a very fair Index of
popular opinion upon tho various phases of
tho currency and banking questions before
them.

When the commission reconvenes on No-
vember 3. It will be ready to begin the
preparation of its currency measure and
the report that will accompany it. The
measure itself will not be one of great
length, and It is probable that the report
Instead of attempting to give a digest of
all the suggestions and testimony before the
commission will confine itself to a clear
statement of facts and terse argument in
support of the measure agreed upon.

The people generally have responded very
freel to tho invitation of the commission
to contribute their views, and It has re-
ceived In this way a very fair index of
public opinion upon the subject in every
section of the country. The "crank" let-
ters have been verv few. A number of men
suirirest the ncceatance of silver in un
limited quantities, with the issuance of
certificates at market rates for the bullion,
with redemption of these certificates, when
presented, at ruling rates. Th plain effect
of this plan would be to make the silver
certificate nothing more nor less than a
warehouse receipt, with the government
acting as the warehouse man.

Another suggestion is that no paper
money of less than $10 denomination be
issued In any form, thus requiring a larg-
er circulation of silver dollars and sub-
sidiary coins, but the experience of bank-
ers has been that the small notes have an
enormous popularity.

Several men suggest the coinage of a
monetary unity, composed of a combina-
tion of gold and silver, and others sug-
gest simply the Issuance of certificates rep
resenting gold and silver ingots. This
would contemplate a gold Ingot unit and
a silver ingot unit, and, whether the gov-
ernment simply issued a certificate or coin
cd the metal. Its only connection with the
currency would be to guarantee the weight
and fineness of the metal Such a plan as
this would, of course, cause an enormous
amount of confusion In the future settle-
ment of existing contracts.

The commission asked a number of ques-
tions of a number of financial experts and
men of large experience In financial af-
fairs. The tenor of the replies received is
conservative and demolishes the rather
widespread notion that there Is a desire
among men of this class for the withdrawal
of greenbacks and treasury notes. One of
the best Known financiers of the country,
who recently submitted his views to the
commission on request, said to the Asso-
ciated Press representative. In discussing
tho work of the commission: "I think the
revenue and finance departments of thegovernment should be completers separated
Revenue is one question and the problem
of currency and banking Is another, and
in their details they have no proper con
nection, l snouiu inee to see our variedpaper currency unified Into two sections,
coin certificates, and silver certificates, the
coin certificates to bo confined to denomi-
nations of $10 and over, and the silver cer-
tificates to $5, $2 and $1 bills, gradually with-
drawing all silver certificates of denomina-
tions higher than $3 The treasury should
hold a gold reserve equal to 25 per cent of
the coin certificates and the secretary of
the treasury should be authorized to cancel
all coin certificates when paid in gold. He
should have authority to maintain the gold
reserve at all times by purchasing gold with
surplus cash in treasury and short time ob-
ligations of the government. Tariff laws
should bo so adjusted as to insure a small
surplus revenue, and when they do not,
the secretary of the treasury should be
authorized to borrow enough upon short
time obligations to cover any deficiency In
the revenue.

"The national banks should be permitted
to issue notes to the par value of the gov-
ernment bonds held bv them. Can Ida hasa fairly good sjstem for the regulation of
bank circulation, and It might be studied
with profit. I do not believe the American
people are prepared for the withdrawal of
the greenbacks or treasurj notes, nor will
thej- - be until a banking act establishes an
absolutely safe bank note circulation and
the people come to recognize It as such
Such a bank currency must be national in
character. It would be Idle to talk of a
state bank issue. This country has had
bitter experience in that direction, and the
people understand Its evils."

Democrats Scheming to Win Gossip
From the Soldier' Home

Urlcf Items.
lhe changes made bj the last legisla-

ture in the Australian ballot are likelj- - to
make considerable trouble for the voters
at the coming election on account of the
change In tho position of the squares, "ihe
people have been accustomed to marking
to the left of the name of the candidate
to be voted for, but the new law requires
that the mark shall be placed at the left.

a" Topeka, have decided to Ignore the
lights of the matter and the Ki'lot willgo to the printer y with the Demo-
cratic candidates In tho leading column.Ihej base their grounds for this actionupon the plea that the Brjan and Scwall
electors received a larger vote than did
those far McKinley and Hobart. This argu-
ment is a weak one from the fact that
both Populists and Democrats voted for
those electors, but when it came to a
vote on each state ticket separatelj-- , the
Republican ticket received the largest vote.

STEREOPTICON SHOW'S IX FAVOR
WITH ALL THE PARTIES.

