Cleveland, O., Oct. 30. Senator Hanna,

closed his with a speech
delivered at a mass meeting at Music hall.
The hall was crowded and the senator was
given on enthusiastic Senator
Hanna's speech was devoted to Mr. Bryan.
He said he was amazed and astounded, at
the audacity of the Nebraskan, who h'ad
come to Ohio to tell the people they had
made a mistake last year when they voted
overwhelmingly against the policy which
Bryan represented. The senator took up
Mr. Bryan's Newark speech point by point,
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and answered it. He said the Issue Involved
In last year's campaign has been settled for
good. He urged the voters not to reverse
the verdict they gave one year ago. The
audience gave appreciative attention and
applauded frequently.

The other speaker was Commissioner of
Patents Butterworth, who made an elo-
quent appeal to the voters to stand by the
Republican candidates for the legislatures.

William Jennings Bryan arrived In Cleve-
land at 8 o'clock hls evening, to close the
campaign for the Democrats. He was at
once driven to the Red Cross rink on the
West side, where he addressed a big meet-
ing. He spoke at two other meetings on the
East side.' beginning his last speech at JO
"o'clock. He was given a great reception by
the voters. His remarks were directed
mainly against Mr. Hanna. He said he had
come from Nebraska to bury Mark Hanna.
He said Mr. Hanna was the exponent of
political cowardice. He said Mr. Hanna had
not told the voters how he would serve
them If elected: what he would do about
International bimetallism, or how he would
change the gold standard from a calamity
to a blessing. He charged that Mr. Hanna

The free silver auestlon has
been the chief tonic of discussion In the
state at large, while in the towns and
cities the Issues have been purely local,
the financial question having been almost
wholly relegated to the background.

VERY CLOSEJN NEBRASKA.
Neither Side "Will Have to Exceed

0,000 M"aorU Few Offices
to Be Filled.

Lincoln, Neb., Oct. 30. The campaign In
Nebraska, which virtually closd
has been the dullest, most uneventful
since years ago, when the Republican ma-
jority was so reliable as to make a nomi-
nation on that ticket equivalent to an
election. Five tickets are in the field, and
the conditions are much the same as last
year, with only popular interest lacking.
Compact fusion has beep perfected by the
silver forces, comprising Democrats, Pop-
ulists and free silver Republicans. Their
ticket is headed by Judge J. J. Sullivan
for justice of the supreme court. Judge
A. M. Post, the present chief Justice, heads
the Republican ticket, and ihe fight Is be-

tween these two, with odds so close, based
on conservative estimates, that the plur-
ality either way will not exceed 6.000.
Three other parties are represented on the
ballot, the National Democrats and two
factions o'f the Prohibitionists, 'but they
are not a serious factor In the race. Aside
from chief justice, two regents for thestate university complete the state ticket.

While interest has been lacking, espe-
cially among the rank and file of thevoters, the outcome may have a far reach-
ing effect en the future nolltics of Ne-
braska. Republican leaders insist that by
winning this year they will have killed
fusion for all time to come, paved the way
for a Republican successor to Senator Allen

a year hence, and given a black eye
to the presidential aspirations of Mr. Bry-
an, whose desire for a fusion victory isundented, Fusionists, on the other hand,
declare that the issues are purely local,and that the result can have no bearing
on future struggles. There is little bet-
ting on the outcome and no great odds on
either side.

BOTH SIDESCLAIM 0WA.

Republican Estimate Their Majority
nt 42,000 and Democrats Theirs

at .20,000.
Des Moines, la., Oct. 30. The Iowa cam-

paign of 1S97 Is practically closed. The
chairmen of the respective committees have
issued their estimates and claims. Chair-
man McMillan, for the Republicans, esti-
mates a majority of at least 42,000; Chair-
man Walsh, for the Democrats, free sliver,
claims the state by 20,000 majority. Chair-
man Mullln, of the gold Democrats, thinks
tl-e- will poll 20.000 votes, being a balance
of power. Many of 'these will vote for the.
Republican ticket. The Prohibitionists
claim 15,000 votes, and the mlddle-of-th- e
road Populists 10.000.

