| PENSIONTALK BEGUN.

HOUSE TAKES UPFP THE FIRST OF
THE APPROPRIATION BILLS,

DEBATE WILL BE PROTRACTED.

NORTHERN DEMOCRATS DECLARE
FOR GREAT LIBERALITY.

Representative Allen, of Mississippl,
Severely Criticizes Some Alleged
Fensnion Abuses—=Prospective
Defleit Explained by
Mr, Cannon.

Washington, Dee. 9.—The house to-day en-
terad upon the consileration of the pen-
sjon appropriation bill, and stirred up a
debate that nromises 1o continue for sev-
coral days. Several of the Southern Demo-

crats offered criticisms of various clisses
of pensioners, and Private John Allen, of
Mssissippl, who led the assault in o spegch
replete with his characteristic humar, pre-
senting a scries of amendments, designed,
be

HE sald, to rcorrect some of the maost
kla evils. They prohibit the sranting
of penslons to widows whose applications
woere not filed during thelr widowhood and
the grianting of pensions to widows whose
applications were bazed on murriages con-
tracted after the passnge of this act, and
to permancntly Insane or idiotic minors,
who had reached thelr majority.

The Northern Democrats, however, vied
with the Repnbleans in their professions of
Tricndship for the.soldiers, and one of them,
Mr. Norton, of Ohjo, declared that the Re-
 publicans could not make the bill too Inrge
\ for him. .

It was admitted on both sides of the house
during the discussion that the $140,000,000
carried by the hill for penslons would not
yeover the cxpendidures, but, as congress
would be In sesslon, Mr., Cannon #afd it
iwould be easy to make good any detieiency
that might oceur,

Prospective Deficit Explnined.

Mr. Stone, in charge of the bill, yielded
to Mr. Cannon, chialrman of the committee
‘on appropriations, who took occasion to
mnke & generul statement of the estimades
submitfed by the secretary of the treas-
ury for the public service of 15%), for the
purpese, he =5id, of disabusing the minds
of members and the country of the false
impression made by a comparison of these
estimates with those of preceding years,
The estimated revenues for 18 were $§82,-
000,000, the expenditures $504,00 00, show-
Ing an estimated deficit of $21,000,000, Under
the last sundry clvil act, the secretary of
the treasury, he pointed out, wus com-
pelled to estimate this year for $i8 000,000
of river and harbor work, $i3,000,00 of
which bhad not beén authorized by law.
If this sum, not heretofore Included In the
cstimates, were deducted, thera would be
an estimated surplus of $5,000 00 Instead of
a deficit. Last year the estimated deficit
under the last tariff act was $46,000,000, If
the $17.000,000 for river smnd harbor work
for which the government then stood bound
had been includéd, the estimated defieit
would have been $63,000,000,

Mr. Cannon sald it might be that the
expenditures for pensions for 189 would
excesd the estimates. The commissloner of
pensfons - estimated the expenditures at
$140,000.000. If he should prove to be right,
Mr. Cannon pointed: out that tha $140,00, 000
mppropriited by this LI would pay all pen-
stons for the first eleven' months of the
fiseal year, and a deficiency appropriatlon
could easily e made.

A Plea for Economy.

In conclusion, Mr. Cannon solemnly
warned the house that the large antlelpa-
tory importations would keep the revenue
under the present law down to the mini-
mum and he appedled to his colleagues to
see to it that not one dollar Is appropri-
nted which is not absolutely necessary to
the hest interests of the public service.

This statement of Mr. Cannon was warm-
Iy appiriuded on the Republican slde.

Mr. Allen, Democrat, of Mississippl, at-
tiucked Mr. Cannon's statement In o speech
in which there were flashes of his inimita-
ble humor that set the house into a roar
of laughter. He gravely commended Mr.
Cannon’s appeal for economy, but avowed
thut the figures of the chairman of the
appropriations committee did not do the
situation justice. He produced figures that
showed an estimated deficit for the year
of 200,00, He referred to the increasa
in the pension roll under the present ad-
ministration, and ridiculed the idea of a
decrense unless the fneredse was to be at-
tributed to the “exigencles of the recent
campalgn in Ohjo.” e read from (om-
missioner Evans' testimony before the ap-
rropriations commities predicting o defielt
of from $,000,000 to $10,604000 in pension ex-
penditures during the next fiscal year,

Maximum Not Yet Reached,

“This question of the maximum of the
reasion roll,' observed Mr. Allen, “Is one
of the things that has protracted my stay
in congress. When 1 first came here, they
Wern talking of the maximum. I sfaved
ten or fiftcen years (o seo i, but [t has
not yet come, and I guess I will have to
come back again.” (Langliter.)

