This is a story
vvhich deals with an interesting people liv-
ing In the mountain districts of Tennessee
and along the borders of Kentucky and
Virginia. It Is a story written with an ob-

ject, and that a most laudable one to do
Justice to the loalty and patriotism of a
people who have been misunderstood and
misrepresented. The author, who Is loal
to the core, has blended reliable facts of
history with his charming romance, and
n.akes it not only entertaining but valu-
able for its facts. He claim. and pro-
duces the evidence of tho truth, that all
the mountain districts of Tennessee ard
Kentucky, at the outbreak of the war of
the rebellion, wre loal to the flag and
the Union, and that the.v endured therefor
more hardship ,thnn did ihoe of any other
section. Their homes were the battle-
ground of the contending; forces, and were
rcbliert alike of all stock and stores by the
Btr..Kgiers of both contending armies. Mr.
Barton points to the muster rolls of the
Union army, where 17)000 or more men
were enrolled, and of their brave fighting
in scores of bloody contests. He Kives re-
peated illustrations of and
heroism of both men and women which
proved their devotion to the Union. So
well were such Union sentiments known to
tho Confederate authorities that on April
IS. 1SG2, General K. KIrbv Smith, Issued
from his heartijuartcrs at Knoxvllle a proc-
lamation to the citizens who had "been
misled into the commission of treasoiialle
acts through Ignorance of their duties and
obligations to their state" and had fled
across the mountains and Joined our i

under the perftiaslnn of suppo-e- d

friends but designing enemies," and of-

fered thirty das" grace to any who would
return to their homes and take an oath
to support the constitution of tho Con-
federate states after which time of grace
if they failed to Improve it, their wive-- ,

ard families would be di ported from the
Confederacy. To homesick soldiers In the
Union army, who had left fnmillis that
this proclamation openly declared should
be regarded as enemies and driven from
their homes, the trmptntion to deceit and
return to them was great.

see a row ot women, standing and seated,
talking through the birs to the prison-
ers Some of them staj thcie for hours.

Bill Adier is probably the most popular
mm in the jail among these women. He
his a regulir sweetheart, to whom he re-

fers as ' the pig." Bill saw her foi the
first time about three munths ago. when
she. with several other women visitors,
P issed his cell She looked at Bill and
'liked him," and belnre she li tt tile J ill

she returned to his cell and talked to him
The next el ij she called a nn. and after
that she called regularlv. She never conies
emptj handed, and after a visit from her
there are st ieks of cakes, pies and fruits
in Bill s cell. No one at the jail except
Bill himselt knows the worn ms name,
anil he will not disclose it.

Bill Adier is a sad flirt and there are
other women who call otten to see him,
but none is so generoqs with gitts of food
as this-- one. Rccentlj three gills lrom a
farce eomedv companv pliving it one of
the local theateis visited the-- j ill and one
of them, when she saw Bill Adlei. e x-- cl

limed, as she clasped her gloved hands
togethci:
