TWENTY-TW- O ARE MISSING.

DESERTED THE WRECK A.D HAVE
JOT IIEE.V HEARD I'RO.M.

Government Steamer Ordered to the
Scene to Search for the MIhsIiik

Ms Member of nn At-

lantic Schooner Crew
Drowned.

Victoria, R. C. Dec. 13. The steamer
Cleveland. Captain Hall, was stranded in
Harclay sound anil three boats, contain-
ing twenty members of the crew and two
passuicrs. are missing. The captain, pur-
ser, chief engineer, one pissenger, James
Lathburv, and boat's crew, reached Uclu-le- t,

after spending the night in an open
bont with a big storm raging. This is the
story told by Purser Whittbeek. who td

at N.inlamo at 3 o clock this morn-
ing from Alberni, and came to Victoria on
the noon train.

The Cleveland, an iron steamer of 730

tons, owned by Charlis Nelson, of San
Francisco, running between that city and
1'uget sound, left the Golden Gate on the
4th Inst, for Seattle. She had been on the
way two das and was well out to vci
when, during a most severe gale, her shaft
broke. Sails were then hoisted and efforts
made to get to Cape Flattery. Heavy
winds, however, drove her northward, and
after being buffeted about bv the stoim
for four dijs, being carried northwaid all
the time, and In towards Vancouver island,
she drifted into Barclay sound on the night
of December 10 by the west entrance and
dangerously close to Starlight reef. There
was a big sea running and the wind was
blowing great gusts.

Fearing that she would strike on iho
reef, and knowing that if she did there
would lie no hope for her, her oflkers de-
eded to take to tho bo its. Four boats
were lowered and they started to srek for
a placo of safety. An attempt was made
to land on one of tho small islands, but
v.as unsuccessful, tho wind making it Im-

possible, and siie started for another isl md
and the captain's boat made Alpha pass-
age, in which a lug surf was breaking. Iho
captain signaled to the other boats to fol-

low, but they failed to do so, and it is
supposed that, being unable to sco tho
captain's boat after tho signals were giv-
en, they concluded sho had been swamped.

After that time nothing Was seen of the
tlneo boats. Captain Hall landed his boat
safely on the beach, after going through
the Alpha passage, and spent the night
tl ere. Next morning his party made their
v.aj to Uclulet village, where they were
cared for by John Markowitz, a storekeep-
er. In the meantime, the steamer h id

dispose of or eieato any lien upon inyport, harbor or other territory to any othergovernment, and. second, to grantto tho
United States the exclusive right to Pearl
river harbor as a coaling ami naval sta-
tion. The lirst or th.se-- political clausesmight terminate with the trtaty. and afterthe rejection of annexation it would be
inconsistent on our part to insist upon itsmaintenance. The second clause, however,
is held by the senators who ratih. d thotrtaty to be. a permanent grant. The de-
nunciation of the- - reciprocity trtaty wouldstill leave us with the-- grant of Pearl har-
bor. It is the onl place suitable lor anaval station in those islands or aiiwherawithin a radius of 2.1") miles. And ct.with the rejection of annexation we mustlook forward to the certainty of its event-
ual surrender, as our occupation would bo
impossible, with tho islands under the do-
minion of a powerful government.
