BULLENE'Sm IN COURT.

EXECUTORS ASIC FOR A LEGAL
OF ITS PROVISIONS.

Three Item That Puzzle Attorneys
William Warner and O. II.

Dean Friendly Salt Began
to Get a Decision.

To get a legal construction of certain pro-

visions In the Rill of the late Thomas B.
Bullene, who died on December 4, ISM. a
friendly suit against the beneficiaries of
the will was jesterday instituted in the
circuit court by 'William Warner and O.
11. Dean, the executors. There are three
provisions in the 'will which the executors
do not understand. Tiiey are the second,
third and fourth Items and relate to the
pajment of certain sum, of money to John
Thomas Bullene and Louise Bullenc, grand-
children of the testator. The provisions
of the will ov er which doubt exists in the
minds of the executors read as follows:

"Item II. Iglve and bequeath to my Brand-chil- d.

John Thomas Bullene, ten thousand
dollars (J1U.O0OJ, if he thall attain the age of

1 ears, with Interest during his minority
ut the rale of t per cent per annum and
to be computed from my decease and to be
paid to his guardian for his maintenance
and education, and if said grandchild, John
Thomas Bullene, shall die before .the age
of 21, then the legacy shall fall into
my residuary estate."

Item III. is the same as Item II.. excent
that the name of Louise Bullenc is substi-
tuted for that of John Thomas Bullene,
and her majority is placed at IS years.
The next item is as follows:

"'Item IV. The legacies of my grand-
children, John Thomas Bullene and Louise
Bullene. excepting interest, I direct shall
be piid out of monies received from my
Interests in tho of Bullenf.
Moore. Emery & Co., a Jirm doing business
in Kansas City. Mo. In case a suiiiclent
amount shall not bu realized from my in-
terest In said firm to pay said grandchil-
dren, then it is my will that the residue
and remainder of said legacies be paid
out of my estate, it being my will that
the interest on the legacies to my said
grandchildren shall be paid to the guar-
dian of each of them ."

Under their construction of the provis
ions oi ine win tne executors uo not Know
whether they should pay the sums allowed
the grandchildren and the undischarged
claims against the estate from the property
and Interest In the firm of Bullene, Moore,Emery & Co . or whether the sums allowed
tho grandchildren only should be paid from
"uwi auuruc. it win De ior tne court to de-
cide Just bow the claims against the es-
tate shall be met and whether thn mnnev
derived from the firm shall be set apart
eolely for the heirs under the will.
