I tf net T....M Athe east sine 01 vine sue-ei- . n vi.city Ji'i.700 in cash, and that much more
was saved by working the prisoners in get-
ting out the rock and helping in the build-
ing. The rock was quarried on the site of
the building.

Tho main feature of the new building
Is the men's cell house. It Is SO feet wide
and 115 feet long. Its walls are three feet
thick. The floor Is cement, with slopes and
cutters, to It can be thoroughly washed,
with a hose. It has two rows of cells,
twenty-eig- ht in all, with four bunks in a
cell, and accommodations for 112 men. The
cell liar are of steel, and wide apart
on the four sides and top. In the base-
ment is a steam fan that pumps pure air
into one end of the cellroom and drives it
out at the other. At ail times thire is a
current of fresh air through the long room
and through every cell. In winter this air
passes over coils of steam pipe, which
heat It. In tho cellroom is a showerbath
big enough for five men to get in at once
and scrub themselves In the falling water.
Across from it Is the lavatory with clos-
ets and six wahbowls with hot and cold
water and plenty of soap.

The w omen's department Is on the sec-

ond floor of tho front part of the building.
It has eight large, airy cells, plenty of
light and ventilation, and a bathtub with
hot and cold water.

The ho.s' department was the idea of
Suprinttndent llrnnt, and was designed bv
him. It consists of three cells In a room
twenty feet square, with a large bath-
room adjoining. The room w ill hav e black-
boards on the wall and desks and benches.
It will be used as a schoolroom.

The dining room and kitchen nro modern
nnd equipped with new cooking ranges
and other apparatus. The laundry will Ik
in the lioiler house, and the women pris-
onersthere are nine now will wash the
prisoners' clothing and do all the laundry
work for the city hospital.

Winn a prisonir is received at the work-
house he will first be stripped and forced
to take a shower bath and a thorough

Ills clothing will ! boiled and
Ironed and put In a numbered bag to bo
returned to him when his term is ended.
He will wear a clean prison uniform
while srving his sentence.

Somehow Thene Three Hundred Head
In Ten Are fincrnll 0er- -

lonked In the Ceii-eii-

"There nre SCO buffalo in one herd down
In Texas that ou newspaper fellows never
ffem to have heard of," said R. 13. Hulin
last night at tho Midland hotel. Mr. Hulin
I' "the cowboy glove drummer" of Texas,
Ho went on to say:

"Oneo in awhile I see it in print that the
buffalo is almost extinct and the reports
alwajs state that the only remaining buf-
falo are a few on the government reserva-
tion in Yellowstone park and a, few more
that are scattered in zoological gardens in
different cities. I have neer seen a men-
tion in print of the herd of SCO on the
ranch of Charles P. Goodnight, at Good-
night, Tex. I stop off once a vear to sell
gioves to Goodnight and the eighty or nine-
ty cowbovs who work for him. He has a
ranch of C3.000 acres and 2.000 acres of that
Is fenced oft as a buffalo ranch. You often
hear it said that In a few vears more there 'will be not a single specimen of the buffalo
left alive, because thev do not breed well
hi captivity. It may be ttue th.it they do
not increase rapidly w hen they are penned
up in parks and zoological gaidens, but on
Goodnight's 2,W0 acre range they increase
almost as rapid!",, 1 expect, as the used
to when they ran wild oer the prairie's.
Gcodnlght started with twents-llv- e head of
buflalo a few tars ago and now he has
about 3J0, and the family Is steadily in-- ci

easing. He will not allow one to be
killed and he expects in a few vears to
have a big herd of seeral thousand. When
it becomes necessary he will enlarge theirrarge and I don't see anv reason why he
shouldn't make i big tiling out of his
buffalo herd."

Court Records Siirnk for Thciimelv e

in the Cane nf a Notorious Thief
"Who Escaped 'Willi :,

Trilling; Sentence.

