The bondsmen were completely surprised
and some of them are left in a rather em-
barrassed position. The Judgment held by
tho county is in the sum of SSl.noi. the
amount of the county's deposit with tho
bank nt the time of tho failure. Some of
the liomUnien had no property subject to
execution, and the others) will have to
carry tho burden. I

The men who will have to make up the
county's loss in the Argentine bank fail-
ure became liable for the amount by sign-
ing the bond given to the county by thd
bank to Insure the. safe keeping of tho
county's funds. Suit was brought directly
after the bank failed by Attorney McCubo
Moore. Mr. Mooro secured a judgment
against the bondsmen in the district court
and the bondsmen carried the case to the

court. Attorney Moore. In behalf
of the county, appeared before the su-
premo court and succeeded in getting the
case advanced on the calendar.

When the judgment of the district court
was affirmed by the supreme court and
the bondsmen discovered there was no
possible way to csrape paying the judgment
they held a meeting in Argentine and ap-
pointed a committee to wait upon tho
board of county commissioners for the pur-
pose of staying an execution long enough
for them to arrange their business affairs
and protect themselves against embarrass-
ment. The board granted them time, but
the bondsmen did not make progress fast
enough to suit the board and It was de-
cided to levy on the pioperty.

Is now serving a two
years' sentence In the state penitentiary,
having been convict'-- of receiving deposits
knowing that tho bank was in an insolvent
condition.

JOINTIST EATON PARDONED.

Citizen Protest Against MiNiixe of
Police FiiiiiIm Rnpiil Transit

to KiiiiKiin City
The expose In yesterday's Journal of the

fact that two "unknowns" drew a monthly
stipend of A each from the police fund
caused considerable comment among those
who were unaware of tho fact. From the
timo when Governor Leedy appointed a
metropolitan police board not a month
has passed without a warrant being drawn
for $120, the warrant stating "for two men
In citizens' clothes." Hefore the reorgani-
zation of tho present board the warrant
was made out In favor of tho third mem-
ber of the commission, and now that he
has become president of the board he con-
tinues to draw it as formerly.

Xo one Is cognizant of the slightest serv-
ice given in return for this $1,4W per year,
which, it is generally believed, goes to
teward some one for party service, lu
addition 'to the two credited in The Journal
as receiving this "donation," several oth-
ers have been mentioned in the same con-
nection, and still others claim that it is
divided among the members of the board,
who aro not averse to a slight increase in
salary.

In addition to this robbery of the pub-
lic funds, the board has found other meth-
ods of rewarding favorites and withholding
money from the city treasury. The salary
of the day and night sergeant was lixed
at $Ci per month, and for this amount a
voucher is regularly drawn. In addition to
this, another voucher for $10 per month is
given them, which is charged to "extra
services." Of what these extra services
consist, unless it is in their ability to hold
down an office chair, is one of the things
past finding out. Two other members of
the force are ciedlted with "extra serv-
ices," for which they are given $10 each
per month.

When the present police board took
charge of the police affairs It was an-
nounced that everything would be done
openly and above hoard. They also an-
nounced that they would each month pub-
lish nn Itemized statement of the receipts
and expenditures, so that the public might
be informed as to their transactions. This
statement has not been issued and the gen-
eral public are as much in the dark, with
regard to the present board's management,
as they were with that of their predeces-
sors. The people of Leavenworth demand
a change and insist upon the right of
knowing what is done with the city's rev- -

MR. GAGE TO MR. G0MPERS.

The Secretary of the Trellsury Re-

plies to Hie A. F. I.. Resolutions
of Denuneintion.

Washington. Dec. 22. Secretary Gage has
written the following letter to 1 'resident
Gompers, of the Federation of Labor:

"1 have read with care the resolutions
adopted the 2uth inst. at Nashville by the
convention of the Federation of Labor,
which recite as follows:

" 'Resolved. That wo declare ourselves
most iiositively opposed to the Gage finan-
cial bill recently Introduced In congress by
the secretary of the treasury'- - It is
measure that. If adopted as a law, will only
the more firmly rivet the gold standard on
the people of the country and perpetuate
its disastrous effects in every form.

" 'Resolved. That we pronounce the Gage
bill an undisguised effort to retire our
greenback currency nnd all government pa-
per money, with a view to the substitution
of national bank notes In their stead, and
thus fasten the national bank system lor
years upon the American people.'

"Now, If it be true that the gold stand-ard-b- v

which things have been measured
as to price for the last sixty years in this:
countrv is inimical to the Interests of the
laboring classes of the United States, then
1 think it Is inimical to all classes. In
other words. I do not believe that the ex-
ploitation of one class by another, either
through false weights, partial laws or a.
bad monetary system, can be made to work
for the permanent benefit of the exploiting
class itself, or for the general weal, evn
were it defensible on any ground of right
or Justice, which it is not. Granted, theref-
ore-, that the permanence of the gold
standard (for which 1 argue) operates in
this evil direction, then your resolutions of
condemnation are well founded, nnd I am
justly charged either with an ignorance
which constitutes me ,1 foolish adviser, or
with a perversity of motive which makes
me an evil adviser

"I have a right to disavow the charge of
perversity or evil purpose, since there Is
nothing in my whole life', us related to
my fellow men, either in word or deed,
from which the possession by me of such
characteristics can 1 inferred, much less
demonstrated.

"But Ignorance often unconsciously works
as deep injury as evil Intent might do.
and to this sin of Ignorance, if it be a
sin. I must confess myself to bo a possible
victim. This confession, however, ought
not to classify me as separate from my
fellow men generally, whether they be con-
sidered as individual units or as congregat-
ed in groups. Ignorance is a relative-- , not
an absolute term, since few are totally ig-
norant, and none is absolutely wise. Nor
does the number constituting the group
change this fact, since the wisdom of a
group, however large, cannot be greater
than that of the wisest man In It.

"This remains true whether the subject
iratter involving knowledge and Judgment
be astronomy, physie-s- , or finance.

"The condemnation then Involved In the
resolutions referred to is measured by the
Just or imperfect apprehension of questions
relating to monetary science held by the
wlrest im-- who supported them.

"Laying these general considerations
aside, let me say to you. and through you
to the great body you so honorably repre-
sent, that If, instead of denunciatory reso-
lutions, which are not argument, you, or
anyone on your behalf, will show that the
views I entertain and advocate are other
than salutary to the great economic body
ot which we are all independent members.
I will abandon them without hesitation.
My present conviction, the honest fruit of
sincere study and rellietlon. U that a
breakdown in our present money standard
v.otild he a most disastrous blow to all our
commercial and industrial interests, nnd
that upon the wage-worker- s, as a class,
would be entailed the mot serious effeet3
of ihe disaster. Believing tills, I must to
bear witness."