Trolley Cora in the Fight Citizens'
Union "Want Ada." Tom John- -

on Writes Souks for the
Georgette Warm"

Tracy Songs.

New York, Oct. 24. The voters of Greater
New York have become the target of every
device known to politicians and dozens of
new machines of campaign warfaro to en-

list their sympathies, arouse their prej-
udices, and woo their votes. The intensity
of tho campaign has stimulated Invention
and novel means are used which even Mark
Hanna never thought of and would bulge
with envj- - to see. The verj- - latest thing,
perhaps. In campaign methods Is the trol-
ley car, but everj thing that will amuse or
make a point is being fullj- - utilized, from
the vltascope to tho old scheme of cam-
paign songs.

These features, which are, perhaps. In-

cidental In a great campaign, nevertheless
form the most picturesque part of It and to
a person not vitallj Interested In the result
they appeal the most stronglj-- of any.

The first originators of these new features
of campaigning were the members of the
Citizens' Union. Early in the canvass very
soon after Seth Low w.is nominated, they
Instituted a scries of educational lecture
with a stereopticon attachment. The
vleiousness of boss rule was portrayed in
vivid pictures thrown on the cmvas and a
spc iker would explain to the audienee the
meaning of the figures and the pictorial
representation would do the rest.

But after the "Cits," as thej- - are familiar-
ly called by the rude and uncultivated, had
spent $100,000 on their "educational lec-
tures" they decided to abandon them and
give cartoon exhibitions in which Tam-man- j,

Piatt and George are shown to be
dictators, menaces to good government,
and, in short, "perfectlj- - horrid " From
now: until election thej- - will give these
stereopticon cartoon exhibitions in sixty
different places. Thej- - have- - rented halls
and screen places all over town.

Fun With Colonel Gurdiner.
Colonel Gardiner's recent expression about

reform is going to bo made a point for at-
tack by the Citizens'. Twenty-on- e different
slides showing Gardiner in various poses
and bearing the inscription, "To Hell Yv ith
Reform," have been prepared.

On some of these plates are these in-
scriptions- " 'What Are You Going to Do
About It" Tweed. 1871. 'To Hell With
Reform!' Colonel Gardiner, 1S97." "Grady
Outdone To Hell With Reform." "What
Do You Say? The City for thev People or
to Hell With Reform?" "Blacksmiths Cry
for It To Hell With Reform." "Are You
With Tammanj? Then to Hell With Re-
form!" "The Secret Told To Hell With
Reform!"

On the other hand, Seth Low appears on
the slides as Hercules going to kill the
tiger, and again in knickerbockers, leaving
the plow and taking up his flintlock as the
modern minute man.

The Citizens' magic lantern shows also
represent the reform police force saving
women from unruly street cars and children
from runaway horses.

But Tammanj has its stereopticon, too,
which doesn't sleep nights, and it repre-
sents these same cops arresting respectable
w omen and taking bribes.

The Republicans have attempted to be
aw full j-- solemn, and the leaders have gone
around wearing a crisis air, but the activity
of their opponents has caused them to un-
bend, and they announce that thej-- , too
more properly "me, too," in deference to
Mr. Piatt will give free picture shows.
Many of the cartoons displajed are repro-
ductions of those in the local papers.

Rival Stcreoptlcons.
All kinds of things happen when two

rival stereopticons get to operating In the
same localitj, as the Cits well know- - now.
There Is a blank wall at Fort j -- second
street and Broadwaj-- , against which the
Cits had prepared to throw their most
telling pictures. Thej- - got everj thing readj-an-d

were onlj-- waiting for darkness, the
time when all foulest deeds are done. But
at the Hotel Metropole on the same corner
are the headquarters of 'xom Dunn, the
Tammany candidate for sheriff, and there
a wicked plot was hatched. And when the
Cits' truck bearing their picture throwing
apparatus arrived In the evening to begin
business a Tammany stereopticon wa3
throwing reprehensible Tammanj- - cartoons
on the Cits' pure, clean screen. This was
done on Tuesday.

On Wednesday night the Cits tried again
and found the place unoccupied. With
great glee thej- - filled the screen with a
cartoon of Crokcr, sho,vinc the boss In
horrible lines. But of a sudden the pic-
ture began to fade and die away entirely.

Tho Fifth National
has already paid 9S cents on the dollar,
after pay ing over $bO,00O In expenses of the
administration of the trust, and can easily
pay the other 4 per cent. But thla was
orly one of the Stephens methods. He had
much better ones up his sleev e."

UNCLE SAM'S MYT.i

ITS PRESENT NUMERICAL STRENGTH
IS 141 VESSELS.