There are six tickets in the field: Repub-
lican, silver Democratic, national Demo-
cratic, People's, Prohibitionist and Social
Labor. The candidates for governor are,
respectively: L. M. Shaw, F. E. White, J.
E. Cliggitt. S. P. Leland, C. A. Lloyd and
M. J. Kremer.

The voters of the various legislative dis-
tricts will also vote for an entirely new
hcuse of representatives, and in about half
the, districts for state senators. In addi-
tion to these, the counties will "vote for
county officers. Except during the closing
week, the Interest in the canvass has not
been large. The meetings have been poorly
attended compared with last year. The
principal issue has been financial. The sil-
ver Democrats have reaffirmed the Chicago
plattcrm In Us entirety. They held their
convention first, and so defined the cam-
paign to that extent. Mr. Shaw, for the
Republicans, has discussed little except
finances.

A GOVERNMENT IN PAWN.

English Syndicate Obtains Full Con-

trol of the Reennea of
Santo Domingo.

Washington, Oct. 30. According to a mes-
sage Just received at the, department of
state from Consul Powell, dated at e,

October 11, an English syndicate
has secured charge ot the customs revenue
of the republic of Santa Domingo for a
period of ten years, by making a loan of
$7,500,000 to the local government. Accord-
ing to the terms of the loan, the syndicate
takes charge of the pustom houses of the
republic, receives and collects all duties on
Imports and exports, and pays over to the
government a certain percentage of the rev-
enue thus derived for the current expenses
of the government. This syndicate .agrees
to pay all the outstanding obligations of the
government and to pay the amount of the
debt owed to the American syndicate that
at present holds control of the customs
revenue. They are also given control of the
railroad running to Puerto Plata, and au-
thority to build such other railroads to the
Interior or to such other places as they may
desire. The government concedes to them
the right to make Improvements, as the ex-
igency of the case may warrant. It Is al-
so stipulated that the government shall not
seek to require, another loan from any
source under five years. The bonds of this
syndicate are for 100, at 6 per cent per an-
num.

MEANS MUCH FOR KANSAS.

Indiana Manufacturers Bend an Ex-

pert West to Inspect" the Na-
tural Gas Fields.

Independence, Kas., Oct. 30. (Special.)
J. C. Leach, of Kokomo, Ind., a well known
geologist, and state gas Inspector of In-

diana, is in this city. Mr. Leach has come
West" for the purpose of Inspecting the gas
fields of Kansas. He says that In many
parts of the Indiana gas fields the supply
is almost exhausted, and hundreds of man-
ufacturing plants thatrhave been using nat-
ural gas for fuel will soon "be 'compelled
to seek other fields. They have turned
their attention toward Kansas, and it is at
their Instance that Mr. Leach has made
his trip. Mr. Leach' has spent about ten
days in Iola, and, besides this city, wiU

FIVE WINEPS.PERISH. :
CauKht by--a Fire in a Mine at Scran-to-n,

rn, Thrilling Exuerlence
of Rescuers. j

Scranton, Pa.. Oct. 30. Five of the eight
men who were last night caught In the
yon Storch slope by fire in that shaft per-
ished during the night. The remaining
three escaped from the diamond vein by a
cross heading Into another gangway,
where the air was pure and reached ttie
surface early this morning The dead are:
Thomas Hill, foreman of the night shjft,
married, leaves awldow and five children;
Thomas McDonald, laborer, married; John
YankowskI, laborer, married: John Moran,
track layer, single; John J. Farrell, pump
runner, single.

When it became known this morning that
eight men and boys were still in the mine,
hundreds of citizens flocked to the mouth
of the slope. Charles Slegeler, superintend-
ent of the mire, and a number of the min-
ers started down the slope to attempt to
rescue the men. They were driven back,
however, by the smoke and forced to re-
turn to the surface. The city firemen, with
a double line of hose, then went "Into the
slope to extinguish the flames. The men
had descended about 275 feet, when sud-
denly the air current changed. The smoke
was forced toward the mouth of the slope
and the rescuers had to drop the hose and
run for their lives. Councilman Patrick
Gordon, who was a member ot the party,
when within twenty-fiv- e feet of the open-
ing, sank exhausted. Several of the men
volunteered to rescue him and he was found
unconscious, but later recovered. About S
o'clock the firemen had succeeded In get-
ting the fire under control. As soon as this
had been accomplished the rescuing pnrtv
entered the mine and found the five men
dead from suffocation. "

WAR ON DEPARTMENT STORES.
Mayor Harrison Backing a Fight That

Is to Be Commenced In
Chicago w.