Mr. Allen seriously eritidised
the clagses of pensions granted, In con-
clusgion, he spoke of the hardsiips this
Breat tax burden placed on the People of
the South, who were, he sald, being rolent-
Iy burdened by the gold standard and
*nt catinn.

Alr. DeArmond, Demoerat, of Missourd,
followed with some addition:] eriticlsms of
some aof the classes on the pension rolls.

Mr. Lacey, Republican, of lowia, defended
the present Hberal pension polley.

When Mr. Lacey concluded, Mr. Allen
aguin got the floor and disclaimed any in-

some of

tention of attacking the (ederal soldlers
or the pension rolls,  But, he said, ho could
pot bhut marvel at the fact that 976,60

names were now on the rolls, and 1)
there were 60000 applications in the n-
slon oflice. Thers had been but 2,209,000
men In the federal army, and he wis re-
minded of a mecting hétween an ex-Con-
federate and an ex-Federal at o blue and
pray réeunion. The lieltating them-
eclves on the disappearance of all hostility,

“If there should another war,” =ald
the ex-F nl, “we will be standing shoul-
der to sb der under one flag.”™

“We wiil, but you won't,” retorted the ex-
Confederate.”

“What do you mean?"' asked the ex-

Some Proposed Reformw.

Mr. Allen gave notice that he wonld offer
amcndments to prohibit the granting of a
elsion 1o a widow whose application was
not filed during her widowhood, to prohibit
the pension of widows who had not mar-
ried prior to the passage of this act, and
to sirike from the rolls the nemes of oli
pormuanently insane or  helpless children
who had reached their majority.

Mr. McRae, Democrat, of Arkansas, aii-
vecated, as the first step, the transfer of
the pension oflice to the war department,
where It would be gut of polities.

Senate Pasaed Forty-flve in an Hour
Yenterday—Work Lald Ouat
for Next Week.

GENERAL UNREST AMONG MOSLEMS
IN RUSSIAN ASIA.

HOSTILE TOWARD ARMENIANS.

-

REGARD THE SULTAN OF TURKEY
AS THEIR REAL CHIEF.

A Revival of Brigandage Which Is
Directed Almost Solely Against
Government Officiais—Pa-
cification Conference
1o He Ficeld,

St. Petersburg, Dec. 9.—Throughout Rus-
sian Asia there ls general unrest among
the Mceslems. It is attributed to the ex-
aggerated reports of the Turkish victories
over the “Great Greek Empire,” which
have spremad through the Ilength and
preadth of the continent.

The authoritics even fear that the re-
vival of brigandage recently noticed in the
Caucasus is directed almost solely agninst
the government officinls, and the unpre-
cedented phenomenon of Gorgians display-
ing hostillty toward Armenians has be-
come manifest.

The danger is so scrious that a confer-
ence of Caucasian governors has been con-
voked to concert measures of pacification.

Travelers in Central Asfa report an ex-
traordinary ferment among the Moslems of
different races. They are sinking their
mutual animosities and declaring that they

are, first of all, Mohammedans, with the
sultan as their common chief,

It 1s evident that the slightest proetext
would suffice to bring about an uprising,
and to plunge Russia Into the same sea
of trouble as Indin.

FIGHTING THE OIL MONOPOLY.

Government Will Prevent the Stand-
ard Company From Controlling
the German Market.

Berlin, Dec. 9.—The minister of the in-
torior, Count Posadowsky, replyving in the
reichstag to-day to an Inquiry regurding the
intention of the government with the view
of thwarting the Standard Oil Company
from monopolizing the German market,
#aid the government was alding the compe-
tition of German spirits of wine with pe-
troleum. There was hope that the efforts
being made to Improve the spirit lamp
would shortly be successful. The minister
of rallroads, continued Count Posadowsky,
had also arrived at a certaln decislon re-

arding the reductlon of freight rates on

usslan petroleum. Moveover, an Increass
in the customs duty on American petroleum
was belne consldered,

In conclusion, Count Posadowsky sald
that the government, if necessary, would
proceed ruthlessly agalnst the abuse com-
piained of in connection with the Standard
Uil Company, and would adopt widely the
measures he had indicated.