Prosecuting Attorney Lowe is evidently
visiting newspaper ollices again. Upon his
last previous roundup he wished to impress

upon the Goddard jury panel in partic-
ularthe awful heinousiiess of "jury fixing"
and tell what awful things he had discover-

ed and what astounding things he was go-

ing to do, but which lie has never done.
Since then there have been one or two

new-- moons. The prosecuting attorney has
put in considerable of his time compromls-Ing-wit- h

notorious criminals and seeing that
they got off with ridlculou-- I light sentences
in return for pleading guilty. In many ot
these cases conviction before a jury was
a certainty and the punishment would sure-

ly have been very heavy. The scandal be-

came notorious. Thereupon appeared in a
morning newspaper ytteulay a story,
clearly direct ftom Mr. Lowe's olllce, at-

tempting to excuse his actions in the Con-sidi-

ease and making out that Mr. Lowe
shrewcl, g, crafty, cunning, fovey

Mr. Lowe had turned a very" clever trick
on Consfdine and had got him to plead guil-

ty becau-- e the prosecuting witness could
not be here and the professional thief could
never have been convicted.

The story would relieve Mr. Lowe of some
criticism were it true. Hut it is not tiue.

Jimmv Considine was a desperate
thief, wanted 1)V the police ot a

dozen other cities, but under arrest and in-
die tment here for stealing $200 worth of
diamonds from LeRoy Ganon. Coiisidlne's
crime was all the more serious because he
tiled to murdtr Mr. Garton to get away
with his plunder. When Consuline's case
w is called for tnil December J Mr. Lowe
continued it. because, us he stated to the
court, Mr. Garton, the, chief prosecuting
witness, was sick m Colorado. As a matter
of fact, Mr. Garton was in Kansas City
and in or near the courtroom when Mr.
lxwe made this statement, and Mr. Lowe
must surely have known It. JJul the case
was continued to the January term by Mr.
Lowe's request, and later he allowed Con-sldi-

to plead guiltv simply to grand lar-
ceny and gave him three yeais in the peni-
tentiary, when he ought certainly to have
been given a much longer term. Mr. Gar-
ton was surprised that Considine was not
Indicted for attempt to murder and given
from twenty to fifty years, winch he de-se- rv

ed.
In evcusms Mr. Lowe yesterday the

morning paper says: "It transpires that
Garton was not In this city at the time the
ease was continued. On the contrary, he
was in Colorado, on what may prove his
deathbed. He could not come to Kan-.i- s
City. His physicians held out no hope that
he would be able to come for months to
come. lhe outlook for the conviction of
the diamond robber was not promising.
Hence It was that when Considine offered
to plead guilty and receive three-fifth- s of
tho m.rslnium sentence provided by law for
his crime. Prosecuting Attorney Lowe
agreed."

Unfortunately for Prosecutor Lowe this
statement is positively disproven by the
court records, and among these records is
a motion sijmid bv Mr. Lowe himself, and
filed in court bv him, in which he st.ites
that Mr. Graton was in this city when he
continued tho Considine case.

The ease was originallv s t for trial De-
cember '! Garton had written Lowe from
Colorado Springs. Col., th it although lie
was sick he would be in K inas City ami
In court that day to prosecuie the c ise.
There was every re ison to llieve th it h
would kee') his, woid because only a

before he had come all the way from
Coloiado to testifv against Considine be-

fore the grand jurv. and had testified there
that lie had been offi red STiOO to stav awav
and not aopear against Considine. but, he
said, Considine li id tried to kill him and
he would neer lelent in his prosecution of
bin. December 2 the case was called and
on motion of Mr. Lowe the case was con-
tinued, "for want of time to try."

This entrv appears in the couit recoids
in the Considine ease on th it elate:

"Continued by the state for want of time
to try.