ELEVEN OTHERS NEARLY READY

CONSTRUCTION WORK HINDERED BY
LACK OF FUNDS.

Chief Constructor Hlchborn Urges
Improvement of Navy Yard Plants

and Building of New Dry
Docks Armor Plate

Recommendations.

Washington, Oct. 24. In hi3 annual re-
port to the secretary of the navy, Philip
Hichborn, chief constructor of tho navy.
says that the strength of the navy-- on Octo-
ber 1 was 111 v cssels all told. Including the
ships of both old and new navies. It is
stated that during the last few months of
the last fiscal year a considerable amount
of work upon vessels that had been author-
ized by congress had to be suspended, owlns
to lack of funds. This caused a heavy-drai-

upon the new appropriations at the
beginning of the present fiscal year, and
makes the exhaustion of those appropria-
tions before the 1st of next July-- almost an
assured fact. Chief Hichborn says thl3 Is
a discouraging state of affairs, as the ex-
haustion means a wholesale reduction of
the navy yard forces and the discharge of
competent and trained men. He points to
the advantage and economy of having at
least one vessel building at each Important
navy yard.

Probably the most desirable type of ves-
sel for the purpose intended, particularly in
view of the present state of the armor
question, w ould be that of a sheathed cruis-
er of comparatively light draft and great
endurance, with quarters for Rag officers.

Attention Is called to the urgent need of
Improving the navy yard plants In the In-

terest of the economical execution of work;
and estimates are submitted for each yard.
The plants at New York. Norfolk and Mars
Island require additions, alterations and re-
pairs to keep them up to a proper state of
efficiency, while the jards at Boston. Ports-
mouth and League Island, though not act-
ively engaged, should be put In a condition
that would enable them to work advant-
ageously at short notice should occasion re-
quire. A plant at Puget sound Is also said
to be necessary".

During the last year the government ac-
cepted finally-- four ships, the Massachu-
setts. Oregon. Ericsson and Brooklyn, while
eleven vessels have been accepted prelim-
inarily nnd subject to final test, viz.: Iowa,
Nashville, Wilmington, Helena. Annapolis.
VIcksburg, Newport, Wheeling. Marietta.Porter and Foote.

Particular attention Is invited to the good
rerultb attending the construction of the
Irwa. It is shown that this efficient vessel
Is able to carry 2U tons more than was
calculated upon for her designed craft.
The-- changes in her case cost only about 2
per cent of the contract price- - Of the gun-bea- ts,

the report says that their first cost
was remarkably low, aggregating about
$! OOO.GfX) for the nine, or not more than tho
cost of n nrst-cla- ss armored cruiser. The
cost of their maintenance, particularly with
copper bottoms and considerable sail power,
shculd be a minimum.

The chief constructor, who is charged
with the duty of docking ships, makes an
urgent plea for more and better docks, stat-
ing that the navy has been at a serious In-
convenience during the past six months
for lack of proper facilities for docking
battleships. The bureau believes that the
necessity for an additional dock is most
urgent at aiare lsianu. ana on tne Atlantic
ccast at Portsmouth and Boston, while a
lrrger dock at Norfolk and League Island
wculd be a decided advantage. Further
consideration is also urged of the merits of
Algiers. La., as a drydock site, and It Is
urged that all the docks should be ready in
two years.

Chief Hichborn. under the head of armor,
renews his suggestion that the department
should no longer make separate contracts
for ships and their armor, but should per-
mit the shipbuilder to supply the armor.

LAST WEEK OF EXPOSITION.

Big; Show at Nashville to Come to an
End Saturday Biff Attendance

Last Week.
Nashville, Tenn., Oct. 24. Last week's

attendance broke all previous records at
the Tennessee centennial expositions, the
registered admissions numbering 107,927.

Director generals day furnished 33,340;

Alabama day. 15,206, and children's day,
yesterday, 29,032. Tho total attendance to
date Is 1.436,029.

This, the closing week, is expected, from
all indications, to exceed in attendance
last week. From all parts of the state and
from other states information has been
received that thousands will come, and
that the final week will be immensely at-
tended. The week's programme is a good
one. Beginning the National
Council of Women, the Women's National
Press Association and the National Pyth-
ian Press Association will bring many dele-
gates and visitors from other states, and
tvill occasion many public and social func-
tions. These conventions will continue
during Tuesday, on which day a school
book congress will be held. Wednesday Is
special Pvthlan Press Association day. and
the day fixed for the meeting of the Na-
tional Household Economic Association.
Thursdav will be the "big day" of the
week and of the exposition, nnd the great-
est attendance of any day of the exposition
will be reached.