Chicago, Oct. 30. Backed by Mayor Har-
rison, Corporation Counsel Thornton will
begin a fight on department stores next
"Monday. Proceedings will be instituted in
some justice court to compel the depart-
ment jtoresto obserygthepr9visIons of
the Walker ordinances. These ordinances
provide that In no store where dry goods
are sold shall meat- - or liquor be dispensed.
Interwoven with the action to be begun un-
der the ordinances is the Duddlestone or-
dinance, which providss that all sellers ofmeat in the city shall take out a license.
An elaborate decision has been reached In
tho corporation counsel's office that the de-
partment stores cannot take out a license
under the Duddlestone ordinance. This hasprecipitated the fight, as was expected. Ap-
plication was made by the department
stores for meat licenses. The decision of
the corporation counsel Is that the Walker
ordinances forbid them to sell meats andliquors, therefore license cannot be issued.

The attorney representing the depart-
ment stores In the fight says that If the
decision is against them In the justice courtan appeal will be taken to the circuit court,
and if the action is unfavorable there, finalappeal will be made to tha state supreme
court.

TOUGH 0NEMPL0YERS.
BUI Pending In France Which Mulcts

Them Heavily for Injuries ot
Workmen.

London, Oct. 30. The employers' liability
bill, which was adopted on Thursday by
the French chamber of deputies, is of a
dramatic character. It Imposes upon the
employer the payment of an indemnity to
wcrkmeh who are accidentally disabled if
they are made Idle for over four days. If
a workman Is disabled for life, the em-
ployer must pay him a pension of two-thir- ds

of his wages lost, and in the case ofpartial disablement the employer must ai--

ra him two-thir- of the wages thereby
lost. In the case of temporary disable-
ment, the employer must 'pay half thewages the workman thereby loses and In
the case of death by accident the employer
must pay a pension to the workman's
widow amounting to 20 per cent of tuewages he earned. In addition to 15 per cent
for a single chUd. rising to per cent for
four children until they reach the age of
18 In the case of orphans, the pension to
be paid by the employer Is 20 per cent of
the wages formerly earned by the work-
man, for each child, up to a total of 69per cent. In the case of bachelors-- support-
ing their parents, the Indemnity goes to
the parents. In order to secure these pav-men- ts

even in the event of the employtr's
Insolvency, the bill compels employers io
insure their workmen against accident.

TO STOP GRAIN GAMBLING.

The French Chamber of Deputies Hs
Taken the Matter Up in

Earnest.
Eondon, Oct. SO. The antl-gral- n gam-

bling crusade is taking shape In France.
The cjiamber of deputies has appointed a
committee to investigate and report upon
the proposed prohibition of speculation in
grain and rtlcles of food generally. Al-
most all the members of the committee are
favorable to the Idea of stepping gambling
but they recognize the difficulty of doing
so without interfering with legitimate
speculation. The committee, however is
determined to investigate thoroughly andexamine the representatives Qf commerce
and Industry, and will try to determinewhere legitimate speculation ends andgambling commences.

DOUBLE ILLjNQfS TRAGEDY.

Robber Kills a Man Who Resisted and
Later kills Ills Pnl Through

Mistake.
Aurora, 111., Oct. SO. A remarknble dou-

ble tragedy has taken place here. Peter
Braun and his brother, Harry, conduct a
small grocery on the outskirts of Aurora.
The store is in the same yard as their
dwelling. Between the two buildings stnnils
a lilac bush. At 10 o'clock last night the
Braun brothers closed ther stqre and
started for the house. As they passed the
lilac bush. tw-- masked men confronted
them with drawn revolvers. Peter, theolder brother, attacked ope robber and was
greeted by four pistol shots. Every bullet
hit, and the grocer fell dead almost upon
his own doorstep. Harry Braun fled from
the robbers. The man who did the shoot-ing saw a figure in the darkness and gave
it a sfeot which penetrated the brain ofthe human target. But the robber had
made a terrible mistake. The second deadman proved to be his fellow highwayman.
The murdprer went to the home of JacobRink, p. half mile distant, where he stolea horse and wagon. The rig was found atBatala, seven miles away, wth two re-
volvers on the seat. No further trace ofthe murderer rewards the efforts of thepolice.