When Mr. Garton sj- - what had been
done ho was Indignant, as lie had a right
to be. He waited till court adjourned, his
friends sav, and called on Mr. Lowe and
demanded .in cxpl ln.itiou. Lowe pietended
that ho did not know Garton was in tin
couitroom He said he thought Garton
was sick in Colorado, but he would file a
motion the next day to set aside the con-
tinuance ami reinst iti tho case so it could
bo tried while Mr. Garton was here. There-
upon Mi. Garton went to Smithville to
stav with his mothur-lu-lav- v till the case
came to trial

The next dav. December 4, Prosecutor
Lowe bled in court a motion, of which the
following is an exact copy, taken yesterday
from the origin ii:

TELEPHONE ORDINANCE GOES

LOWER 1IOISE PASSES ORDINANCE
REDUCING IttTF.S.

It In to Ileeomc Operative at Ouce,
the House l'njlliK No Attention

to the Request of the
Co in puny.

The question of a reduction in the charges
for telephones came up for action In the
lower house last evening on a report from
the public improvements committee th.t
the ordinance with the amended sections
be made operative May 1, 1S03. Colonel
Slmonds, for the committee, said that If
the council agreed to the time the com-

pany would go ahead with the laying of
conduits and expend a very large sum of
money for labor and material. He said
the favor the company asked was not very
much, especially in view of the fact that
the ordinance was one of doubtful legal
ity. The members, however, took the op-

posite view of it and passed the ordinance
as amended, making it operative at once.
The amendments consist of some technical
corrections of the verbiage, and were rec-
ommended by the legal department. The
ordinance fixed the price to be charged at
$.!S for business and 124 for residence tele-
phones, within two and one-ha- lf miles of
Twelfth and Main streets, and at S42 for
business and $.'0 for residences outside of
that limit. The ordinance in that form
passed the upper house, and is now ready
tor tho mayor's consideration.

The council gave considerable attention
to an ordinance giving to G. O. Jaccard theright to erect a frame addition to his barn,
at 709 Forest avenue, within the fire limits.
Colonel Simonds raised the question that
the city had a commission to which all
such applications should be made, and the
council ought not to touch any thing unless
the commission approved it. Building In-
spector Wallace Love was called on to ex-
plain the work of the commission, lie said
the passing of an ordinance was the shortway to evade the commission. When asked
the real name of the commission he said
it wns the "Advisory Hoard." The name
excited some laughter and comments, andlost the ordlnunce. for when the roll was
culled all of the members voteel to pissthe ordinance, and the "Advisory Board"was not .advised with about it.

When tile appropriation ordinance was
under discussion, the point was raised by
Colonel Slmonds that the park board waspaying its men but $l.rfl per dav, when thecity ordinance provided that city workmen
w ere to hav e $1.75. He asked w hy that was.
done. Councilman Wolf said he has askedthe same question a year ago. and was
told the park board was doing business itsown way. and was not bound by the city
ordinances. He was appointed a commit-
tee of one to find out why. get the legal
aspects or the situation, and repoit in fullat the next meeting. He willingly accepted
the commission.

An ordinance to lav ten blocks ot plunk
sidewalk in the eastern portion of the city
was referred, several of the members de-
claring they would never vote for anotherplank walk. Councilman Simonds asked
why the walks In the outskirts could not
be made of cinders, which he claimed were
quite as satisfactory as plank.

A request from a committee that has apatent gas saving device was read, asking
the lower house to appoint a committee of
three to meet a similar committee from
the upper house, with tho mayor and thegas Inspector, to witness the working of the
uevice. xney wanted to turnisii it to me
city, and figured they would be able to save
the city I4.SO0 per year on the gaslights
ulone. Councilman Lynch called attention
to the fact that the price paid per gas light
was an arbitrary one, and no device but
,i cut in rates could save the city a cent
on It. He suggested the owners try It on
the gas jets from which so much complaint
had arisen and let the people have the ben-
efit of the saving. Siieaker Smith ap-
pointed the members of the gas committee
to attend the demonstration and see the
gas paving device.

'In the I Houne.
The session of the upper house was again

maiked by the transaction of a large
amount of routine business, the more Im-

portant matters pending being referred to
committees. The request of the police
commissioners for the $10,l"j0 additional in-

crease of appropriation to enable the ad-
dition of forty men to the patrol force
went to the finance committee with In
structions that It be reported back with a
recommendution at the next meeting.