SHOT DOWN BYA POLICEMAN.

St. Louis Murderer Fatally Wounded
In Chicago After a Lively

Chase and Fusillade.
Chicago, 111., Oct. 30. William Rohan, of

St. Louis, was fatally wounded ht by
Police Sergeant Howard, after an exciting
chase, during which a hundred shots were
exchanged. Rohan, who Is wanted for
murdering a bartender in St. Louis, was.
surrounded by a squad of officers In Har-
rison street early this evening. He evaded
arrest, and, jumping Into a milk wagon,
started away at a furious pace. Sergeant
Howard appropriated another conveyance
apd the battle was on. Both men were
well supplied with ammunition and a tun-
ning fire was kept up. Howard soon over-
took the fugitive, and. after an exciting
duel at short range, succeedod In wpunding
Rohan in the abdomen. The battle lasted
half an hour. and. nlthough thousands of
people were attracted by the shooting, none
of the spectators was Injured.

Havana, Oct. 30. Marshal Blanco, the
new captain general of Cuba, has arrived
here and has taken over the command of
tho Island from General Wcyler, the re-
tiring captain general.

General Wejler, just prior to his em-
barkation for Spain jesterday, addressed
the assembled crowds gathered In his honor.
In tho course of his acknowledgments of
their "sympathetic references to his ap-
proaching withdrawal," he said that he
fully understood that their praise was for
his policy, and not for himself. He de-

clared that lie had always done his duty
In accordance with his sense of patriotism,
and that he would leave Cuba with a "clear

conscience." He had never cared, ha said,
for the criticism of the sympathizers with
the rebellion, because he had always felt
assured of "the real kindness and wisdom ,

of his policy.'1
He said that his temporary prohibition

In connection with the last sugar crop was
only Intended to prevent the rebels" from
raising a loan in the United States. He had
always been In favor of grinding, as was
afterwards done. So far as the order of
concentration was concerned, an order
which had been the subject of much cen-
sure by some, it was requested by all Span-lar- ds

In Cuba from the very outset. He
did not decide to put it in force immediate-
ly, preferring to wait a more favorable op-

portunity; but the results of the concen-
tration policy, once put into force, had
been "very favorable to the national in-

terests."
"My release from my post and responsi-

bilities," he sa(d, "did not surprise me. I
had expected it from the death of Senator
Canovas, not beltevlng that any political
feader would be strong enough to sustain
mo Tvhen the United States and the rebels
were together constantly demanding that
Spain should como to a settlement. I count
It an honor to have been identified with tha
local Spanish party. But the policy which
I have followed was not adopted In obedi-
ence of any political party, but only foe
what it represented on behalf of my coun-
try. Before I camo I was well aware p
the patriotic conduct of the volunteers, and
since, my arrival I have often seen It Illus-
trated. I have repeatedly advised the Span-
ish party not to be intimidated, but to
make known to tho home government the
outcome- - of the reforms which have been
put into force. As for the future. I offer
myself and shall always hold myself In
readiness to serve the party aiming to re-
tain Cuba for Spain.

"More accustomed to the inclemency of
the camp than to the enervating pleasures
of the parlor, I am rude and concise. You
all know the state of the island when I
arrived and you are convinced that short-
ly peace will be in the island,
extending thu already excellent Influence
that dominates in the provinces of Havana,
PInar del Rio. Mantnnzas and Santa Clara,
up to the Jucaro trocha.' "The sugar states are preparing for
grinding. The railroads are in good condi-
tion for passengers and merchandise; and
the country can be traveled without am-
buscades, while incendiarism has been
stopped. To reach this stage. I have been
compelled to resort to vigorous measures:
but have always offered pardon in tho
name of the generous Spanish to her un-
natural sons. I leave the rebellion so re-
duced as to guarantee Spanish sovereignty;
and only by artful means and by complici-
ty unworthy of Spaniards will the enemies
oflSpain be able to Imperil It.".
